Schooling Germans 
Two quallfted observers returned fro 

Germany this week and talked on a note of 
real lf modest hope about education in the 
American zone. "Progress is being made, 
aaid Schools Superintendent Willard Goslin, 
of Minneapolis, adding soberly: "It should 
continued by clear-cut deftnltlon ot our 1n 
tention to stay 1n Germany at least twenty 
to twenty-five years, largely on a civillart 
bu!a." 

In aplte of the long, bard pull envisaged, 
the report 1s encouraging after two years• 
ateady recitation by Americans of deplorable 
conditions and feeble effort to come to grips 
with the problem of the German mentality. 

change that mentality quickly is, ot 
course, impossible in circumstances ot 

bbled schools, battered and Nazi-be­
mnirched texts, cowed children, ged and 
convictlonlea teachers and, most dlfflcul 
to overcome, the intellectual quick.sand 1il 
which educators must work whlle Allied 
policy toward Germany remains disunited 

d hence equivocal. 
But a start must be made, and Mr. Ooalln 

and Dt. Everett Cllnchy, president of the 
National Conference of Christians and Jewa, 
offer some concrete suggestions after talk­
ing the situation over with General Luclus 
D. Clay 1n Berlin. At the general's sugges­
tion, Dr. Cllnchy hopes to help form inter­
faith council! of citizens in towns whert! 
the biggest problem of de-NazUlcation ls stru 
the JewiSh problem. Dr. Goslin recommends 
re-educating the educators--glving teachers 
Intensive training 1n interculture tech­
niques, which, incidentally, have developed 
lately into hlghly effective techniques 1n 
Amerlcan cJtJes; teaching more soclology, 
psychology and anthropology; encouraging 
exchange student.a and correspondence. 

Dispatches of the last !ew weeks report 
& f~ forward steps. Radio f orums-un­
glossed discussions of the German problem­
have gained in popularity; 100 students are 
to be excba.nged for the :ftrst tlme since 1933, 
when the Germans stopped the praotice. It 
remains for Oerman.s to evolve democratic 
education; but Americans can give the 
es-'entlal lead, which 1s conviction. From this 
standpoint, Mr. Goslln'a twenty-:ftve-yeara 
suggestion bu force. It ""'ould put starch 
into the effort, o! the educators, German 
and American.

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To an American la er the effect of the d cision of 

the General Assembly of the United a ions of Novem­

ber 29th 1947 and the subsequ nt acti ities of the Se­

curity Council in respect of tha decision, raise problems 

, hich can best be discussed in the light of analogies in 

American constitutional history. 

The close of the Am rican Revolution left on the west­

ern shor s o he A tlan i no on . but th· r en indep n­

den nation . Each of the former British colonies which 

h d under a common but t mporar leadership, success­

fully achieved its liberty was an independent state-an 
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independen nation. The utter necessity of common ac­
tion resulting from the community of interest between 
h e separate common ealths convinced the statesmen 

of hat da of he necessity of some form of federation. 
A the same time an almost equal diversity and even 
hostilit of int rests stood in the way of the formation of 
a central nation. The most populous of these common-

ealths irginia was strictly an agricultural country. 
On the contrary Massachusetts and the other states of 

w England ere predominantly of an economy depen­
den upon navigation and commerce. This diversity of 
intere t ran through all of the states with that jealousy 
ha alwa accompanies conomic conflicts and frictions. 

The b st result tha could be reach d prior to the achieve­
ment of independence a the Article of Confederation, 
which was finall igned on the p t of the thirteen 
colonies late in the summer of 1778. These Articles of 
Confederation did no form or constitute a nation. They 
provided that 

'each state retains its sovereignty, freedom and in­
dependence, and e ery power jurisdiction and right, 

hich is not b this Confederation expressly dele­
gated to the Uni ed States in Congress assembled". 

The Articles wer not a constitution. They iormed a 
league of nations. Article 3 provided: 

"The aid s ates hereb severally enter into a firm 
league of friendship with each other, for their com­
mon defense the securit of their liberties, and their 
mutual and general elfare binding themselves to 
as ist each other against all force offered to, or at-­
tacks made upon them or any of them, on account of 
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r ar . Suffici nt it ho ld b to a that this document 
a not the work of on man nor was it given life with­

out m t int n e and s riou debat : d bate participated 
i b the eat st mind of the in ol ed. Its final 
r tification in fact a accompli hed over opposition of 
man of the greate t la ers and statesmen of the former 
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colonies, after the most complete discussion, not only of 
the document as a whole, but of every article, every sec­
tion, every line and every word. 

