EHUD BENYEHUDA 

Ebud Benyehuda is the Administrator of the Editorial Board of the Heb­
rew Thesaurus and Dictionary, a monumental work of scholarship started 
by his father, the famour Eliezer Benyehuda. For twenty-five years, 
Mr. Benyehuda has worked on this first cmnplete modern Hebrew diction­
ary which is in 17 volumes. 

Born in 1897 in Jerusalem, then under Turkish rule, Ehud Benyehuda was 
one or the first generation of Jewish children to speak Hebrew as his 
mother-tongue. His father bad insisted t,hat the family live as Hebrews 
in their own land, speaking the tongue of the prophets; in 1880, six­
teen years before Theodore Herzl wrote "The Jewish State" Eliezer Ben­
yehuda introduced Hebrew as the daily speech in 40 colonies, established 
by Baron Rothschild in Palestine, establishing the basis for modern 
Hebrew speech from Dan to Beersheba, preparing 80 years ago for U.N.o. 
to proclaim in 1948 the establishment of the State of Israel by the 
followers of Eliezer and Deborah Benyehuda. 

Mr. Benyehuda studied agriculture in Germany prior to orld War I, when 
he was conscripted into the German Army as a Turkish subject and sent 
to the Palestine front. In Constantinople, transferred to the Turk18h 
Arrrr, at whose defeat, be joined the Britiah and allied foroes and ser­
ved under General Allenby with the "Amaos" and Lawrence at the time 
or the liberation of Palestine, Eretz-I r l, as 1ational Home for the 
Jews - U!banon, Syria, l-ieeopotemia and est of the Arab deserts 
for· the Arabs, 

In 1918, agronomist Ehud Benyehuda as appointed teacher in -ikveh 
Israel A ricultural College. 

In 1921, rir. Benyehuda waa ap inted by the rxiatory Palestine Govern­
ment as inspector of Agriculture of the Southern District (NegeY), 
teaching Arabe and Jewish pioneers the techniques of modern a icult­
ure. Ehud BeD7ehuda also studied dried fruit f rming nd conversation 
in California. Upon th death of his rather in 192'2, he returned ho 
to continue 1th his mother, Hemda Benyehuda, the compilation of the 
r ining 12 volume• of the Hebrew Thesaurus. 

Frcn 1927 to 1929, he sened as inspector of police in Jerusalem nd 
H ita, where he protected life and property against violence and arson 
by the Ar be, durin the d ya of the British Mandate. 

r. Benyehuda h made frequ nt tri a to Europe nd the United St tea 
during the last twenty ears, lecturing, (in Hebre, 'rench, ~nglish 
erman nd Arabic) on the revival of Hebre and on the lite of hie late 

father, for the Jewish Pat onal Fund, P.istadrutb Imth, nd Had es h, 
Friends o the Hebrew un ·ver ity rxi oth r organization. He baa in-
apired audienc th the tory of the first "cbaloutzim0 (in 1879-1880) 
Eliezer and Deborah Benyehuda, who laid in that year the foundation
