It is not necessary to ive any detailed accJunt of 

the four years of Hitl~rism. Hitler, himself made sch an 

accountin~ esterday to his ~eo le and indirectly to the rest 

of the world . Out of his o mouth comes his ovm condemnation . 

eldom has a speech as wierd and as f 11 of lies, ~alf-truths , 

distortions of facts , exaggeration and ommission com rm the 

lips of t~e head of government . nd 741 lacl{e es ~ ho call themselves 

members of the Reichstag shouted themselves hoarse in acclaiming 

this speec~ and v ting the dictator not er four years of 

government bJ decree as :f they had an choice in the matter . 

The whole show as staged to 'mpress, first the German Jeople, 

and then, hopefully, the rest of the world . An in the evening, 

a torch-light 9roce sion as held Unter der Linden t celebrate 

the comJletion of this four years of messiahsh·p . 

I was in Berlin four years ago , exactly on the day 

Hitler ias made Chancellor . I stood on the curb and watched 

the first torch-light procession and I wondered then, on that 

cold January night what fate had in store for Germany and 

for the German- .eople , what was assin through t e minds 

o the German peo le . And as I red , this morning , of thi other 

torch-light Jrocession , I am still wondering what is goin through 

the minds of the erm n people and what fate has in store for 

that harassed, tried eople . 
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As a sample of the quality o the mind which is 

Hitler's and of the charact- r which men of his kind have -

it is a gift, t pervert truth, the absolute brazonnness 

of it - I ~uote two items from hi speech of yesterday . One 

has to do with the Nazi revolution. Hitler declared that "the 

azi revolution occurred practically without bloodshed". The 

iord " oractical ly" is, of course, an elastic word . His 

revolution occurred oractically w·thout bloodshed. I wonder 

whether an one of the 741 henchmen ho listened to that 

s eech and the millions of Germans who ere forced to li~ en 

recalled the thousands who were beaten t de th in the ~risons 

and concentration camps, ~ho were dr·ven to s icide, ·nd of the 

hundreds who were shot in the back " hile esc::: ping" . 

I wonder hether anyone of them recalled the 

blood purge of 1934 when Hitler assassinated some of his 

closest friends and co-wor ers in the rev 1 tion, including a former 

Ghancellor of the rteich, General Von Streicher 1nd hi wife and 

the leader of the G tholic outh ~ovement, Dr. ~la sner. Hitler, 

himself , acknowledged 77 assassinations on hat bloody night. 

Those who know counted in the hundreds. I wonder ,hether anyone 

recalled the hundreds of thousands of exiles going out of Germany 

into ant, suffe ·ing and destitution . 

But that isn't all. Bragging about the bloodlessness 

of this revolution, he contr sts it with the revolution in Sain. 

He says: "ore than 170,000 persons have been slaughtered in the 

S anish c'vil war. According to these achievements of the s lendid 

democratic revolutionaries in Spain, considerin~ our popul:tion, 
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which is three times greater (than that of Spain), we would 

have had the 1rivilege to kill some 400,000 or 500,000 persons ." 

This man would lay the revolution at the door of Spanish democracy. 

Does he mean t o persuade the world th· t the revolution in Spain was 

the work of the Loyalist Democratic Government against itself, or 

that the thousands of these men , women and children who have been 

slain were not the victims of tteguns, t anks, airplanes and 

soldiers which Hitler, himself sent into Spain? Th t kind of 

brazon lying has characterized this party, this movement 

ever since beginning its campaign of falsification ~nd 1 ing, 

seventeen years ~go. 

Let me give ou another instance of the duLlicity 

of the man . There is an interesting p ragraph in his speech 

touching minorities and a plea for ju tice to minorities . ow, 

ou and I and the rest of the world know full we l l wh, t Hitler did 

to the Jewish minority v·ithin his own country. You and I know 

f 1 well the · rutal story of how a community of 65 ,000 s011s 

was broken, ruined by him, branded as aliens beyond the Jale of law, 

strangers to Germany , although they and their ancestors lived 
them 

there for a thousand years, and denied/the right to earn a 

living and to participate in the government . But unfortun: tel) 

for Hitler there are thousands of Germans l i ving outside of Germany. 

