Almost a thousand years before the Common Era, a great ar took place 

around which there developed in the distant centuries many legends and myths. 

It was the war of the Greeks on the Trojans. That war lasted ten years. The 

Greeks could not reduce the City of Troy though they besieged it until the 

cunning Ulysses bethought himself of an artifice whereby to reduce the 

City of Troy. And at his suggestion a huge wooden horse was built. And at 

night, hen that horse was completed, it was placed before the gates of the 

City of Troy. And inside of the horse were hidden a number of Greeks soldiers. 

fuen the morning came, and the Trojans sa r th t the forces of the Greeks had 

returned and seemingly had given up, they were ready to embark on their ships 

and return home. But before their gates the found this strange wooden horse, 

and they ordered it to be brought into the City. Arrl it was brought into the 

city. That night, the soldiers hidden in the wooden horse crept out, opened 

the gates of the City of Troy and the forces of the Greeks rushed into the 

City, conquered it, destroyed it, slew most of its inhabitants - and the war, 

the ten rear old war, was over. 

So that this term, the ''Trojan Horse", has been immortalized in the 

literature of mankind. It is a pouring from within for overcoming the enemy -

not by force of arms, but by cunning artifice, by forms of treachery and betra al. 

The invasion of Norway, a few weeks ago, brought that term to the lips 

of men again. Men began to talk about how Norway was conquered by a "Trojan 

Horse," by a fifth column. And a new term was introduced which is also 

destined to enjoy immortality - the term "Quisling". It took an enterprising 

American reporter, Leland towe, to tell the story of how Norway was betrayed 

by a Trojan Horse. He tells how and hy it was possible for 1500 German soldiers 

to take possession of Oslo, a ~ell fortified city of 256,000 people without 

the firing of a shot, how it was p0ssible for thee soldiers to be so sure of 

victory and so sure of not being molested that they actually marched into the 

city three abreast to the sound of a brass band.

Espionage is not new. But setting up political rties and organizations within 

countries which are marked off for conquest and then submitting the population 

of these countries to suspect and cunning and prolonged propaganda to undermine 

its morale, and to lead it to weakness and defenslessness when the time comes -

that is the new techniaue that so far has been successful - a tremendously 

successful technioue. 

They have found a Trojan Horse and :improved it a thousand-fold. Much 

that they have done in recent years has been in the ay of a Trojan Horse. The 

anti-communist agitation of Communist Germany as a Trojan Horse b means of 

which they succeeded in getting i nto power in Germany, seizing control of the 

governm nt and setting themselves up as saviors of Europe. Against these 

Jewish Bolsheviks they could not find in their vocabularies words contemptible 

enough with which to denounce them. But it ~as a Trojan Horse. They were not 

really concerned with communism. They were concerned with political racketeering, 

getting control of the country. hen it suited their political interests to join 

hands with the Bolsheviki, they did it, and in grand style, as they demonstrated 

a fe short months ago.

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Anti-Semitism is today the fifth column of the German Reich. A year ago, the 

French government passed legislation making anti-5emitic propaganda punishable by 

law. It did this not because it suddenly discovered any new affection for the 

Jews, although the French have always been tolerant and liberal wi th t he Jews -

but becau e it was part of its acts for defense of France. The French were the 

first people clearly to un erstand th t anti-Semitism is the first step of the 

Nazis to undermine a country. The French are the most clear thinking people in 

the world, the most logical. They were the first to unc"ierst nd t hri t this nti-

emitism was something new, just as the technique which bored from within was 

ne, that it was part of German propaganda to start a program of civil strife in 

France, citizen again~t citizen and that it is a political weapon of the most 

deadly sort. 

These organizations in our own country who are preaching anti-bemitism, 

who sud enly discover that the Jews are a bad people and don't like them - these 

pe8ple have been instructed to set in motion an anti-Semitic movement in the 

United tates as a means of disrupting this country with ro-Nazi sentiment. That 

is the Trojan Horse of anti-Semitism. 

Propaganda may be a Trojan Horse. Many people un er the guise of social 

justice are trying to prepare the mind of the American people, to suggest to the 

merican people that our own form of democratic life is no longer good, that we 

need to change our system of government. Th tis a Trojan Horse. This t alk 

of social juptice when coupled with these other pr eachments are the mark of 

the beast. • 

Recently at the Chamber of Commerce, here in our own city, an organiz~tion 

known as Pro-America, istensibly a Republican Organization held a meeting. The 

purpose of the meeting was to int -rest people in defeating that terrible New Deal. 

But under this aegis the Chamber of Commerce broughtto the city a man who is 

a not orious pro-Nazi, a notorious anti-Semite whose record of anti-Semitic activities 
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He is a friend of Fritz Kuhn and spoke more t han once with him on t he same 

platform. His own thesis is that aliens are the bane of America. 

Anti-Jewishness is another Trojan Horse by whi ch it is intended t o disrupt 

t he spiritual unity of America. 

To defeat the democratic t r --1dition in this country - t he concept 

of the equality of all men, regardless of race or creed or religion, is to 

put this government into the hands of a few intolerant Fascis t mimed groups. 

All about us are Trojan Horses. It is important to have democracies 

cease to be naive and trusting. Democracy has to become far more real istic, 

far more worldly wise to meet t he cunning of these folks. Democracy must 

think, too, in terms of counter-propaganda. In war, the best defense is the 

offensive. 

A great American Revolutionary leader at the time of the merican 

Revolution said: "Vigilance is the pric e of liberty . " Th· , t was true then, am 

it is true today. "Eternal vigilance is the price of liberty." 

Norway was not vigilant. Neither was Poland. Nor was Austria. Let us 

not repeat tha t ftal mis take in this country.
