The Cleveland Community Religious Hour . . . 
grew out of an idea, held by a group of citizens of Catholic, Jewish, 
and Protestant faiths, that our city would be benefited from a com­
munity hour of education and fellowship: 

to emphasize the spiritual values of human life, 
to emphasize the fatherhood of God as the basis 

of mutual understanding and good will, 
to promote the moral and religious welfare 

of the community. 

In the achievement of these ends twenty-eight leaders of religious 
thought, Catholics, .Jews, and Protestants, have spoken at twenty­
eight Sunday afternoon meetings to an audience made up of Catholics, 
Jews, Protestants, Agnostics, Atheists, Communists, and Socialists. 
All of which goes to show that in order to have fellowship with those 
who differ with us it is not necessary for any of us to surrender our 
cherished convictions. 

An attractive feature of the Hour has been the Question Period in which 
thirty to forty questions have been asked each Sunday. In these try­
ing times people are perplexed. They feel the need of counsel and 
advice. The interest displayed and the regularity of attendance-one 
man came from Canton every Sunday, one man drove in from Elyria 
with his family every Sunday-teaches that beneath the stress and 
strain of life there is a distinct trend toward moral culture. 

The Cleveland Community Religious Hour is sustained entirely by 
voluntary contributions. It is earnestly desired that all who are inter­
ested in the purpose of the "Hour" will assist in supporting the 
enterprise.
