A separate appeal, however, is necessary for specifically 

Jewish causes which are the especial obligation of the Jews of Cleveland and 

of the United Ste.tea. ThrQughout the nation Jewish Welfare Fund Campaigns are 

at present being conducted. 

All of these twenty-five agencies which s.re merged in this united 

appeal have been careful studied and have been found worthy. Some of them are of 

tremendous urgency and of gravest moment.

Foremost among the causes for which the Jewish Welfare Fund is being 

raised, is the relief of' our unfortunate brothers in Germany. 600,000 men, women 
~ and children, who J p to 4ilt e,e short years ago lived as we live here today, in 

peace, freedom and security, pursuing the even tenor of their lives, honored 

and respected, have been swept by a sudden political revolution and a racial 

madness into a universal disaster which has left them broken, shattered, degraded 

and impoverished. Tens of thousands of German Jews in the past few years, men 

who until recently occupied -positions of honor and distinction in their professions 

and callings in their native land, now find themselves uprofted from their homes, 

torn from their careers, and homeless exiles over the face of the earth. 

The Jewish youth of Germany are perhaps the most tragic victims of this 

racial barbarism which has swept over a once great and enlightened peo.le. The 
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Jewish youth of Germany is facing a future ithout prospect and without promise. 

Every door of opportunity has been ~ ut against them. &iucational opportunities 

have been denied them. Even the right to train themselves into manual crafts 

and artisanship i~ granted to them only on condition that they pledge themselves 

to emigrate from their native land at the end of their ~eriod ~f training.

The whole German Jewish community, more than 1000 years old, rich in 

historic achievements, great in its cultural contributions, now finds itself 

ground down by the brutal heel of the meanest b rism known to civilization; 

into utter helplessness. That community has now turned to the Jews in other 

lands with an appeal to help them maintain their morale in the hell of hate in 

which they find themselves. They ask of us, their brothers, in the ancient covenant 

of Israel, to help their religious, cultural and educational institutions which 

are today the sole refuge for their harassed and tormented spirits. They plead 

ith us to help their young boys and girls who must emigrate and find new homes 

elsewhere. They plead for schools for their children. They plead for their 

unfortunate exiles. 

The German-Je ieh community is not the only one which finds itself in 

great distress. Millions of Jews in Eastern Europe, particularly in Poland, are 

in desperate economic circumstances. More than one-half of the three million 

Jews of Poland live ln abject poverty. For nearly two decades, American Israel 

and the Jewries of other lands have helped to stave off utter economic collapse. 

Through direct relief, the granting of credits, the establishment of trade schools, 

through the support of their cultural and religious institutions and through numerous 
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other ways, our brothers or Eastern Europe have been assisted and enabled 

to carry on. 

Another of the great causes for which the elfare Fund is appealing 

this week, is the upbuilding of Palestine to which tens of thousands of Jews 

from all parts of the world, particularly from the lands of political persecution 

and economic distress, are flocking~Jewish migration to all other countries amounted 

to a total of less than 30,000 for 1933 and 1934. Palestine, alone, received and 

made permanent homes for about 90,000 Jews. From the spring of 1933 to April of 

1935, there entered into Palestine over 23,000 Jewish refugees from Germany) 

Palestine has been able to absorb and to provide for these refugees.
