The first isolationist of history was Cain. He it was who 
first proclaimed the doctrine "Am I my brother's keeper'?" The very 
essence of religion 1s the concept of the shared moral responsibility 
of all men. 

The terms II isolationist II and II intervent ion1st II are not real­
ly true antonyms. The opposite of isolation is not intervention, but 
co-operation. Co-operation alone can insure an int ernational order 
of justice and law and the promise of peace. 

It is not the so-called II interventionist II who 1s the war­
monger, but the isolationist. Every nation in Europe which in the 
last few years sought peace for itself through neutrality and isola­
tion succeeded only in bringing war and destruction upon itself, and 
in increasing the might and aggressiveness of the Nazi-Fascist war­
makers of Europe. 

Every successive moral failure on the part of nations to 
11 1ntervenc, 11 that is to say to co-operate in checking acts of inter­
national aggression and banditri has led them in recent years step by 
stop down to the frightful abyss of war in w:i1ch the world now finds 
itself. 

War cannot be isolated. Persecution cannot be isolated. 
Propaganda cannot be isolated. Not in the kind of an ever narrowing 
world in which we livc1 

Moral Sense Dulled 

The moral sense of mankind had been dulled. Monstrous 
crimes were committed against small nations and m1nor1t1es and the 
top-lofty chancelleries of the world stood idly by. It was none of 
their business. It is only now that they themselves arc engaged in a 
life and death struggle against (Continued on Pago 2L) 
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the self-same criminal that they have rediscovered the heretofore dis­
carded principles of freedom for all 1 the rights of all men, the pro­
tection of rcligion 1 and the calling for united action to defend them. 
They have finally abandoned their moral detachment and unconcern. 

As far as we Jews arc conccrned1 we were not and never have 
been isolationists. We are not for war. Unlike the Nazis, we have 
never glorified war. Our whole tradition and religious culture are 
violently opposed to it, Our people was the first among tho nations 
of the earth to project the vision of a warless society. We suffer 
doubly and trebly from every war and from every civil dislocation. 

In tho past we were frequently accused of pacifism. But we 
Jews also know that isolationism in peacetime leads to intervention­
ism in war and that co-operation in peacetime obviates tho necessity 
for war. We maintain that whenever and wherever a free people is at­
tacked it is part of the moral obligation as well as of the onlight­
encd self-interest of all free peoples to come to its rescue. Free 
peoples must either unit c and stand1 or divide and fall. 

Calls for Unity 

We Jews believe in the unity of mankind. Our religion al­
lows for no moral insularity for individuals or nations. We cannot 
concede the spiritual dismemberment of mankind. Decidedly, there­
fore, we approve the present foreign policy of our Government, which 
is committed to give all possible aid to all peoples which arc 
fighting for their freedom and their survival. 

Decidodly,we advocate international action to uphold inter­
national morality. We applaud the great President of the United 
States for tho courageous leadership which he has given our nation in 
this direction. He has made us sharply aw~rc of the dangers of our 
political isolationism, of how our destiny as a free people is inex­
tricably intertwined with those of other free peoples 1 and of tho 
urgency to strike for freedom before the shackles of slavery arc 
riveted upon us. 

Decidedly we approve of all the channels of American public 
opinion -- the press, the radio, the moving picture 1 the intelligent 
newspaper reporters and commentators and the religious leaders of our 
country who have helped to arouse our people from its dRngeroua iso­
lationist delusions. 

Particularly1 we approve of whRt the moving-picture indus­
try has done in this direction. We are proud that there are Jews in 
responsible positions in this industry 1 and that they h~d the vision 
and coun.gc to use their greqt vehicle for a service to America for 
which isolationists are now attacking them. It is a grent patriotic 
service which the industry is rendering when it portrays Naziism in 
all its true colors, not devinting an iota from the truth, rRther 
understating than overstating the horrors of that unmitigated bestial­
ity. If this is propaganda, so was "Uncle Tom's Cab1n 11 1 ••• 
Naz11sm is as indecent and spiritually as corrupt an institution as 
slavery. All who expose it arc doing tho work of religion, of civil-
1zat1on1 of America. 

We Won't Surrender 

We Jews have been threatened by some isolationists. Wo 
have been called warmongers. We have boon told that unless wo oppose 
tho foreign policy of our Government 1 which is today approved by the 
majority of our citizens, we shall be saddled with the responsibility 
for the war, if war comes, and for all its dire consequences. Even 
senators of the United States have stooped to these infamous tactics 
in their wild and headlong attack upon the foreign policy ot our Gov­
ernment. It is an old Nazi trick to discredit a progrron or a policy 
by labeling it Jewish and by denouncing it as a Jewish conspiraoy.
