Rabbi Abba Hillel Silver came to The Temple 20 years 
ago . . . and the fact that it is 20 years is one of those startling 
little reminders of how time flies. 

No more youthful leader ever addressed a metropolitan 
congregation than on that day 20 years ago. Within a short 
time , his oratory, his liberal creed and his intellect had the 
whole city talking of the new young rabbi , and he became 
nationally known. 

After 20 years , Dr. Silver remains in the minds of his 
fellows as the " young" leader. He is not so young as he was, 
but the impression of youth remains fixed because his mind 
will always have the courage and the daring of youth. 

He is far in front of united public opinion today as he 
was 20 years ago when he was preaching to a congregation 
made up partly of capitalists, about the sanctity of the 
rights of the world's underdogs. He stays in front by a 
quality of clarity of thought which, as we observe it , refuses 
to h dge the ideal with the despairing 'practical" note 
which is human nature s great shortcoming. 

Public thought has come forward quite far in the 20 
ears. It would be ridiculous to say Rabbi Silver has led it 

single-hand d in that time but it is int resting to note the 
changes in the community's feeling toward the rights of 

man, the rights of thought and speech, the sanctity of the 
individual intelligent freeman and mutual r spect for all 
of which he spoke when the speaking was not too easy. 

A preacher less intellectually hon st than Dr. Silver 
might have had some sad moments in thes 20 y ars; years 
of restlessness, disillusionment , extravagance, greed, humil ­
ity and candor all mixed up. By being intellectually honest, 
we mean he has never retreated even when compromise 
must have been easy, and he has never b en so vainglorious 
as to say "I told you so." 

He has never preached one thing and seemed to do 
another, and he has never been ashamed of the theory that 
intellect is man 's greatest and richest possession. 

The other day he told a New reporter this was his 
conviction: "Human happiness comes when you are doing 
what you want to do and what you feel you ought to do and 
you are doing it well. And if you are in a world which does 
not permit you and others to do what you feel is in you to 
do, then you must chang that world ." 

So we congratulate The Temple for having made Abba 
Hillel Silver a Clevelander. To take the " epitaph" curse off 
these words, may we also say to him that his career here is 
off to a splendid start!

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RESOLUTION OF CLEVELAND CITY COUNCIL 
IN TRIBUTE TO RABBI SILVER 

April 1937 

The City Council of Cleveland, on Monday, April 19, 
1937, passed a unanimous resolution "paying tribute of 
honor and respect to Rabbi Abba Hillel Silver on the anni­
versary of his twenty years as spiritual leader of The Temple 
Congregation.'' 

WHEREAS, Rabbi Abba Hillel Silver has just com­
pleted twenty years of active service as spiritual leader of 
The Temple Congregation, a religious institution of eighty­
seven years of life in this community; and 

WHEREAS, his fine character, great ability, high 
ideals, acknowledged integrity, liberalism and tolerance 
have established him, not only an outstanding leader in 
Cleveland, but nationally and internationally; and 

WHEREAS, Rabbi Silver has been identified with 
every civic, patriotic and humanitarian cause in this city 
over the period of these many years; and

This growth, this rounding-out, this truer, surer 
balance, this more perfect preparation for all of the demands 
which life makes upon strong and gifted men, striving to do 
and give their best to their times and their communities, 
their countries and the world, have made Rabbi Silver the 
entirely fit center of the outpouring of admiration, affection 
and good will that made memorable the tenth anniversary 
dinner in his honor. It will never be forgotten by those who 
were privileged to hear and see that evidence of his conquest 
of hearts and minds alike.
