ART! LE J. 

The nam of the organization hall b Th<' 
~ ational Pip and Supplie o iation. 

RTICLE II. 

The object of thi As ociation hall b th 
promotion of mor friendly bu iness relations 
and mutual confidence and good-will with each 
other and with the manufacturer , and such 
educational work as will l vate th bu in : . 
anrl p]ac it upon a higher plane . 

. RTI LE III. 

Any individual, firm or corporation engag d 
in th bn ine s of whole ale di tribution of and 
carryinp; a uitable tock of Wrought Pip , 
F itti ng:~ , Valves, Enameled Ware, Lead Goods, 
etc., may become a member of thi ssociation 
upon ub.-cribing to the Con titution and By­
Law and the payment of a membership fee of 
Twenty-five Dollar ($25.00) and annual due. 
of eventy-five Dollars ($75.00) in advanc , 
provided the application is favorably pa secl 
upon by the Ex cutive Committ e.

ARTICLE IV. 
Section A-The officers of this Association 

shall consist of a President, two Vice-Pre i­
dents, a Secretary and a Treasurer and an 
Executive Committee of eight, who shall serv 
without compensation, except the Secretary, 
the amount of whose compensation shall b 
fixed by 1the Executive Committee. The Presi­
dent and two Vice-Presidents shall be ex-officio 
members of the Executive Committee. 

Section B-The Pre ident, two Vice-Presi­
dents and Treasurer hall be elected at each 
annual meeting of the As ociation, and shall 
hold office for a term of one year, or until their 
successors are elected and qualify. 

In the event of the death or resignat ion 
of the T1·easurer, it shall be the duty of the 
President to appoint, with the approval of t he 
Executive Committee, an Acting Trea urer to 
serve until the next Annual Meeting of the 
Association. 

Section C--The Secretary shall be appoin ted 
by the Executive Committee, and need not of 
necessity be a member of the Association, and 
shall hold office at the pleasure of the Execu­
tive Committee. 

Section D-The Executive 1Committee hall 
be elected in classes, two in each class. The 
terms of those elected to the fhst class to ex­
pire one year from date of election; the terms 
of those in the .second class to expire two years 
from date of election, and the terms of those 
in the thfrd class to expire three years from 



date of election and succes ors to them shall 
be elected at •the close of their respective term 
of office for a term of three years. 

Section E-The Executive Committee shall 
have power to fill vacancies in their own com­
mittee. 

Section F-An Advisory Board shall be 
composed of former Presidents, who shall have 
equal power and vote with the Executive Com­
mittee, but at no time shall the1·e be more than 
three members of this Advisory Board. The 
retiring President of the Association shall fill 
the vacancy upon the Board caused by the re­
tirement of the senior member. 

Section G-If in the judgment of the Execu­
tive Committee it is advisable to combine the 
offices of Secretary and Treasurer, this may be 
done by a majority vote of the members in 
convention assembled. With the approval of 
the convention the Executive Committee shall 
then have power to appoint a Secretary-Trea -
urer, whose duties shall be the same as thos 
now specified for the Secretary and for th 
Treasurer as separate and distinct officers. The 
Secretary-Treasurer shall be required to give 
bond for the faithful performance of his duties, 
the amount of same to be determined by the 
Executive Committee and the premium on same 
to be paid by the Association. 

ARTICLE V. 

Section A-The Executive Committee shall 
appoint a Nominating Committee, consisting of 
five, on the first day of each annual meeting,

whose duty it hall be to report name for th 
various elective offices of the Association. 

fter the report of the Nominating Committee, 
it hall be the privilege of any member of the 

• ociation to place in nomination the name of 
any person who is a member of the A socia­
tion. These name shall be added to tho e re­
ported by the ominating Committee. 

ction B-The election hall be held on such 
a day of each annual meeting as hall be 
cl cid cl upon by the Ex cutive Commilte , and 
.hall be by ballot. Each member of the As o­
cia ion hall be entitled to one vote only and 
th candidat or candidat who have received 
a majority of the votes ca. t shall be elected. 

Section -The •rrea ur<'r .hall be required 
to give bond for the faithful p rformance of 
hi. duty, the amount of ame to be decided by 
the Executive Committee, and the premium on 
sam< to b paid by the A ociation. 

RTICLE VI. 
It hall be tl1 e duty of th Pre ident to pre­

.·id~ at all m eting of th A ociation and of 
th Executiv Commitle . 

ARTICLE VII. 
It shall be the duty of the Vice-President· 

to act in the ab ence of the Pr ident in the u. ual order. 

RTI LE VIII. 
It hall be the dut of the Secretary to keep 

a r c01·d of all me ting , and attend to and

keep all corre pondence of the A o iation, and 
do such other work as may be provided by the 
President and Executive Committ e. 

RTI LE IX. 
It hall be the duty of the Trea ur r to col­

lect all money due the Association, and hold 
a11 fund of the Assodation an l depo it sanw 
in such bank or banks as may b de ignated by 
the Executive Committ e. He hall al:-o make 
uch disbur ements a may be atte ted by th 

President, or in the ab ence of the Pr ident, 
by the Vice-Pre id nt in the order of their 
seniority. 

ARTICLE X. 

The Executive Committee shall meet at lea. t 
twice each year, or upon the call of the Pt i­
dent, at such place as the latter may elect. Th 
expense of the attendance at all uch me tings, 
except the one immediately preceding and held 
in connection with the Annual Meeting, shall 
be borne by the A sociation, but is to be limited 
to actual railroad and Pullman fare and hotel 
for one day, the latter not in exce of Ten 
Dollars ( $10.00). 

It shall be the function of the Executiv 
Committee to perform such duties from time to 
time as may be necessary for carrying out th 
spirit and intent for which the Assocation w~· 
organized. It shall have charge of the distri­
bution ,of all funds of the Association, appoint 
the Secretary, or Secretary-Treasurer, fix hi 
alary and bond, and have p,ower to engag 

such other employees as may be necessary to 

%1 



carry on the work of the A sociation. If nec­
essary it may make assessments pro-rata, not 
to exceed Fifty Dollars ($50.00) for each mem­
ber, to defray the legitimate expenses of the 
Association. The reports of all officers and 
committees shall be ref erred to it before the 
ame are presented to the Association. 

ARTICLE XI. 
Any member may delegate, in case of un­

avoidable absence, a representative, who shall 
be a member of a firm or officer of a corpora­
tion that is a member of the Association; such 
representative shall present written credential 
and authority. 

ARTICLE XII 
The Annual Meeting of the Association shall 

be held in the Spring of each year at such place 
a .shall be selected by vote at the last preced­
ing Annual Meeting, the time to be selected by 
the Executive Committee. The time and place 
of the annual meeting may 1be changed in the 
event of an emergency warranting such change, 
but only by the approval of a majority of the 
Executive Committee. Notice of such change 
shall be sent to each member at least thirty 
( 30) days prior to such meetings. Special 
meetings may be called by the President upon 
the written request of not less than fifteen (15) 
members. In the event of such pecial meet­
ings, notice shall be sent to each member at 
least fifteen (15) days previous to the meeting. 

A majority of the members attending any 
meeting shall constitute a quorum for the 
transaction of business.

Any amendment to or alteration of this 
Constitution and By-Laws may be made at any 
regular or special meeting, due notice and copy 
of such amendment having been sent to mem­
bers at least fifteen (15) days before said 
meeting, by a vote of two-thirds of all mem­
bers present and voting.
