I have been meaning to write to you ever sine~ to­
gether with a group of my congregants1 I had the pJe asure of hearing 
and seeing your Madison Square Garden address of May 16 televised, 
to tell you how uplifted and in~pired all of us were by your 
magnificent presentation. Unfortunately being both human and unusual­
ly busy just prior to Confirmation, I neglected to do that until the 
present moment, when I have a very extraordinary favor to ask of 
you. I hope you will forgive both the delay in congratulating you 
and the presumption of my request. 

My congregation here in Rockville Centre is, as you 
may recall, a relati vel.y new one

1 
being in existence some twelve 

years. It is also the fastest growing Reform congregation in the 
New York area, now boasting a little better than 450 families in 
the membership. We expect that total to exceed 500 before Rosh 
Hashono. A few months ago we opened a very beautiful new Synagogue 
building, the interior of which is still largely uncompleted and 
undecorated, though the building is in full use. 

We are planning now for a gala dinner to be held on 
a Saturday evening in the fall for the primary purpose of raising 
an additional ~70,000.00 which will be required for completion of 
the interior of our building. You have undoubtedly surmised by 

now that my purpose in telling you all this is to inquire whether 
there would be any chance of our having the great honor of welcom­
ing you as guest of honor and speaker for that occasion. 

My purpose in wanting very much to have you is more, 
however, than simply the raising of the required sum of money. If 
that were the only thought in mind, I would scarcely have the right 
to presume upon a man as busy as you. I am also extremely anxious, 
however, to give the Jews of this community, most of whom have had 
little or no contact with Reform Judaism before moving to Rockville 
Centre, an opportunity to hear an exposition of Reform Judaism at 
its best. My people have done an unusual job by way of working for 
their own congregation, but they are still very largely lacking 
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in the proper orientation of Reform Jews to Judaism at large, to 
Zionism, etc. My Board joins me in the feeling that no one in 
the American rabbinate would be better able than you to help us 
correct that deficiency, while we are seeking to accomplish our 
goal of completing this building. 

I need not assure you that we could unquestionably 
promise you not only a capacity, but an overflow, group for the 
dinner being planned. It would be an opportunity for you to reach 
not only the members of our ovm congregation, but also a much wider 
group in the very rapidly growing Jewish cormnunities of Long Island, 
immediately adjacent to New York. 

Because we are so very anxious to have you accept 
if possible, we are leaving the date open, in the hope that you may 
be able to select a Saturday evening at your own convenience. ,,e 
have jotted down on our calendar September 18, September 25, Octo-
ber 23 or October 30 as possibilities and would be happy to arrange 
our dinner for any of those evenings or for some other date which 
would be possible for you. Though we prefer a Saturday evening, if 
there will be a weekday evening when you expect to be in this vicinity 
and could more conveniently accept, we shall gladly fit our plans 
into your own schedule. And, of course, we would expect to take 
care of your expenses, as well as W-LI's. Silver's if she would wish 
to join you. 

I sincerely hope it will be possible for you to 
accept this invitation and I shall anticipate your reply eagerly.
