Dear Rabbi Silver: 

During the week beginning July 3rd, the Seminary is convoking an Institute on the Future of Judaism. This Institute, which is being arranged at the request of the abbinical Assembly, will devote itself this year to the problem of the status of the Jews as a people. 

The issue has, of course, been sharpened throu h the e ergence of the State of Israel and the necessity of clarify­ing the relationship of Jews throughout the world to their respective communities as well as to Israel. 

As you know, Professor r ordecai Kaplan has, like yourself, been giving considerable thou ht to this issue. He has drafted a paper which I am sending you separately and which you may use in any way you desire in preparing your own state­ment. 

The Institute will be attended by members of the Rabbinical Assembly and others especially invited. Ve would like to have one seminar during the week arranged on the basis of the paper which we hope you will be willing to prepare. 

The Seminary will, of course, be glad to reimburse you for your expenses in attending this Institute.

Ezekiel had in the Remnant of the exile. 
We who have participated in this 

conference have, by such participation, 
affirmed the faith of Jeremiah and Eze­
kiel that only by Jewish education and 
Jewish living can we sustain our char­
acter as members of the Remnant; for 
the quality of the Remnant is spiritual 
and not physical, universal and not 
local.
