Dear Rabbi Silver: 

In accord with your re~uest I am summarizing the Pittsburgh situation 
in relation to our campaign for Federation support. 

Our Federation comprises seventeen (17) local agencies and four (4) 
national services. The local agencies are those usually found in 
Federation ot this sort • .An enclosed leaflet called "Sheltering Arms" 
smnoarizes the work of these agencies. Our Jewish population is in 
the neighborhood of 40,000 persons. We have 1,800 subscribing members 
in the Federation. We hope to increase this number to at least 3,500. 

For more than five (5) years no active effort has been put forward by 
the Federation to inarease its membership or to obtain an increase in 
subscriptions from present contributors. There have been, it bas seemed, 
good and sufficient reasons for this apparent lack of effort. The large 
amounts contributed by the people of this community for the building ot 
the ontefiore Hospital, the Y •• and Y •• H. A., the many demands for 
assistance in Eastern ~urope and Palestine and the National Institutions 
have been responsible for a condition which called for serious concern 
on the part of those interested in the maintenance of our local insti­
tutions. 

Through the death of an unusual nwber of our large contributors and 
through the apparent lack of interest on the part of others who have not 
been actively soliciting, the amount collected annually by the Federation 
has been reducing :f'rom year to year. ere it possible for the average 
man and woman to realize the needs of the unfortunate in our midst a.nd 
were it in our power to have the people know what has been and is being 
accomplished by our social agencies, it would not be necessary to launch 
the drive tor annual contributions. 

However, we realize that the infonnative side of such a campaign is 
almost as important as the actual raising of funds. Hence we are carrying 
on this work to acquaint our people 1th their own institutions.

Our need is 50,000 of which 75,000 is to apply on accumula ted deficit. Our 
people have been generous to every appeal. e are op timistic as to the outcome 
of this campai n. 

At the dinner on February 15th you will address the 500 men and women ho will 
do "the actual soliciting of tunds duri the following ten (10) days as ell 
as the special group of Jewish leaders who have long borne the burden ot 
Federation work here. 

I can't convey to you the gratification that has been expressed by individual 
after individual since we have announced the fact that you will speak at this 
opening dinner. It is my opinion that your presence will do as much as any 
one other thing to make our campaign sw cessful. e realize the many demands 
on your time and appreciate tremendously your cooperation with us.
