repudiated by a, mass- !:\an whose stR.ndarcs of behavior are determined 
not by the highest and noblest in our midst , but by the most 
mediocre and base . I cannot really express my thorough e.greer.n.ent 
with you, 1n your sentiment that re must cease this childish search 
for a Shangri-La here peace-of-mind will prevail . As a student of 
government, anxious to understand the nature of our crisis, and 
eager for some clue as to a possible route for the future, I found 
your message indeed one of hooefulness and opt1mis~. 

~aving to face our students in this day of political, economic 
nd social unheaval with honesty, without succumbing to the deep 

cynicism And .,essimism rhich has become so fashionable among the 
"so histicetes," 1s a real challenge . While I am not so naive as to 
believe that everyone ~ho heard you yesterdRy will reaaily go out 
and take up your challenge, I o feel that what yous id fell as 
rain upon parched ground . You ~111 perhaps forgive me if I say that 
you were a man speaking ~1th the fire of the Pro~nets, the beaut, of 
a i itman, and the h minity of a ~1ncoln. If el you iill n t be 
soon forgotten by those s fortun~te es to be present yesterday . 
In or er to win the present strug le against the ~1thor1tarian 
1 eologies ,rhich would destroy both tne impor nt indi v1dual1sm 
and the effective free association of men, it 111 take a spirit 
and a falt· s broad and as deep as the one you hRve expresse .
