I was asked to speak ori the subject "Ethics - By God or an 7" As a 

Rab0i in Israel, I sh 11 try to give you th ans er of Jud ism to this quest-

ion. I have no other. I also persu ded that when all is said and done, 

there is no other answer which any God-centered religion c n givex. 

There ros in Isr el in ancient times, in sm 11 country •ihich ·as 

the cro3sroads of great empires and cultures, a group of men mo h d a 

unique and challenging message for their people and for mankind . By it the 

orld came to be profoundly ·gitated nd the spirit of man ·as quickened 

to ne, ~ adventures in f aith and social aspirations . 

These men, the prophets of Israel, ·ere the founders of Jud ism. In 

l~ter times and in Olher settings, their b ic ides gave imp ~lse ard su -

stance to Christianity nd Islam. They projected a : y of life for men 

nd n~tions, which like some s ' rong gulf-stream, hes f lovm for centuries 

st adily and discernibly rough the great waters of humanity. 

They were not specific lly theologians, these men ho fashioned Judaism, 

d'd .1or1 the f ith wich they founded ever boast of a systematic theology until 

the early Middle Ages, a thousand years after the final canonization of the 

books of the Bible , t thousand years aft r oses. There were many theologia s 

and philosophers among the Jewish people, especially in 1 ter times, nd some 

of these were not wanting in great speculative po r, but Jud ism is ot 

based upon their theology or philosophy. These religious philosophers, in

The sixth was the song of Deborah and Bar 

which they sang when the Children of Israel conquered Sisera. The seventh 

was the Psalm of David i-men he , as delivered out of the hands of his enemies. 

The eighth was the song of Solomon sung at the dedication of the Temple. 

The ninth was the song of Jehoshaphat, kin, she ent to battle against 

the Moabites and Ammonites. The tenth is the gr nd and mighty Psalm which 

the children of Israel sang and will sing to he end of days at their f 1 ture 

f i nal and everlasting deliverance. 

It is a · ery beautiful nd significant Midr sh. You will see that the 

Midrash calls atte.tion not to one crisis in Jewish history, but to many. 

For the history of Israel was a history of crises. From all of them, Israel 

emerged triumphant and singing, and at the very end there will be a stong of 

of everlasting deliverance. This Midrash is but one of many nigh numberless 

testimonials which we find in our sacred literature and in our history of 

the undefeated optimism of our faith and of our people.
