We urc herewith enclosing a copy of our lotter to Mr . ,· oisgal , which was sent 
in ro:ply to the lottor we 1 .. ocoivod from t 10 Socretariat of tho JJnorican Jewish Assembly. It fully ox.plains the character and ms of our organizatio I 1 
addition to the facts contained in that lotter, wo wish to add two more , whi.c will certainly prove th justification of our roq ost. 

Tho lot·tor wo rocoivod from tho Secretariat atntos only on0 reason for ro--
sing to udrni t reprosontativos of tho Jewish-An rican Section of tho Intcrn.ation­al ·1orkors Order to tho Exocutivo Corrmitto ond to tho Con£orcnco-that you do not conoidor us a "national Jewish momborship organization. 11 ·10, thorofor , wial to o.cquuint you with tho content of o. letter sont by Mr . ~,ax Boclacht , Gonero.l S er tarJ of tho International Worker s Order, to tho Philadelphia Election Committee 

of tho .Ame rican J ewish Con£eronco, 'lt tho rcq_uost of tho.t Commi ttoc . rm o letter roods uo follows l 

"To clarify tho rolo.tionship of tho national oup sections of tho Intor­
nutiono.l ·, orkcrs Order to tho Order o.s a \7holo and to 1 ts Gonoral Exocuti vc Board, I •,,ish to ran.kc the f'ollo\7ing statement. 

111) Tho Int rnntionnl :.7orkors Order is n fraternal benefit oocioty. All its benefit d administrative , nnd thcroforo all its constitutional qu otions, arc tho probl m of tho vholo orgunizo.tio , its toto.l momborohip and ito general 
conventions. 

" 2) Th International 7orkors Order 1s orgonizod o.lo lines 0£ and is sul>­di vidod into national groups . Tho lodges composed of tho ~Jome nati onal groups 
u1t'1n tho Order arc united in national oup sections. Ea.ch of' thoso aectiono huo its cmn national conmittoo. 

" 3) The na.tiono.J. group sections through their national comnittoos ho.vo full autonomy £or t~ai r civic ootivitios. Thoy thcmsolvos docido on thoir policies in

adapting its fratcrnnl and culturru life and its civic actions to tho douiros, tlo 
life and the needs of their respective people.

Al though the Executive Corai1i ttoc exproosod 1 ts desire that -,e par­
ticipate i tho lo col elections, tho foot that ·,10 have been refused nutionnl r ,co 
nition, has boon tho cause of rmich confusion and ijdecision in the va.ri~1s local 
election cor.irnittoes. Jo hav0 been informed that th0 Dotroit Election Cor.lli1itteo 
voted a.guinst ponnitting our local lodgos thoro to participuto in tho oloctions. 
In other ci ti o the co 11 tteos hnvo not yet boon able to r.lcl-:c DrJ3 decision. ~ -... is 
oust nocossnrily ha.ve a. donoroJ.izing o~Iect 01 tho loction proparutions. 

~7e a.r0 sure that you 1111 toke a.11 these fa.cts into oonsidora.tion and will a.t 
tho next moetiD.B of tho Exocutivo Oommittoo , on June 7th, l:lO.ke your finul, f'uvor­
a.blo decision in regard to our udmittonco.