But this document could never have deserved the ap­
pellation gi en to it by Gladstone "the greatest document 
that had ever been e olved at one time from the hand 
and purpose of man , had it not been for the life that was 
gi en to the written word through the brains and pens 
of the men who were called upon to construe and apply 
it to the prac ical affairs of government-for words, how­
e er solemnl written merely are words. They acquire 
meaning only when the are construed and given effect 
by those who are finally called upon to interpret and 
administer the law. 

I shall not take time here to recou t the skepticism 
displa ed even after the adoption of the Constitution, as 
to its practical workability. It was John Marshall who 
accepted the post of Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, 
after distinguished lawyers had refused because of the 
seeming impotence of that high tribunal, and who gave to 
the skeleton of the written Constitution flesh and blood, 
and nerve and brain, and made it a living body. It was 
the same f onn of moral and mental courage that is pres­
en tl necessary to carry into effect the hopes and aspira­
tions of the peoples of the world by the giving of the 
same life to the constitution of the United Nations. 

The League of Nations, born just after the first World 
War presented in its covenant a striking analogy to the 
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Article of Confederation of the Thirteen States, particu­
larly in its requirement in Article 5 of unanimit in re­
spect of substanti e matters addr ss d either to the Gen­
eral Assembly or to the Council: a requirement which 
obviously rendered the settlement of serious disputes im­
possible. 

This lack of irilit in th Co enant of the League which 
resulted in its b coming merely a debating society, was 
a strong factor in the workings of the minds of those re­
sponsible after the close of World War II for the forma­
tion of that organization of states finally set up as the 
'United ations . It is unn c sar to discuss the pre­
liminary drafts, or the Dumbarton Oaks proposals which 
were the basis of the discussions in San rancisco result­
ing in the writing of the Charter. Su icient it is here to 
point out the 'purposes and prin iples as defined in 
Chapter 1, Article 1 of the Charter: 

"The purposes of th€ United ation are: 

1. To maintain international peace and security, and 
to that end: to take effective collective measures 
for the prevention and removal of threats to the 
peace and for the uppression of acts of aggres­
sion or other breaches of the peace and to bring 
about by peaceful means, and in conformity with 
the principles of justice and international law ad­
justment or settlement of international disputes or 
situations which might lead to a breach of the 
peace; 

2. To de elop fr 'endly relations among nations based 
on respect for the principle of equal rights and 
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self-determination of peoples, and to take other 
appropriate measures to strengthen uni ersal 
peace; 

3. To achieve international cooperation in solving in-
ternational problems of an economic, social, cul- . 
tural or humanitarian character, and in prsr 'sing~ 
and encouraging respect for human rights and for ~ 
fundamental fre doms for all without di tinction 
as to race, sex, language, or religion; and 

4. To be a center for harmonizing the actions of na­
tions in the attainment of these common ends.' 

It is in the light of these purpo es and principles in 
which the subsequen articles of the Charter must be 
viewed and construed, just as it as 1 id down by our 
great Chief Justice Mar hall, more t an one and a quar­
ter century ago, that the pow rs of the United States 
Government must be construed in the light of the pre­
amble of its Constitution, which provides: 

"We the People of the United States in Order to 
form a more perfect Union establish Justice, insure 
domestic Tranquility, pro ide for the common de­
fence, promote the general Welfare and secure the 
Blessings of Liberty to oursel es and our posterity, 
do ordain and establi h this Constitution for the 
United States of America.'' 

As in the case of the birth of constitutional law in the 
United States, so likewise here there are no precedents. 
Tho e charged with the administration of the United a­
tions are likewise charged with the solemn duty of mak-
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ing their own precedents, and of giving life and vitalit 
to what o herwise would be mere empty words. 