Thee are Germdn minorities in Czechoslovakia - in all the Bal an 

states. For them, Hitler sheds crocodile tears. So he says : 

"It will aid 1uropean peace in its entirety if, in the 

treatment of nationalities which are com. elled to live among 

strange Jeo~le as minorities, mutual consideration is sho n for the 
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rightful feelin s of national pride and consciousness ." And t ·-- is 

man ho evidenced a sadistic trait in the persecution of the Jewi sh 

minority has the audacity to ap oeal to the world to give justice, 

fairness to shield the national pride and consciousness of the 

German minority in other countries. He actually hopes that the 

world will believe in his sincerity. 

I read tha t speech ver) carefully . It is aver pacific 

speech. In it he offers to cooper ate with the world i n bringing about 

peace and it is all part of a gigantic fraud . It is all calculated 

t allay the suspicion of the world against the government which is 

spending four thousand million doll~~rs a nuallj to build up the 

greatest military forces in the world. This is not for peace at all, 

but as they themselves and their leaders have re eatedl) said, for 

t he purpose of establishing German domination in Europe . 

So. if -:,ou have r ead carefully whc:1t is ommitted in the 

speech , and what by 'ndirection is omm.itted in the speech, Jou 

Vlill find first th t Hitler makes no offer to the rest of the world 

for any joint disarmament program. On the contrary he bluntly 

rejects such efforts when he says : 11 Each nation must be judge 

of its own defense needs". Germany means to pursue a colossal 

armament program . He insists th t the urogram which he initiated 

is to make Germany self-sufficient ecohomically. The economic 

nat ' onalism on whi8h he embarked goes on r egardlefs of what other 

nat.:.ons wish to do about it. That means economic warf ... re. 

He repeats t hat Europe must be divided into to 

hostile camps, c pitalist countries on the one hand and oviet 

Russia on the other. He has not given up his rinci le objective 
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the organization of an anti-Soviet bloc in Europe ihich , of course, 

means war. He C!ays not a word about his stopping to send volunteers 

into Spain. The issue at stake is whether foreign nations shall 

send their troo s into other countries and meddle into affairs in 

which they don't belong - and on that, Hitler is strangely silent. 

There is, of course, a demand for colonies, not for 

those who never took colonies away but for those who took colonies 

away. Incidentally , t he nationalization of the Reichsbank and 

the Railroads, are just preliminar) and inevitable steps leading to 

the next w r . 

And now to the record - the things he brags about as 

representing the major achievements of his four years of dictatorship 

these are not quite as convincing when one analyzes t hem. First, in 

the political field. Germany calls to the attention of the world 

the fact that she was not guilty for precipitating the ·orld ,var. 

The world has long ago ceased to blame Germany. Every intelligent 

man knows that Germany was not the sole culprit in that terrible 

c taclysm . This is just a gesture to feed their pathologies. vanity. 

Germany has succeeded in scrapping the military 

clauses of the Versailles Treaty . Under the guise of restoring German 

prestige, he has shadd.ed a militarism upon the German people which 

is draining its life blood. Germany has been goose-stepping again . 

And to a man wh ) thinks in terms not of military ~trength, but of 

human progress , that has been a total loss for Germany and for the 

rest of the world . 

In the economic field - Hitler boasts that he solved the 

problem of unemployment. In the first place, I don't trust the 
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figures . There are two <inds of bookkee~in~ in Germany - h0nest 

bookkee~ing and azi book.keeJing . o one ju~ges t e reports on 

their face value , not even in Germany . Hitler claims that he has 

reduced unemployment . But ho ·· was it reduced? In the same ay 

that it wrs reduced in England hich was wrestlin~ with an 

unemployment problem perhaps much more serious t~an that in 

Germany? In the same way as the United tttes? No , not at all . 