To whate er conclusion one may come with ref rence 
to the respecti e rights and po rs of the various organ 
set up by the United ations Charter, there must be gen-
ral agreem n on on point namely, that the only trul, 

democratic body representati e of all of the signatory 
nations i the General Assemb] . Under the Charter, 
that body consist of all of the member of the United 
Nations: his, irrespective of ize, importance or popula­
tion. All nations are therefore, democraticall qual only 
in the A s mbl r hich p aks as the representati e of 
the orld. Specific powers are st d in the General As­
sembly (Article 10) to 

"discuss an que tion or matters within the 
scope of the pre ent Chart r or r lating to the pow­
ers and functions of an organ provided for in the 
present Charter and except as provided in Article 
12 ma make recommendations to the Members of 
the United ations or to the Security Council or to 
both on an such questions or matters." 

(The pro isions of Article 12 which are here excepted 
fr m the power of the Assembl relate onl to matters 
then present! pending befor the Security Council.) It he-

mes important then to determine what is meant b.' 
the authorit. "may discuss any questions or an matters 
\ ithin th scope of the present Charter or relatin to th 
po r and functions of an organ provided for in the 
pre ent Chart r and what is meant by the specific dcle-
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gation of power to "make recommendations to the Mem­
bers of the United Nations or to the Security Council or 
to both on any such questions or matters,,. The specific 
provision of Article 10 was the result of the work of a 
sub-committee consisting of the representative of the 
United States, of the Soviet Union and of Australia and 
is thus referred to by Dr. Evatt, in all probability its im­
mediate author, as 

"This broadening of the scope of the General As­
sembly's powers is one of the most important achieve­
ments of the San Francisco Conference and one of 
the main democratic safeguards of the United Nations 
Organization." 

In discussing the meaning of this jurisdictional provi­
sion, therefore, it is important al a s to bear in mind 
that it was inserted, not merel academicall but delib­
ately, for the purpose of delegating to the democratic as­
sembly of all of the nations specific powers and duties. 
Let us see what these functions are and what they mean. 

If it had been determined to make of the General As­
sembly a mere debating societ or town hall meeting, 
the scope of its functions would ha e been so expressed; 
but the charter does not so provide. Its authorization is 
''to discuss any questions, or any matters within the scope 
of the present charter'. To "discuss" means to deliberate. 
"Discussion'' implies opportunity for argument upon and 
consideration of e ery side and angle of the matter under 
advisement. It implies judicious and considered judgment 
-not mere words. The importance of this provision to the 
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nations meeting in San Francisco is apparent from the 
fact that it was the creation of a special committee, re­
presenting large and middle sized powers, appointed by 
the con ention and charged with the seriously important 
task of drafting a provi ion which would effectuate seri­
ous and useful work upon the part of the General A -
sembly. To restrict the meaning of the word "discuss" to 
debate without action, without decision, would be to ren­
der nugatory not only the meaning of the article in ques­
tion, but the entire scheme of the United Nations as ex­
hibited in the San Francisco conference. 

Now, the grant of authority does not end with discus­
sion. The term djscuss" is used in juxtaposition to other 
words which indicate decision: at lea t quasi-judicial ac­
tion and quasi-legislative authori . The combination of 
these two functions is a phenomenon familiar to Ameri­
can lawyers, and exists in the United States, despite the 
separation of powers, in innumerable state and federal 
bodies. Let us see what follows "discussion". It is not 
merely to vaporize over the radio the views of individual 
members. The discussion has a pragmatic objective: that 
of making recommendations to the members of the United 
Nations, or to the Security Council, or to both, on any 
such questions or matters; i. e., such questions or matters 
as may have formed the subject of the discussion. It will 
be noted that the "recommendations" may be made either 
to the members of the United Nations, i. e., to the nations 
of the world, or to the Security Council, or to both. These 
words, like all words appearing in an organic instrument, 
must be given each its proper effect. 
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We lose no time in bruiting the arious meanings which 
might be given to the word recommendations'; for it is 
patent that the word is used here to denote the result of 
the discussions. The recommendations, therefore, consist 
of the deliberate and considered d cision of the Assembly, 
after study, di cussion and weighing of he argument, pro 
and con, upon matters submitted to it and within its juris­
diction. Recommendations ther fore closel partake of 
the nature-if they do not xactly coincide with-advi ory 
opinions, such as are rend red b competent tribunals with 
juridical effect in many nations and in man states of the 
United States. To hold otherwise would be again to ren­
der the deliberately phrased article of the charter a nuga­
tory instrument. 