He solved the problem by driving the unemployed into the army 

or into shops or factories here amunition was be~ng made, industries 

which are non-productive but hich consume t he wealth of the 

n tion and wh"ch must inevitably drive tha nation to war . 

'vages, o course have deflated in German. and out of 
workers 

the meager ages the/must pa n erous ta e, dues etc . The 1hole 

co1-.1I1try is sinKing drastically . There i not enough food to go around . 

The national econo□y of German is in a des erate plight and all 

the tricks which Hitle has ulled out of his bag have not been 

sufficient to save Germany from h~t threatens to be an economic 

collapse . There is no money , no credit and ther is a terrible 

scarcity o raw materials . The gold reserve is depleted to 

almust El a vanishing point . chacht ha. s cceeded in staving off 

disaster only through such devices as have ma e of the n~tion wh t 

a recent writer has called "a successful raudulent b nkrupt" . 

All these t~ings itler did not mention in hi speech of yesterday . 

I am supplementing his speech . 

And in Foreign Affairs - the four years of Hitlerism m 

a total failure . The dream of a "Grossdeutschland" i~ still an 

unrealized dream . You recall the putsch of Jul, 1954 , in Austria 

h • a h1· ch resulted in the assassination hich ·as organized bJ t e azis an 
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of Dollfus )roved a blood fiasco. Austria has not been absorbed . 

Hi tl _r tried to get Danzig and ,fomel and has failed. He has tried 

to get ~oland ·ithin the sphere of Ger:nan government . Poland has 

shifted bac~ under the French sphere . He has tried to build u an 

anti-Soviet bloc in Europe and failed. He sou ht to est ablish himself 

in Spain , in panish 1wiorocco . He sent to Spain trained Germon 

oiolots , uerm~n ai~planes . There the e, too, he · as failed . 

Even in his great re-armament ~ro ram the ourpo e of which as to 

build up the mi.. ... i tar.,· oro~ram of er,nany - it is uestionable 

even hether he has strengthened the milit ry position of German 

in view o the fact th t neighborin countries h:0 ve ept pace i th 

his armaCTent pro r am . 

For these mo tlJ neg tive achievements, the peo )le ha e had 

to ay in the surrender of everthing w ich makes life 1orth living -

peace , liberty, individu~l r ights, the right to self-ex~re~sion. 

All live under terror. All live under ruthless dictatorship. 

All live on hand-outs. ver:, thi is regemented. The country 

is one vast arme cam, . 

The land of ant, Lessing, Schiller ·md oethe is now 

a large cell-block. They h ve banged sh t the doors of free 

th 1ght. ey are teaching their people to thin~ ith their 

blood. You c'ln't thin ·ith ::>ur blood. on can think nl 

when our mind is free and untrammel~ed. Cult re in G_ many is 

declining. The controlled press of Germany is already the laughing 

stock of 1urope. The church, except for a few brave S?irits who are 

courting martyrdom, is mu zled. The literature which is being 

roduced tod.a is third-rte. o one c n turb any more to Germany in 
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the fields of social science. They ow that no light can come 

from them - I mean tn the fields of history, economics, sociolog, 

ps chology. They know th~t no light can come from universities which 

are controlled by a ?ropaganda de artment of the government. oon 

the. will cease turning to Germany for cre~tive t ~i nking in the 

field of the hysic ql sciences as well. Unive'sities that reject 

~inetein's scei nti fic theories, not because they are false, ut because 

Eins tein is a Je, are no longer r eservoirs of scientific truths. 

That is the ?rice which ermany has aid in the l ast few years and 

which she will pay in the ears to come. 

The great Heine said two things about Germany: 

"The German Middle Age does not lie moldering; ever and anon it is 

revived b, an evil s pirit, and comes out among us in clear, broad 

daylight, and sucks the red life from our breast". That was written 

one hundred years ago. Then he sad the following about Germany: 

"The patriotism of the German, is shown by hi heart becoming narrower, 

and shrinking up and draining in like leather in a frost, by hating 

ever thing foreign, and being no longer European or cosmopolite but 

only a closely cramped Deutsche's." 