ow it seems clear moreo er that properly consider­
ing the article in question with the i o gi ing it vir­
ility instead of impotenc a distinction must be made 
between the recommendations which go to the members 
of the United ations and those hich go to the Secur­
ity Council. Recommendations to the members of the 
United Nations based upon study of matters within the 
scope of the Assembly s power, and relating to interna­
tional peace and/ or justice lay down rules of interna­
tional law. In the absence of a world organization spe­
cifically charged with the po er of making and enacting 
positi e statutes, international law must of necessity grow 
up b the usages and customs of ci ilized nations. In the 
instant case, we find an assembl , duly constituted in 
which each nation-large, middle-sized or small-is of 
qual authorit in discussion, deliberation and decision. 
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What more democratically chosen body could ha e been 

selected, or hat more r presentati e congress of the na­

tion could ha be n concei d short of a world t t 

,vith the direct po r of legi lation? To a stud nt of in­

t rnational law, i would seem plain that the decisions 

rendered b ch body t te and publi h b authorit of 

the nations the law of nations. Such was the Am rican 

point of i stat d b Mr. H r hell V. Johnson on a-

ember 25th b for th final ote was tak n in the ad 

hoc committ on Pal tin when he aid: 

"When con id r th t the recommendations of 
the G neral Ass mbl ar not to th Commis ion­
r commendations ar to th m mb r states of the 
United ations-onc those r comm ndations hav 
been accep ed th r ch a d ci ion which comes 
er clos to being law. 

The point I am tr in to mak is that they do become 

law, insofar as und r pr ent orld conditions, any prin­

ciple of international law is law in the absence of treaty 

or statute. 

The pro ision that the recommendations may be made 

to the S curit C uncil arise out of a different rea on. 

Such refer nc do not impl abdication of authorit on 

the part of the Assembl. . These recommendations lose 

none of th ir fo ce or effect , hen submitted to the e­

curit Council but such ref rence is for the purpose 

mer I of requesting that enforced impl mentation which 

onl the Securit Council can gi e. 
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Hence, when the recommendations are made both to the 
members of the United Nations, and to the Security Coun­
cil, they are made with the two-fold object of announcing 
a decision on a qu:estion of international law, and of for­
mal request that the necessary measures for the imple­
mentation of the decision be taken by the Security Coun­
cil. No power is anywhere vested in the Security Council 
to overrule decisions of the Assembly. True, it has the 
power to refuse to implement. But that is naked power 
only, and not a right: a power which, if exercised con­
trary to the will of the Assembly, necessarily results in 
an anarchical condition within the structure of the en­
tire United Nations organization: and, as we shall see, 
by its exercise has contributed directly to disorder, 
bloodshed, and to the most direct threa to world peace 
that has appeared on the international horizon since 
the surr,ender of Japan. I am referring, of course, to 
the Palestine question which arose under the juris­
dictional provisions of the charter having relation to 
the transformation of mandates into trusteeships; a sub­
ject upon which the Dumbarton Oaks proposals were 
significantly silent. It was considered necessary in San 
Francisco, however, to incorporate into the Charter of the 
United Nations a system of international trusteeships for 
the administration and supervision of such territories as 
might be placed thereunder by subsequent individual 
agreement. In the iliscussion and debate upon the desig .. 
nation of trusteeships there was adopted, over the pro­
test of certain nations, a most significant provision which 
appears in Artide 80 of the Char.ter,. to-wit: 

"nothing in this Chapter shall be construed in or of 
itself to alter in any manner the rights whatsoever 
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of any states or any peoples or the terms of existing 
international instruments to which Members of the 
United Nations may respectively be parties". 

Thi provision was proposed by the United States, and 
was adopted in its present form on June 11, 1945. 

Plainly, the proviso was inserted in order that then ex­
isting mandates from the defunct League of Nations should 
remain in effect as international obligations. The original 
principal, the League of Nations, having for all practical 
purposes disappeared, those minds which had conceived 
another organization for the purpose of effectually pr -
serving world peace, foresaw that it was necessary that 
the sanction of international law should continue to exi l 

with respect to the obligations of those who held man­
dates from the old dissolved body. Otherwise, there would 
have been no principal to whom the agent could account, 
prior to the time the mandate should have been con­
verted into a United Nations trusteeship. The purpose of 
Article 80 is therefore apparent: to substitute the United 
Nations as the principal for the League of Nations in re­
spect of the obliga Uons of each presently existing mandate 
for the interim period pending the ere a tion of a formal 
trusteeship, or other disposition of the problem by the 
proper organ or organs of the newly constituted world 
organization. 