That is what happened . Germany was unhappy and suffered 

much following the orld war. Instead of turning it leader hip over 

to its best people and have them solve its problems, instead of turhing 

over their leadership to the t e~mans and the R thenaus, they turned 
their destiny over 

/to their worst thought. ith a determination to brea~ through by 
, 

force, b terror, by hate with a hope that the w uld reg· in their 

lost pride by asserting sup r iority over their enemi s, t e turned 

on a helplesR minority of Jes. Th tis the one one-hundred ercent 

rogram which Hitler has carried out in the four ears. The Jewish 

group has been sent bac~ to the iddle a es, humiliated, ruined, broken. 
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He has done more. He has kindled fires of anti-Semiti sm all over the 

world. He has infected the neighboring countries with fires of 

anti-&emitism - Poland, Czechai.ovakia - even countries which were 

free of that stigma of anti-semi tism. Of what use has all this 

been to him. •1ha t has all th&t done for Germany? Nothing . Has 

that improved German economic life? Has that helped t he GPnnan 

people? Germany will not be redeemed with the sacrifice of five 

hundred thousand Jews . No nation was ever redeemed by its 

persecution of any minority group. This madness which has vented 

itself upon the Je rs of Germany remains as s black spot on the 

character not merely of Hit1r, not merely on the character of the 

Nazis but of the whole German people . 

All the lies which Hitler sought to popularize have 

been exploded . He started out with much talk about race . In his 

speech yesterday thee was still from f ew refe r ences to the God-given 

race traits . If ) OU think of the t ypical Nordic, of the blond-haired, 

blue-eyed man and l ine up that typical Nordic with this black-haired 

non-descriptive mongrel Hitler or his sawed-off, clu bed-foot Goebbels , 

you will understand something about that God-given race . He started 

four ears ago with his theory of race purity and the superiority 

of the Germans and Aryanism. It has all turned out to be a gigantic 

hoax . 

Just prior to the 01.ympic ""ames the Nazi ress was 

ordered to print in all the newspapers and to point out the following -

this was last year - that "Germans do not consider any othe r race 

as inferior to the erman race and tha t their~ racial obsessions are 

not directed against any other people 'e>ce_ t sgains t Jewry, which in 

Ge many presented not only a racial , but a olitica.l oroblem. ' 
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"The fight against Je ry was a f~ght of• people for 

its political freedom, for no n" .. tion can live and develop if peo le 

of alien blood rule it. Thr-i t was the position in Germany. The J e ··s 

destroyed everything in Germany th t passed under the name o Stete, 

business, culture and religion. If· e have defended ourselves· anst 

this curse in our c~untry, it is entirely an internal GPrman a~fair 

and not, as is feared in some olaces , the expression of racial madness 

hich tomorrow would, perha?s, be directed a-ainst other peoples and 

races." 

One of the books hich reveals all o them th in this 

race talk came to light recently when a booK published by a errnan 

sceintist in the City of Munich made its a earance, in msterdam. 

In thi~ book published 1st ear, in German, in the home of the 

azis by this erman scientist, the followin sentences occur: 

"If it ere po sible to set apart the mor t gifted 

one-hundredth part of the German oeople it vould, of course, 

surpass the Jews in an :nte lect-.ial sense. · That, ho ever, on an average 

the Jes are more gifted than the av~rage German eople cannot, in 

our opinion, be refuted. In science the Je~s are represented much 

more numerously than might be exoected in )roportion to their number. 

p to 1935 the Nobel rrize winners in physics, chemistr and medicine 

included eleven Jes and five half-Jes, which is more than 10 per 

cent of all prize ~inners , the numb r exceeding the percentage of Jews 

to the ·JOoulation in all countries. 
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"In our opinion, there is no gains.., ing th t the Jews 

also produce genius in the sense of higher and ere· tive talent . 'e 

call to mind Heinrich Hertz, the discoverer o_ electric vaves, on 

hich ireless tlegr aphy and radio are based. 