Among these "existing international agreements"-per­
haps the most outstanding of all, and (as contemporaneous 
newspaper accounts show) the prime reason for the adop­
tion of this provision-was the Mandate executed by the

League of ations with respect to Palestine in 1922, pur­
suant to Article 22 of the Covenant of the League of a­
tions. That its terms are existing international instru­
ments could, of course, admit of no doubt; and it appears 
of interest to note that, contemporaneously with the 
acceptance of the mandate its terms ere formally and 
solemnly acknowledged b the Mandator as creating 
international obligations. On June 27, 1923, the Duke of 
De onshire, then Secretar of State for the Colonies, 
stated in the House of Lords: 

'The Mandate is not merely a national obligation, 
it is an international obligation, and the Balfour Dec­
laration was the basis on which v accept d from the 
principal Allied Powers the position of Mandatory 
Power in Palestine. 

A similar statement was made in wr· in b Prime Min­
ist r MacDonald to Dr. Weizmann President of the Jew .. 
ish Agency, on Februa 13, 1931: 

'His Majest s Go ernment desire to sa finall , 
as they have repeatedly and unequi ocall affirmed, 
that the obligations imposed upon the Mandatory, by 
its acceptance of the Mandate are solemn interna­
tional obligations." 

The preamble to the Mandate recites the agreement of 
the principal Allied Powers, under Article 22 of the Cov­
enant to 

"entrust to a Mandatory elected b the said Po ers 
the administration of the territo . of Palestine which 
former! belonged to the Turkish Empire ;vithin such 
boundaries as may be fixed by them ', 
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and that such powers have 

·'also agreed that th 1\/Iand tory should be r ponsi­
ble for putting into eITect the declaration originally 
made on • ovember 2nd,. 1917 by the Go ernment of 
His Britannic Majest and a opt d b the said Pow­
ers, in fa . our of the establi hment in Palestine of a 
national home for the Jewish people it being clearly 
unde ·st od that nothing should be done which might 
prejudice the ci il and religious rights of existing non­
Jewish comm uni tie in Palestine, or the rights and 
political status enjo) ed by Jews in any other coun­
try'. 

Then, after reciting recognition of the historical con­

nection of the Jewish people with Pale tine, and of the 

grounds for re-consti uting heir national home in that 

country, it proceed to declare that Britain had been e­

lected as the Mandator , and hat the trust had been ac­

cepted by His British Majest , ho had undertaken to 

exercise it on behalf of the League of ations in conform­

ity with i , s pro isions' . 

Under Article 2 of the Mandate, the Mandatory as­

sumed the responsibility of placing the country under 

such political, administrative and economic conditions "as 

will secure the establishment of the Jewish national home, 

as laid down in the preamble". 

Article 4 r,ecognizes "an appropriate Jewish agency as a 
public body for the purpose of advising and co-operating 

with the Administration of Palestine in such economic, 

social and other matters as may affect the establishment 
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of the Jewish National Home and the interests of the 
Jewish population in Palestine". 

Article 6 imposed the unambiguous obligation on the 
?vlandatory of facilitating Jewish immigration under suit­
able conditions, and of encouraging, in cooperation with 
the Jewish agency referred to in Article 4, close settle­
ment by Jews on the land, including State lands and 
waste lands not required for public purposes. 

Article 27 significantly provides: 

The consent of the Council of the League of a­
tions is required for any modification of the terms 
of this mandate." 

In connection with the international character of the 
obligations undertaken, it is not inappropriate here to call 
attention to the American-British Palestine Mandate Con­
vention, ratifications of which were exchanged on Decem­
ber 3, 1925: in which treaty is recited verbatim the text 
of the League of Nations mandate, and the interest of the 
United States as one of the victorious Allies to whom Tur­
key had renounced right and title to territory surrendered 
by her as the result of World War I. 

Of course, this agreement between two sovereign and 
independent nations, both members of the United Nations, 
is an international instrument to which they are parties. 