"Ther e is no use underestim ting an adversar, either 

inte : lectually or morally. Next to the Teutonic s ai r it, the Je ish 

spirit has been an essential stimulus to modern civilization's 

pillars, was born out of Judaism. 

"Even when the difference between the natural abilities 

of the Jews and Teutons is brought out here, it must not be forgotten 

that, as far as intellectual abilit- is concerned, both are eq al, 

which is particul,_ rl., tr e if one understands b 1 Teutons 1 human beings 

of the tall, blond race. 

",e do not believe e exaggerate hen e sa;y thRt c1mong 

man~ind the ordic race is suoerior as far a natural ability is 

concerned . Yet certain elements among the Je ,s come up to their 

level in manj fields when they do not surpass them. " This was 

written by a German scientist ·ho had not et been totally convinced 

by Hitler's race theory. 

So much f or race theories, for ordic superiority and 

ith it the whole lie of the internat·onal Jewish conspirac, the 

myth of the Elders of Zion has been expo ed and exploded as madness, 

as dece tion, and all those lies, as a r esult in these last four ears, 

have begun to lose their value and strength in anti- emitic c mpaigns . 

The have not et entirely lost their ~otency but they are fast losing 

it . This the record of four years of Hitlerism. 

h has this regime not been overthrown? The answer is 

quite simple . The: e has , as Jet, not developed an sufficiently 
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powerful op~)osi tion to overthrow this regime. lou need arms , munitions 

to overthrow an organi7ation which has the backing of the army. 

The leadership of the masses has not shown that courage, tha t heroism 

that vision which gives one the right to hope that revolution is 

near at hand . So mankind can but.hope that slowly the discontent which 

is gathering and accumulating among the masses as a result oft e 

privation will reach a point where the machine will begin to crack, 

and rivalries will begin to set in, struggle for leadershi p - then a 

change will come about . Only a war will bring it about and if 

Hitler's dictatorship leads Ge many into war and that war i nto 

defeat, Germany will be and will go communistic. And Hitler wi l l 

be responsble for the Communism, exactly as the Czar was res ponsible 

for putting Lenin in the Kremlin . 

The hour of reckoning, my friends is a oroaching. 

It will be a dreadful reckoning. The day of democrac 's vindication 

is approaching . The power of l''ascism all over the world has begun 

definitely to recede. Democracies are beginning to find their courage 

and hope and a new technique for defending themselves. The future 

belongs not t o these s p1kesmen of darkness, of falsehood, of 

barbarism, of war , of hatred. To believe that one W)uld have to lose 

all faith of God and man. The future belongs to those oeople who 

believe and who are ready to work for freedom and brotherhood and 

toleration and good will in the world and with those forces we Jews 

ought to align ourselves. We Jews will enjoy peace , justice, 

equalit y in the world in proportion to the establishment of these 

values in the world in which we live. 

I am inclined to think that the next f our years for 

mank:i.mrlll not be as dark as t hey have been. The return of economic 
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stability and prosperity in the world is a hard blow to Fascism . 

The establishment of popular front governments in countries lie 

France is a blow to Fascism. The kind of government we have in 

the United States and the administr ation back of that government 

will strengthen the hand of liberalism and '"l emocracy in the \orld . 

The next f our years of 1uropean history wi ll not be written by Hitler .

J)olicy of economic isolation, Hitler 
said: 

"I do not believe, however, that 
economic co-operation netween peo­
_ples can succeed lastingly on any 
oth r plane save that of mutual ex­
change of goods. 

"Let there be no doubt, how­
ever, that our determination to 
carry out the four-year plan (of na­
tional self-sufficiency) permits of 
no change. 