The international obligations assumed by .the Manda­
tory, therefore, are three-fold: to the principal Allied 
Nations as represented in the League, to the United States 
of America, and to the Jewish people. The latter obligation 
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not only unequivocally appears from the written instru­
ment, but has been repeatedly officially acknowledged by 
the Mandatory power. This obligation expressed in the 
Mandate itself in favor of the Jewish people is a true 
stipulation pour autrui, and having been acknowledged 
and accepted by the Jewish people in the most practical 
way: by the placing of their lives, their fortunes, their 
skills and abilities in the scale as against the promises of 
the Mandatory, has confected-as it would in municipal 
law, and of course does in international law-the most 
solemn of legal ties. 

On April 2 1947, Ambassador Cadogan, in behalf of 
His Majesty s Government in the United Kingdom re­
quested that the question of Palestine be placed on the 
agenda of the General Assembl . At hat time, he an­
nounced that the Mandatory would submit to the As­
sembly "an account of their administration of the League 
of Nations mandate and will ask the Assembly to make 
recommendations under Article 10 of the Charter con­
cerning the future government of Palestine". The com­
munication ended with the request that a special session of 
the General Assembly be summoned as soon as possible 
"for the purpose of constituting and instructing a special 
committee to prepare for the consideration, at the regu­
lar session of the Assembly of the question ref erred to 
in the preceding paragraph". This to a lawyer, presented 
merel the familiar case of a trustee filing the account of 
his ~estion and applying to the appointing court for in­
structions as to the disposition of the subject matter of 
the trust. 
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Plainly .this was a matter of which the Assembly had 
jurisdiction. It presented questions and matters "within 
the scope of the charter', particularly in view of the pro­
vision in Article 80, maintaining in effect "the terms of 
existing international instruments to which members of 
the United ations may respectively be parties' . The im­
portance of this submission and of the proceedings had 
subsequent to the submission grows out of the fact, of 
course that this was the first case of importance so placed 
before the General Assembly, and afforded the supreme, 
test not merely of the powers but of the good faith of 
he United Nations in dealing with its international ob­

ligation affecting the welfare of peoples. 

Decision was not hastil arri ed at. The long period in­
tervening between submission and d c· ion was not 
the result of want of action, but of action investiga­
tion and consideration. Discussion, in fact did not 
reach the Assembl until after the report of its com­
mittee, which was appointed to and did, in fact, in­
vestigate, hear evidence and observe in order to report 
all relevant facts and equities both in Palestine and else­
where, wherever, in its opinion information as to the 
rights of the contending interests and as to the welfare 
and peace of the world could best be obtained. 

The decision, reached after full discussion and debate 
recited the appointment of the investigating committee 
the receipt and examination of the report. the conclusion 
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that the then situation in Pal stine was one likely to im­

pair the gene1·al welfare and fri ndly relations among 

nations, and recommended 

1 to the Mandator pow r and to all other 
memb r of the United tion , the adoption and im­
plementation, ith r g rd o the future go rnm nt 
of Palestine, of th plan of partition nd economic 
union made part of the plan·

it implementation· and 

(3) call d upon the inhabitants of alestine to 
take such st ps ma b nee ar on their part to 
put this plan in effect. 

In connection with this requ th Security Council 

was asked to give thought to he her the situation in 

Palestine constitutes a threat to ii ternational peace and 

security; and in the e ent it should so decide to impose 

the sanctions pro ided for in Articles 39 and 41. 

Briefly stated the partition plan comprehended in the 

resolution was a division of Pale tine into two independ­

ent states one Arab and one Jewish, lea ing out of both 

the city of J erusal m which was to come under a special 

international regime. For the purpose of effectuating the 

plan, a Cammi sion was appointed with instructions to be 

guided in its acti ities b the recommendations of the 

General Assembly and such further instructions as the 

Security Council might consider necessary to issue. De­

tailed pro isions were set up for the protection of the holy 

places; of personal property and religious rights; as to 
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citizenship; as to financial obligations; and detailed con­
stitution for an economic union of the independent Jewish 
and Arab states whose respective boundaries were specific­
ally defined in the plan. 

It is significant to note that this plan was approved by 
the necessary two-thirds majority, after full discussion 
and over the strenuous objection of certain powers that 
the authority of the General Assembly was confined to 
the recognition of a single unitary state of the char­
acter, of course, of those who constituted a present major­
ity of such single undivided commonwealth. The parti­
tion plan, howe er, itself proceeded upon the basis of a 
division of territory in which Arab and Jew, respective­
ly, should be in the majority in the territory assigned 
to each such nation. 