''The reasons ·which led to our 
decision are compelling. I have 
been able to discover nothing re­
cently that might dissuade u .'' 

Tak lap at Britain 
Referring to British Foreign Sec­

retary Anthony Eden's request that 
Germany join other nations in 
cementing political and economic 
friendships. the chancellor said: 

•• 1iser Eden emphasized that the 
British government desires under 
no circumstances to see Europe 
split into two factions (fascism and 
communi m). 

'·It seems to me that nobody in 
Europ -at least not iormerly- ap-
parently had that desire. . 

"Today this desire is only an il­
lusion. For actually, the division 
into two factions, not only of 
Europe but of the world, is an ac­
compli hcd fact." 

It is unfortunate, Der Fuehrer 
~dder1, u~'lt "9,.itpi - did ot- exptPSS 
some ) ears ago its desire to fore­
stall the division o:f Europe into two 
camp -"for in that ca c the Versail­
les treaty never would have hap­
pened."

He pledged Germany was "ready 
to do an thing pos ible to restore 
orderly conditions in Spain." and 
promised the eich would not ''in 
the hour of weakness of another 
people take something :from it or 
extort anything in the future."

In the rearrangement of the 
world, he aid he believed, natural 
life and its necessities ml.1st be 
taken into account.. 

He explained: 
"If for instance the sole task of 

the 1 ague of nations should be to 
guarantee th existing status of. the 
world and safeguard it for all 
eternity, then one might as well as­
sign the task to it of watching ebb 
and flood, or m the future regulate 
the c urse of the gulf stream." 

Make· R commendation 
Der Fuehrer cl s d the foreign 

section of his address with a eries 
of ··recommendations" directed to 
Europe: 

•·t-It is to the interest of all 
nations that individual states 
domes ically enjoy stable and 
ordered political and economic 
conditions.

long a continuou instigation by 
an international and 1rrespon i­
ble clique of 'well poisoner ' and 
opinion-falsifier · is not topped. 

"7-I ha be n proved tha 
settlement of European probl m • 
can always be t be accomplished 
within the limit and extent of 
th individual powers. Germany 
is happy toda • to have e abli h-

ed such close and friendly rela­
tions. May it prove possible to 
foster such relations in a similar 
manner with other European 
nations!

Says World Was Split 
Into Co1nmunism and 
Fascism at Versailles 

By the Associated Press 

BERLIN (AP)-Adolf Hitler 'wiped out" 
with a solemn and dramatic sentence today the 
German World war guil t confession of Versailles. 

In the next breath he told his exultant 
Reichstag and the world that "the time of so­
called surprises" from Nazi Germany is ' ended.,. 

He pledged Germany's "loyal co-operation" 
in the problems that beset humanity. He re­
nounced German "isolat ion." He asked friend­
ship with France. 

He blamed the Versailles treaty for the divi­
sion of the world into two factions, fascism and 
communism, which, he declared, is an "accom­
plished fact." 

Reneivs Plea for Colonies 
······························································~ 

He reiterated Germany's claim for restoration 
of her former colonies and left the door open for 
an "arrangement" with P ortugal, although say­
ing nothing about the expected acquisition of 
Angola. 

Der Fuehrer , declaring that his Nazi movement "is 
the most beautiful and most perfect democracy,' shouted 
that, by contrast, 170,000 ,deaths were t he "achievements 

. of the splendid democratic revolutionaries in Spain.,, 
In a setting of wildly enthusiastic Nazi re-dedication, 

the German Fuehrer hailed the work of his own regime, 
belittled "democratic world citizen " and cried out that the 
most "exalted" task of t he third reich was the preserva­
tion "of a race based on blood-as God gave it to us." 

The Reichstag previously ad voted to extend Hitler's 
dictatorial powers for an additional four years. By accla­
mation, the parliament approved a motion by Minister of 
the Interior Wilhelm Frick shortly before Der Fuehrer 
mounted the rostrum. 