And it is to be observed in this connection that the 
result of the partition decision was to give to the Jews 
nothing whatsoever. On the contrary, it took away from 
the Jews,, as I shall hereafter point out, rights guaranteed 
to them by existing international obligations. 

And since all complaints as to the decision proceed from 
those opposed to the Jewish state, it should be sufficient 
to point out that the decision itself gave to the Arabs 
rights to territory definitely and distinctly promised to 
the Jewish people under the mandate, the terms of which 
were recognized as existing international obligations under 
the charter of the United Nations, and under the very 
submission by the Mandatory. 
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. To the argument advanced before the General As­
sembly, and subsequentl before the Security Council, 
that the result of the consid ration of the Assembly was 
be ond its jurisdiction th answer would seem plain: 
Article 10 est plenary po er in connection with Article 
80 in respect of all matters affecting existing international 
instrum nts to ') hi h m mbers of the United Nations may 
be parties. That the obligation of Great Britain as Manda­
tory was an international one has already been discussed. 
As a matt r of fact this was the ry basis of the invo­
cation of the j uri diction of the General Assembly by 
Britain wh n it a ked for it recommendations for the 
solution of the problems of Palestine. It becomes im­
portant then briefl to consider what such oblgation is. 

As has been pre iousl pointed out the motivating cause 
for the execution of the manda as the putting into 
effect of th Balfour D cJaration, r cited ipsis imis verbis 
in its preamble and which under Article 2, the Manda­
tory unequi ocall obligat d itself to implement. There 
was no doubt in the minds of the authors of that De­
claration as to it meaning or that the promise was made 
to the Jewish p ple, and to the Jewish people alone, as 
obligees. Prime Minister MacDonald, no friend of the 
Zionist in an official communication on behalf of the 
British Go ernment to the head of the Jewish Agency on 
February 13 1931 aid inter alia 

"His Majest s Go ernment • • • recognize that 
the undertaking of the Mandate (embodying the 
pledge of the Balfour Declaration) is an undertaking 
to the Jewish people and not only to the Jewish popu­
lation of Palestine." 
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President Woodrow Wilson, who played an important 
part in the formulation of the Balfour Declaration, stated 
as far back as March 3rd, 1919, 

"I am persuaded that the Allied nations with the 
fullest concurrence of our own Government and peo­
ple, are agreed that in Palestine shall be laid the 
foundations of a Jewish Commonwealth.' 

Such contemporaneous statements of those who were re­
sponsible for the Declaration might be multiplied almost 
ad infinitum but it is not the purpose of thi paper to 
rehash what is plain from the language of the Declara­
tion itself: that i that it contains no obligation or stipula­
tion in fa or of an people except the Jewish people but 
that it does embod a direct obligation to them. 

Again, I point out that the stipulation of the Mandate, 
adopting the exact text of the Declaration has been ac­
cepted in the mos practical manner. On the faith of the 
agreement, more than six hundred thousand Jews have 
moved into Palestine and there ha e staked their lives 
and their fortunes upon the faith of the agreement. There 
they have converted a barren and rock soil into fertile 
gardens and groves. There through their skill and their 
resources the have drained th wamps and wiped out the 
fatal curse of malaria which had alwa s blighted the land. 
There the have e tablished schools colleges uni ersities 
and hospitals open alike to Arab and to Jew. There they 
have established the easternmost point of Western civi­
lization with the benefits-educational h. gienic and 
economic-which have raised the standard of the indig­
enous population to a point theretofore undreamed of. 
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Just here, it is appropriate to call at ention to the fact 
that this obligation of the Mandatory power has been 
decided as a matter of in ernational law. Reference is 
made to the report of the rmanent Mandates Commis­
sion of the League of ations in 1939 after consideration 
of the British WhHe Pap r of Ma , 1939, in which the 
Mandat s Commis ion h ld an reported that the policy 
expressed in the White Paper the limiting of Jewish 
immigration and of land purchase) was not in agreement 
with the mandate itself ba ed on Article 22 of the Coven 4 

ant, and of the Balfour Declaration' any contrary con­
clusion appearing to be ruled out by the ery terms of the 
mandate and by he fundam ntal int ntions of it authors. '