Quickly and without debate the Reichstag assembled, 
devoted five minutes to election of officers and placed Col. 
Gen. Hermann Wilhelm Goering, t he chancellor's chief 
assistant, in the chair. 

Restates Sovereignty

An international broadcast of the Parliament proceedings 
started a few minutes before the arrival of Hitler 's chief aides. 

German, English and French announcers described the 
scene over a hookup which included all Nazi stations. 

For the first time since Hitler came to power four years ago, 
the radio network was extended to most European--countries and 
a lso was rebroadcast in Asia, Africa and the American cont i­
nents. 

To a Reichstag 11heiling'' 1 elf mad with joy on the fourth 
birthday of azi power, Der Fuehrer restated Germany' self­
a urned military sovereignty declared finis to any but German 
control of reichsbank and federal railways matters, proclaimed 
"a natural end" to tho e parts of the Versailles treaty which made 
Germany inferior and cried: 

"I hereby mo solemnly " ithdraw the German signature 
from that declara ion forced upon a weak government against 
it better kno ledge-the d claration lin the trea y of Versailles) 
to the effect Germany was uilty of starting the World war."

IN A MUNICH BOOK 

Netherlands Are Buying Work, 
Seeing Joke on Hitler in Its 
Comparisons With Germans. 

NOBEL WINNERS LISTED 

Jewish Spirit ls Ranked After 
Teutonic Spirit as Essential 

Stimulus to Civilization.

AMSTERDAM, the Netherlands, 
Dec. 18.-There are increasing pur­
chases of "Menschliche Erblehre 

/. und Rassenhygiene" ["Human He-
/ reditary Doctrine and Racial Hy­

giene"], by Professors Erwin Bauer, 
Eugene Fischer and Fritz Lenz, 
published in Munich, because the 
Netherlanders see a good joke on 
Chancellor Hitler in the book's 
praise of Jews. 

This ts the fourth revised edition 
of a standard scientific work, and 
the reason for its vogue is that it is 
being published in the city which 
Hitler himself describes as the Nazi 
capital. 

Netherland readers got their first 
hint of the contents of this book 
when the Nleuwe Rotterdamsche 
Courant, the leading Liberal news­
paper, published a review with ex­
cerpts some time ago. 

The following translation of some 
passages indicates the German cen­
sors failed in their duty toward the 
world's leading anti-Semitic State: 

/ "It it were possible to set apart 
/ the most gifted one-hundredth part 

of the German people, it would, of 
course, surpass the Jews in an in­
tellectual sense. That, however, on 
an average the Jews are more 
gifted than the average German 
people cannot, in our opinion, be re­
futed, In science the Jews are 
represented much more numerously 
than might be expected in propor­
tion to their number. Up to 1933 
the Nobel Prize winners in physics, 
chemistry and medicine included 
eleven Jews and five half-Jews, 
which fs more than 10 per cent of 
all prize winners, the number ex­
ceeding the percentage of Jews to 
the population in all countries. 

"In our opinion, there is no gain­
aa.ying that the Jews also produce 
genius in the sense of higher and 
creative talent. We call to mind 
Heinrich Hertz, the discoverer of 
electric waves, on which wireless 
telegraphy and radio are based. 

"There is no use underestimating 
an adversary, either intellectually 
or morally. Next to the Teutonic 
spirit the Jewish spirit has been 
an e~sential stimulus to modern 
civilization. Christianity, too, one 
of civilization's pillars, was born 
out of Judaism. 

"Even when the difference be­
tw en the natural abilities of the 
Jews and Teutons ts brought out 
here, it must not be forgotten that, 
as far u intellectual ability is con­
cerned, both are equal, which is par­
ticularly true it one understands by 
'Teutons' human beings of the tall, 
blond race. 

"We do not believe we exaggerate 
when we say that among mankind 
the Nordic race is superior as far 
aa natural ability is concerned. Yet 
certain elements among the Jews 
come up to their level in many 
f Ida when they do not surpau 

em."