of partition; for partition as I ha e said, implied a lessen­
ing of Jewish rights and not in any sense a gift to the 
Jews. I take it to be fundamental in every system of 
jurisprudence that he only has the right to complain who 
is injured by the judgment. I take it, from the debates 
before the General Assembl and from its decision-and 
particularly from the statement of Sir Carl Berendsen of 
New Zealand subsequently-that the decision of the Gen­
eral Assembly in its final anal sis proceeded from it 
conviction that there was no perfect solution to the prob-­
lem, and that its recommendation was based upon its con­
clusion that a solution should be r ached which would 
afford the least injustice and the least departure from 
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principles of law. That, in itself, admits the thesis that 
Palestine was, of right, Jewish as a whole, and that the 
final decision was a compromise, giving to the Arabs that 
part of Palestine in which they presently constitute the 
majority, leaving to the Je,ws only that area defined in the 
plan in which they constitute the majority. 

Such manner of decision was within the legitimate func­
tion of the Assembly, but it was not the effectuating of 
the plain terms of the international obligation entered 
into by Britain in favor of the Jewish people. That it 
was, as a minimal, acceptable to the Jewish people is a 
tribute to their desire for peace and amit . But it must 
be repeated that it did not constitute a gift to the Jews, 
but a taking away from them and a donation to the Arabs. 

But whatever it was, it was the final decision of the only 
international body vested with such power of adjudica­
tion, and as such it was and is entitled to respectful en­
forcement. 

I have not heretofore discussed recommendation num­
ber 3 of the General Assembly. This, because it is not 
directly connected with the legal questions considered in 
this paper. It has, however, a tremendous significance, in 
that it calls upon the peoples directly affected for prac­
tical implementation of the Plan for Partition. It is, 
therefore, not merely a decision, but a direction by the 
nations of the world that the two communities, ,Jew and 
Arab, put into practical effect that which the General 
Assembly had determined, in the exercise of its intema-­
tional law functions, to be essential to the peace of Pales-
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tine and of the world itself. The Jewish population of 
Palestine immediately displayed its adherence to the 
regime of law. The Arab States were recalcitrant. From 
the surrounding Arab powers appeared first, threats, and 
then armed force-all de igned to destroy that which, 
pursuant to its objecti es and purposes, the nations of the 
world had decreed in the interest of justice and world 
peace. The result has been bloodshed, the destruction of 
propert , the up-rooting of economy-all directly and 
proximate! attributable to the power politics in the 
Security Council , hich had attempted to set at naught 
the rule of international law procla·med b the General 
Assembl : an attempt hich fail d only because of the 
good faith of the people who ha e now set up the Republic 
of Israel in complian e with the specific direction of the 
General Assembl . 

That which underlies the tra ed in the present situa­
tion is the fact that th particular great power which 
first made its promise to the Jewish people, which recog­
nized that promise as an international obligation and 
which olemnlv bound it elf by covenant with the League 
of Nations and with the United States of America to carry 
out in good fajth th term of that obligation and which 
itself et in motion the action of the General As embly 
b petitioning for its instructions is the very same power 
primaril. re pon ble for the blood bed and chaos in the 
Hol Land. It ponsor hip of the Arab League its arm­
ing of the in ading Arab armies its financing and direc­
tion of the armed forces of its allied state, Trans-Jordan, 
and it action in the Security Council have shocked the 
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libert -loving people of the civilized world. What bas now 
come into the open explains what has secretly happened in 
the past, in the impeding of the decision of the world's 
nations as represented in the General Assembly. It again 
points to the ultimate truth that peace can be attained 
only through the rule of law and that good faith ob­
servance of the rules formally adopted is the sine qv.A./ 
non of the maintenance of law.. In the case under dis­
cussion whate er the military r sult may finally be, this 
statement ma safel be ventured: that if the Security 
Council had displa ed that adhere· ce to the principles to 
which its m,embers had subscribed it would ha e assisted 
the General A sembl in the carr ing out of its plan, in­
steam of hamstringing it· and as a consequence there would 
now be peace in Palestine Ii es and prop r would have 
been saved the Hol Place kept i iol te, and a peace­
ful political and economic accord ould ha e come to pass 
whose ~onsummation now must inevit bl be delayed by 
the hatreds growing out of the internecine conflict pres­
ently raging. It is sincerel and de outly to be hoped 
that this has taught the nations of the world the lesson 
that only through good-faith adherence to the principles 
animating the charter, and the giving of a living vitality 
to its words, can this troubled world be placed on the 
path for which all humankind pra s: that of uni ersal 
peace.
