A i. e ·min~e the alleged 
dcfrau f merican . consumers 
by G an exporters who seek to 
conceal the origin of their products 
and so defeat the boycott was 
opened last night by the Non-sec­
tarian Anti-Nazi League to Cham­
pion Human Rights. 

Morn than 300 persons, most ef 
them lawye1s, met at the Hotel 
Astor under the league's auspices 
and unanimously demanded sbict 
enfo1·cement of the United States 
laws requiring the marking of im-
ported goods. I 

Samuel Untei-myer, president of 
the league; Bernard S. De-utsch, 
president of the board of alder­
man; James Vi/. Gerard, former 
Ambassador to Germany, and Vic­
to1· .T. Dowling, former presiding 
ju~Uce of the Appellate Division, 
were among those who denounced 
the Nazi regime and insisted that 
the boycott of German goods was 
the one means by which it could , 
be effectively combated. I 

Mr, Untermyer and Siegfried F. , 
Hartman , acting chairman of the 
law committee of the league, ex­
plained methods by which export-

ers were evading the law requiring 
that fore ign goods be pla inly and / 
conspicuously marked with the 
name of the country of origin . 

Sample articles were displayed on 
which the marldng or label "Made 
in Germany" was inconspicuously 
placed. Frequently, it was said, the 
name of a German State, such as 
Saxony. was used to mislead buy­
ers. A Treasury Department 1·ul­
ing had a pproved the use of the 
name of a Sta te rather than of the 
country itself, Mr. Unte1·myer said, 
but t h e league is prepared to carry 
the point to the courts. 

Mr. Deutsch appealed strongly !or 
unity of effor t in the boycott. The 
American F ederation of Labor had 
placed the bovcott on the "broad 
basis which fr deserves." he de­
clared, and "it is to be hoped and 
desired that all organizations now 
prosecuting the boycott will pool 
their plans and their resources in a 
unified front with the A. F. of L ."

Newton D. Baker, former secre­

tary of war and a trustee of the 
university, declined comment be• 
cause of his position as trustee. 

Attorney Dworkin was president 
of the Optional Drill league at the 
university when the last fight over 
military training stirred the campus. 

At \ that time, he recalled, the 
faculty went on record as being 
overwhelmingly against compulsory 
drill, but reversed its standing at 
a subsequent meeting called by the 
president. 

"Mr. Baker was not a trustee 
then, but a movement was started 
immediately to have him take a 
place on the board in the belief he 
would be liberal-minded enough to 
obtain action to make the training 
optional,'' Mr. Dworkin said.

Witt Scores Trustees 
Mr. Witt sharply criticized the 

Ohio State university trustees for 
their failure to abolish military 
training. 

"I am for the student and I am 
against the administration of Ohio 
State," Mr. Witt said. 

"Ninety per cent of the people of 
the state are opposed to the mili­
tary game. The least the trustees 
could do would be to respect the 
will and judgment of that 90 per 
cent." 

·Mrs. Patch expressed opposition 
to compulsory military training in 
general. 

"While the subject does not come 
within the program of the league, 
I personally do not believe in com­
pulsory military training. I feel 
that the expulsion of these students 
should be given reconsideration and 
that the entire matter of military 
training should be taken up by the 
university to determine its future 
policy," Mrs. Patdb. said.

Rabbi Silver told an audience of more 

than 500, meeting under auspices o 
National Association for the Advanc ment 
of Colored People, that "it is give very 
often to a minority to point the w Y foi:

They are the viei:vs, s rongly 
expressed, of President Roosevelt.

Upon Lynching. 
Among the dubious distinctions of 1933 is that 

of having more lynchings than any recent year. 
But on the heels of this outbreak of lawlessness 
comes a new and stronger demand for action to 
curb it. 

Last evening Cleveland added its voice. Rabbi 
Silver's eloquent arraignment of lynching expresses 
the community's convictions. Similar meetings, also 
sponsored by the National Association for the Ad­
,,ancement of Colored People and other liberal 
organizations, are being held this month in every 
atate, north and south. 

In fact, the south shows an encouraging zeal to 
stamp out the medievalism which finds expression 
in lynch "law." In Atlanta last week women leaders 
fr0m twelve southern states met to protest lynch­
ing. They ridiculed the discredited excuse that 
lynching helps to protect southern womanhood and 
expressed themselves in "favor of any legal meas­
ure which promises sure and permanent eradication 
of lynching." 

The Cleveland meeting, and the others like it 
brings support to the Costigan-Wagner anti-lynch~ 
ing bill, soon to be before Congress. The southern 
women in Atlanta expressed themselves in favor 
of a co-ordinated national and state attack upon 
lynching and stressed the fear of leaning too heavily 

on the federal government, but they are very far 
from opposing federal legislation. Previous attempts 
to get such measures through Congress have always 
bern blocked by southern votes. Evidently the senti­

ment in the south is changing as the more intelli-

gent leaders recognize the blot which lynching 
puts on the shield of any state which tolerates it.

Two windows in the Savarin Res­
taurant, in the building of the Wal­
dorf-Astoria Hotel, were struck by 
missiles last night during a demon-
1,tration of 1,500 hotel strikers. 

Although the demonstraj;.ion itself 
was orderly and more than O po-
licemen and detecti~es 1ard-
ing the hotel, the~l o e of 
i;hatter-p.roof O'la re nd per-
forated ,~~e . eting ended. About five guests in the 
1·estauran he time were more 
amused than excited. 

As the demonstration was draw­
ing to a close, Raymond Volasque, 
24 yearn old, of 540 West Forty­
fourth Street, was arrested by De­
tective Bernard Ruditsky, when he 
s~.w Volasque preparing to fling a 
sling-shot at the windows of the 
Hotel Lincoln at Forty-fourth 
Slrcet and Eighth Avenue. Vo­
lasaue had aroused Ruditsky..'s sus­
picion near the Waldorf. Several 
marchers tried to come to Vo­
lasque's assistance, but abandoned 
the attempt when a group of de­
tectives rushed to the scene. 

Volasque was held on a charge 
<1! carrying a dangerous weapon. 
According to Ruditsky, Volasque 
confessed he had fired the mi3siles 
at the windows of the Savarin Res­
taurant, and !!.lso 2.t a window in 
the Empire dining room of the 
Waldorf. 

There was no interruption in the 
demonstration, which was moved 
along peacefully by the police. The 
marchern satisfied themselves with 
shouting denunciations of the hotel 
management and of "scabs." 
Guarded by the small army ut 
police and plain clothes men, scat­
tered through their ranlrn, the 
strikers after circling the Waldorf 
proceeded down Park Avenue to 
Foi'ty-1.hird Street and then to 
Broadway. After passing the Hotel 
Astor they turned into Eighth Ave­
nue and marched back to the hea·J­
quarters of the Amalgam2.ted Hotel 
and Restaurant Worli:em Union at 
915 Eighth Avenue. 

}'arade on Seventh Avenue. 
:Before reaching the Waldorf the 

strikers paraded through Seventh 
Avenue, stopping at Fifty-fifth 
Street near the Park Central Ho­
tel, ar:d marching up to Fifty-ninth 
Street to the Plaza Hotel, past the 
Pierre, at Sixty-first Street, and 
thence to the Waldorf. 

Women and children marched !l.t 
the end of the long line of strikers. 
Bringing up the rear were a squad 
of mounted police, a patrol wagon 
filled with policemen and two po­
lice squad cars. 

Henry Muller, 25 years old, of 
1 534 Ericson Place, the Bronx, a 
~aiter at the Hotel Gotham, Fifty­
fifth Street and Fifth Avenue, was 
set upon and kicked by two strikers 
a.t Seventy-second Street and Fift_h 
-Avenue. MuJler stabbed one of his 
assailants in the back with a pen 
knife but the wound was super­
ficial. His assailants were arrested 
a-,fter a chase and held on charges 
of felonious assault . 

They were Charles Steinberg, 25, 
of 120 West Sixty-third Street, and 
Nick K2.ndarzis, 30 , of 1,869 West

ASSAILS HITLERISM 

Unless the moral forces of the 
United States, England and France 
are sufficiently strong, war between 
the powers of Fascism and Democ­
racy is inevitable, Rabbi Abba Hillel 
Silver of Cleveland, told a large 
audience in the auditorium of the 
Cochran Junior High School last 
night. Taking as his subject "The 
Age of Dictators," Dr. Silver_ out­
lined the situation as he sees it in 
Europe today. 

"The youth of Europe is on the 
march," he said. "Every place I 
went I saw youth marching. Not 
like our boy and girl scouts >2narch 
for good wholesome purposes, but 
for war. The spirit of war is being 
inculcated in the rising generation." 
OUTLINES PROCESS 

Dr. Silver, who recently returned 
from an eight-month tour of Eu­
rope, during which time he met 
many of the present-day. rulers, 
outlined the process by wl:1Jch dic­
tatorships have been estaMi\shed. 

"They all used practicEaly the 
same means," he declared. "While 
the purpose of the present ':Russian 
government is far different from 
that of the Fascist government, 
their methods of obtaining power 
were practically the same. The 
rise to power was based on human 
misery. Since 1914, Europe has 
been at war, While the armed con­
flict ended in 1918, the economic 
struggle has been going on ever 
since. 

"In all countries of Europe where 
dictatorships have been set up, the 
dictators have gained power by 
promising peace and happiness to 
the people. But in the end dictator­
ships must bring the death of all 
freedom to the people. When I 
saw Mussolini I asked, 'What of 
the people in this new philosophy?' 
'Beyond the state, nothing,' he re-
plied." ---~ 
"RIGHTS DESTROYED" 

"There is no sanctity of the rights 
of the individual in a dictato!'ship," 
Dr. Silver continued, "The <lictator 
ays 'for the people and of the 
eople,' but he omits 'by the people.' 
Flaying Hitler ~s a menace· to 

the peace of the world, Dr. Silver 
also scored Nazism. 

"While intolerance in Germany 
today is centered on the Jews," he 
declared, "tomorrow in Germ,tny 
or some other country, it may· .be 
aimed at some other race. Nazism 
would destroy the American belief 
that all men are created free and 
equal. The Nazi says that there is 
an inferior race and a master race. 
They believe that the inferior race 
must bow their wills before the 
:11aster, We went through a simi­
lar period in this country during 
the Civil War. As a matter of fact 
there is no superior race. Give any 
race the same opportllnity as 
other, and it will become 
equally distinguished. 
ASSAILS Pl,RPOSES 

"Not only are the Nazis trying 
to destroy the Jew, but they are 
endeavoring to tear down Chris­
tianity. The Nazis have no answer 
to the fact that Christianity is 
founded on Semitism. They have 
no answer to the fact that the 
Jews, forming less than one per 
cent of the population of Germa. ?l• 
produced 18 per cent of the Notpe 
prize winner-s. They recoghjze 
nothing good in a race tha;t . has 
produced some of the greatest 
scientists and writers of Germany. 
They are obsessed with the idea of 
racial superiority. Even the Chris­
tian clergy is not exempt. Many 
ministers have been driven from 

their pulpits because their 
father or grandmother had 
blood. 

"The dictatorships of Europe 
have throwncivilization back 150 
years to the days of feudalism," he 
continued, "War will inevitably 
come unless the great democracies 
of the world unit to prevent it." 

Dr. Silver was introduced by 
Rabbi Abram Granowitz, spiritual 
leader of Beth Zion Temple. Ear­
lier in the day, he addressed a 
meeting in the Hendler Hotel. of 
the men's club associated with 'the 
temple. A. Harry Adler acted as 
toastmaster at the gathering. 



The Jewish Problem 
ITH the emergence of liberal Judaism into the 
common cultural life of progressive Christen­
dom, there is offered a glimmer of new hope 

for some solution of the age-old Jewish problem. But 
this problem cannot be solved merely on the basis of 
mutual tolerance on the part of Jews and Christians.

OLD ORDER CALLED DEAD 

Cloaer Contacts of Adults With 
Cla11rooma la Propoaed to Win 

New School Support.

CLEVELAND, Feb. 26.-New ao­
cial teachings which, If adopted, 
would consign to the ecrap heap 
many present~ay text-books, were 
urged today from a dozen platforms 
upon 7,000 achool executives from 
all parta of the country attending 
the annual convention of the Na­
tional Education AaaoclatJon's De­
partment of Superintendence here. 

The propoeala covered a wide 
range. At one end was the aug­
geatlon of Superintendent Harold 
G. Campbell of New York City that 
children be lnatructed In the phi­
loaopby of the New Deal. At the 
other wu the demand of a com­
mittee headed by Profeaaor Harold 
Rucg of Teacben College, Colum­
bia Unlvenlty, that "to forestall a 
destructive economic natlonallam 
and attempt.a at racial or national 
aecendancy, education muat point 
to the superior stablllty of a world 
econOQllc order." 

On one point, however, all fac­
tions agreed. They accepted for 
education a large share of the 
blame for the mlatakes of the pre-
1129 social order and pledged them­
NlvN to franker and mor• critical 
echool dlacuulona of eoctal S.uea 
In the future. 

Speaking of the dlalllwilonment of 
the depruslon, Dr. Campbell aald: 

"The gods of bualneu and finance 
bad a queer code of ethic. and very 
little knowledge of economic lawa 
or aoclal problems.

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good will and mutual respect which grows out of per­
sonal acquaintance and understanding. 

The importance of cultivating such friendships be­
tween the less prejudiced leaders on both sides of this 
deep historic gulf cannot be overstressed. As a device 
for cultivating good feeling, the widespread custom of 
having platform meetings in which Jewish, Catholic 
and Protestant speakers participate is a fruitful one. 
Nothing can take the place of personal good will as a 
condition of further progress. The organization 
known as the National Conference of Jews and Chris­
tians deserves praise for projecting a series of such 
meetings stretching across the continent and recently 
brought to a conclusion with high enthusiasm in a meet­
ing in New York city. Listening to the members of this 
itinerating "team"-Rabbi Morris Lazaron, of Bal­
timore, Father J. Elliott Ross, of Charlottesville, Va., 
and Dr. Everett R. Clinchy-as each presented his 
plea for good will and social cooperation in behalf of 
those great ideals which are cherished by us all, one 
could not suppress a longing for a fuller and deeper 
sharing of the more intimate values of each group. 

Without, therefore, depreciating the importance of 
these friendly contacts, of both speakers and auditors, 
but on the contrary expressing the hope that they may 
be multiplied, is it not time to open the deeper ques­
tion involved in the persistent separation of the Jewish 
community as a self-contained racial and religious 
group in a society predominantly Christian? 

It is a delicate question-none more so. But per­
haps its delicacy results as much from taboo as from 
the realities of the situation. Once it is frankly and 
generously opened up, once the taboo is broken, we 
may discover that it is a subject upon which we can 
talk as freely as we now talk about the differences be­
tween the various Christian denominations-differ­
ences which, twenty years ago, could not be mentioned 
in these pages without calling down wrathful impreca­
tions from denominational leaders upon this paper and 
all its works. 

In this spirit of candor and good will we recently 
welcomed two articles, both generously conceived, one 
by Dr. A. W. Anthony, and more recently one by Dr. 
Joseph Ernest McAfee, in which the Jewish problem 
was faced in terms designed to lay upon the Jews 
themselves some share of responsibility for the social 
strain under which the Jewish community lives. Thi 
was done, in the case of both writers, with a fine feel­
ing for the sensibilities of a minority group, and with 
a background of confession of the major guilt which 
rests upon Christian society for its treatment of the 
Jews throughout the Christian centuries. 

In this same spirit we published a revealing article 
by Rabbi Cohon in which he laid bare the elements of 
insensitiveness and bigotry which characterize the mi -
sionary attitude of Christians toward the Jews, and in 
this issue we welcome the challenging communication 
of Rabbi Silver in reply to Mr. McAfee. The earnest­
ness and vigor of his defense will not be taken by any 
intelligent reader as resentment against Mr. McAfee's 
thesis. On the contrary, it is just this kind of honest 
and forthright talk which the situation calls for. If

The Christian Century succeeds in opening up this 
question so that the atmosphere of repression which 
now surrounds it may be dispelled, we shall regard it 
as one of the major achievements of our journalistic 
history. 

It must be patent to every thoughtful person that the 
social tension between Jews and Gentiles in a demo­
cratic society requires for its relief something more 
than a preaching of the gospel of tolerance. Tolerance 
at best is no more than a temporizing virtue, under 
cover of which the positive forces of reconciliation and 
construction may do their enduring work. Soon or late, 
a social tension held in leash only by tolerance is bound 
to develop an overt clash. This is all the more true· 
when the social tension involves convictions-or preju-. 
dices-which are basic and central as between the re-• 
spective groups. Religion is such a basic conviction. , 
It seems unworthy of religion to have to admit that it : 
divides men, but there is no point in denying that it 
does. It must do so, because religion is the most central 
and deepest sphere of life. If between two groups com­
merce is inhibited with respect to religious ideals, con­
victions and practices, all other commerce partakes of 
formality, conventionality and mere politeness. There 
is no answering of deep unto deep. And between such 
groups, living side by side in the same social order, 
there are latent possibilities of conflict which do not 
inhere in a social situation characterized by essential 
religious unity. 

This is not to suggest that the whole of the problem 
of Jews and Christians may be stated in terms of dis­
parate religions. But a large part of it-and the pri­
mary part-may be thus stated. It is his religion which 
binds the Jew in a social solidarity that persist through 
all the vicissitudes of fortune and in every cultural 
habitat wherever he has found a home. It i his re­
ligion, not his race. His social unity could not be sus­
tained without his religion. From one point of view 
this loyalty to an ancestral faith is one of the most ad­
mirable characteristics of the Jewish people. But it 
must be faced realistically as the ground of the most 
persistent tragedy in human history. And not alone of 
hi tory past, but of history future. For the Jew cannot 
hope to dwell permanently in the midst of alien cultures 
and maintain his own insulated cultural stream except 
at the risk of a social tension which is constantly threat­
ening to break into overt tragedy. To imagine that the 
principle of tolerance can create a state of mind in 
which this tension will not exist, is a delusion. It ex­
pects too much of human nature. Even Christianity, 
despite all that its most devoted advocates might claim 
for it, cannot produce a social consciou ness competent 
to effect an adjustment of two such cultural groups and 
guarantee its permanence. 

On this basis the outlook for the Jew is dark indeed. 
We can well understand the impulse which prompts 
him to regain Palestine for his own people in order 
that they may have a geographical expression of their 
ancient culture. But as Mr. McAfee pointed out, and 
as has been stated in these pages more than once, the 
Zionistic undertaking does not solve the problem of 
di persed Judaism, but ra.ther perpetuate and intensi-
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es it. Whatever solution is reached must be reached 
ithin the boundaries of those units of Christendom 
here the Jew lives side by side with the Christian. It 

s high time that the problem was being faced frontally 
y both Christians and Jews and a strategy found by 
hich further disaster may be averted. 
The problem may not, after all, be so insoluble as 

t has always seemed. In the past, Christianity has 
own but one method of procedure-to missionize 

nd convert the Jews to the Christian faith. The re­
ults of these missions to the Jews have been negligible 
rom the standpoint of proselytism, and have only 

frozen the Jewish solidarity yet more firmly. Judaism, 
on its side, has not been a missionary religion since the 
early period of Christianity. Dispersed to the ends of 
the earth, living by the sufferance of peoples among 
whom it sojourned as an alien group, and always in 
danger of persecution, one can easily see how difficult 
it would have been to assume a missionary attitude. 
Yet it may be argued that the Jewish people would 
have fared better had they proclaimed their religion 
with missionary fervor as the supreme faith for all 
mankind. They have not done so. Instead, Israel 
seems content to cherish its religion as a religion for 
the Jewish race alone. The inevitable result is that a 
subtle suspicion lurks in the Gentile mind that Judaism 
is held by Jews as an instrument of racial unity and con­
tinuity rather than as a universal religion. How much 
the terrible evil of anti-semitism derives from this sus­
picion, none can say, but it must be clear to both Jew 
and Gentile that a social or racial group which sets it­
self with impenetrable determination to resist the nor­
mal influences of culture transfusion, and confirms its 
isolation by religious sanctions, is doomed to disaster. 

From this it does not follow that the Jew should 
yield to the Christian proselytizer. We do not think 
Rabbi Silver's reference to the degree of assimilation 
which had taken place in Germany is a sufficient answer 
to Mr. McAfee's argument at this point. This sort of 
assimilation would probably be no more promising to 
Mr. McAfee's mind than to Rabbi Silver's. 

The problem cannot be solved by an attack upon 
Jewish religion. It must be solved, if at all, by a free 
meeting of the two religions on a basis of mutual re­
spect and equality. The day of missionary imperialism 
is past among Christian leaders. A new technique of 
Christian procedur,e is being developed. Christianity is 
beginning to see its world task not in terms of the im­
position of its cultus upon other cultures, but in terms 
of a growing world culture to which it desires to make 
contribution of whatever precious values it possesses. 
The new spirit that is taking hold of the Christian mind 
in this respect would meet Judaism on the same terms 
as it is willing to meet Buddhism. 

The question is, will Judaism cooperate? Does the 
Jewish community desire to share its most precious 
goods of the spirit with the Gentile culture by which it 
is surrounded? If it does, there is ground for the belief 
that in this direction lies a solution-though a slow 
solution-of the Jewish problem. We have reached a 
stage in the development of our culture where many 
things which were once held with stiff rigidity are now 
flexible and adjustable. Liberal Judaism shares with 
liberal Christianity in this intellectual emancipation. 
But now the question must be answered : does liberal 
Jewry also share in a desire to merge its life in a cul­
tural order from which the impossible problem of a 
dual culture has been eliminated?

-Dr. AJbert Einstein stood before 
thousanda of persons in a vast, flag­
festooned haU today and spoke of 
"Humanity, Justice and Tolerance." 

The eminent scientist, an eXile 
from his German fatherland, now 
continuing his researches at Prince­
ton, spoke as the guest of honor at 
a reception and concert held in the 
Newark Armory. Gov. A. Harry 
Moore of New Jersey was master of 
ceremonies. Operatic stars, present 
and past, sang. 

Rabbl .Abba. Hillel Silver of Cleve­
land spoke in praise of Dr. Einstein. 
Rabbl Sliver concluded services in 
his synagog at 12 :30 p. m. and left 
immediately by special plane from 
the Cleveland .Airport. He was in 
the haU shortly after 3 p. m. 

Rabbi Silver described the demon­
stration for Dr. Einstein as one "of 
affection for a man i11·hom a.I! men 
the world over have come to regard 
as a. big brother." 

.Asserting that the World War was 
foUowed by "hate and chauvinism," 
he referred to Dr. Einstein as "the 
symbol of justice In the struggle for 
freedom the world over which ls 
threatened with extinction." 

"Professor Einstein is not alone in 
this land," he said in closing, and 
turning toward the smiling scientist, 
added: "Here is your "ome, Profes­
sor Einstein." 

"We "'·elcome you as a clti.zen of 
the world," Gov. Moore said to Ein­
stein in his opening remarks, after 
llme. Ernestine Schumann-Helnk, 
who came by plane from California 
for the occasion, had sung "The Star 
Spangled Banner," 

The crowd, estimated to number 
8,000, cheered. 

Dr. Einstein read from a prepared 
manuscript in German, which was 
afterward translated by Rabbi 
Julius Sllberfeld of Newark. After 
expressing gratitude for the recep­
tion, he said: 

"Days, months and years of frult­
Je1111 strivings and errfng attempts 
give me a llving consciousne88 of 
the narrow limitations of my powers 
and possibilities. I am also deeplv 
imbued with the grave dangers 
which blind faith in personalities 
carries with it - dangers which 
through the political events of our 
days experience an especially glar­
ing illumination.

The hope once entertain 
that the laboratory would yield 
truth has been abandoned even 
science, just as mankind Is fa 
abandoning the hope that the 
chine would yleJd all good. 

Calls E,·n Imperfection. 
"The God whom the religious ms 

trusts sustains and guides tl:ie uni 
verse and therefore su-.1tains an 
guides man, who is an lnflnitesima. 
though not an insignificant part o 
this universe. God's plan must • 
brace man's life. 

"The God in ~horn the religio 
man trusts is a good God for e 
is that which is imperfect, ~eak an 
maladjusted, qualities which cannot 
be ascribed to supreme intelligence. 

"The religious man sets himself in 
tune with the God in whom he trusts 
through efforts to eradicate that 
which I• imperfect, weak 11;nd mal­
adjusted in his own life and in the 
life of society. Human Ideals are 
the link between man and God. As 
men work for them and lose them­
selves In them, they become strong, 
confident and undefeatable. The 
are always spiritually rewarded. 

"Therefore the Bible frequent! 
admonishes men not to put thel 
trust in power, wealth, in self-suffi­
ciency or in other ••· These offer 
men no perman security. To 
build one's. life UPoll m is to build 
one's foundations on shifting sand. 
Only trust in God an-I In the value 
and validity of unlveral Ideals will 
give men that st,...ua and abiding 
confidence which they require. 

"The searching experiences of the 
la.at few years have brought home to 
many people how unsta.ble and de­
ceptive are all other things in which 
men put their trust. Wea.Ith van­
ishes. Power Is undermined. Friends 
betray. The closest relatives are 
broken reeds when one must lean 
upon them for support. 

"Our wisdom fails us. Our pride 
Is humbled. What remains for our 
soul's security? God, and the thinga 
of God; the pursuit of justice; the 
quest of truth; the hunger for 
beauty.

ADVISES INTEREST 
BE CAREER'S BASIS 
Rabbi Silver Warns Against 

Setting Impossible Goals 
ti, for Young People. 
fl ma~ ·l r '.3 y 

Parents wer :g,d to guide their 
children Into careers in line with 
their dominant interests by Rabbi 
A. H. Silver, who devoted his ser­
mon at the Temple yesterday morn­
Ing to suggestions for choosing voca­
tions. 

"In the case of most people life de­
nies them the privilege of pursuing 
their major interest through their 
vocation," he said. "Life forces as­
signments upon us and we have no 
choice. A great effort should never- 1 theless be made by parents to as­
sist their children in finding a career 
which will correspond most nearly 
to their major life-wish. 

"'i'he child's abilitie,s should next 
be considered. This is quite difficult, 
for parents as a rule overestimate 
their children's endowments and the 
young person himself cannot be suf­
ficiently detached to estimate himself 
objectively. Falso and unattainable 
goals are therefore set and unhappi­
ness is the price paid in later life. 

"Doomed to Mediocrity." 
"A young man who would make 

. an execllent mechanic and a top man 
In his field, and therefore a con­
tented man in life. is forced by false 
standards in the home and by over­
estimation of his intellectual prowess 
to study for a profession wherein he 
Is doomed to hopeless mediocrity and 
to a lifelong sense of defeat. Par­
ents should avail themselves to the 
utmost of expert vocational guid­
ance, now available ih almost every 
achoo!. 

"The opportunities which are open 
and which arP lik~ly to be open in 

any given calling or 
should also be carefully canvassed. 
Conditions change rapidly and the 
young ,People of today may have 
greater opportunities in fields which 
are nQ.t now as popular as others. 

"Some fields are definitely over­
crowded. While there is, of course, 
room at the top for the exceptional 
person, the average young person 
is not able to overcome the law of 
supply and demand and should not 
be handicapped by being recommend­
ed to a field of enterprise already 
crowded. 

"Parents should remember that a 
child's economic career is only part 
of his career m life. He has a 
human career to pursue as son, hus­
band, father, friend. He has a 
social career as a citizen, One must 
be trained for this non-economic 
career quite as deliberately as for 
the other. 

, "A child should be trained for a 
career of fair play, team work, re­
l!ability, honor and good will. He 
should be carefully guided to the 
career of his leisure life wherein he 
will be most free and more truly the 
master of his destiny than in his 
work career. 

"Intellectual, ~piritual and

Albert W. Beavan, president of the 
Federnl Council of the Churches of 
Christ in America, was made public 
yesterday by the 1934 Mobilization 
for Human Needs. The three relig­
ious leaders are members of the 
mobilization's National Citizens 
Committee. 

"Their appeal," said the an­
nouncement, "comes at a time 
when the majority of American 
cities are holding campaigns for 
their community chests or other co-, 
ordinated community social-service 
programs. With billions being 
spent for relief, there has been the 
feeling on the part of some that 
private charity was not needed " 

"It is possible," Rabbi Silver said, 
"that some day all of our social 
agencies will be maintained through 
public taxation. But that day is not 
yet here. The needy and the handi­
capped, the aged and the sick, the 
orphan and the homeless are still 
with us. 

"Our Federal Government, Indi­
vidual States and municipalities are 
spending vast sums on unemploy­
ment relief, but beyond a certain 
point these fur.ds will not go. Our 
_hospitals must go on, clinics and 
dispens:i.ries must rea1a1n open, fos­
ter homes and orphang~s :c>.nd homes 
for the aged cannot close. Settle­
me:tfa, recreation centres and all 
our character-building agencies can­
not cease then· work without se­
riously increasing the tension of the 
crisis through which we are pass­
ing.'' 

Dr. Beavan appealed to Protes­
tants to help maintain "that ele­
ment of friendly cooperation in time 
of need which is one of the finest 
traditions of American life." 

"While the government," he said, 
"through tax money has been at­
tempting to <"are for certain basic 
needs due to unemployment, the 
need for private social work has in­
creased. for what is needed is not 
simply food and clothes but friend­
ly interest and neighborly helpful­
ness In these difficult times, when 
uersonalitles have been hurt worse 
than bodies." 

"God will bless this nation if those 
with a surplus fully appreciate the 
suffering and the pain of those who 
through no !ault of their own have 
been raduced to a state where hope

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CALLS 'PROTOCOLS' 
LllERARY FORGERY 
Rabbi Silver Denounces 24 

Documents Being Used 
by Anti-Semites. 

Th" "Protocols of the\ Elders 
Zion." used by anti-Semites as a 
basis of activities against the Jews 
and the subject of a legal trial be­
gun last month In Berne, Switzer­
land, were used as the basis of a 
lecture in the Temple by Rabbi A. 
H. Silver yesterday morning. 
which he denounced them as "one 
of the most amazing and dastardly 
liters ry forgeries in history." 

Rabbi Silver recounted the history 
of the "Protocols" end protested 
against their having been made com­
pulsory reading material in the 
schools of Germanv. 

"Books have been written on the 
subject of literary forgeries through­
out history which throw a revealing 
light on the capacitv of human be­
in~s for deception and credulity," he 
said. 

"The 'Protocols' are a small vol­
ume consisting of 24 documents or 
minutes supposed to be taken from 
the secret archives of the rulers of 
the Jewish eople, revealing a con­
pirac~ to o erthrow all Christian, 
ountr1es a et up an autocratic 

vernment of ha Jewish people. 

:First Appl'ared in Russia. 
"They first appeared in Russia ln 

1905 over the signature of a former 
monk, Serge Nllus, printed in the 
official government press of the 
czar. It was the period of the first 
Fp:;sian revolution. and the Black 
F .udred .sought to persuade the czar 

{, the popular unrest was not the 
rt It of czari:,t tyranny but the 
wo1 of Jews. So the 'Protocols of 
the Vlders of Zion' were manufac­
tured. 

"'l'hey were taken from 
sources. One was an anti-Semitic 
novel written by a Get·man spy. Her• 
mar Goedsche, in 1868, called 'Biar­
rifz.' 

"This rabbi Is made to outline a 
program for destroying Christian 
countries and setting up a Jewish 
super-governmP.nt. Xilus adapted 
thrn piece of llterary fiction to his 
ne_eds an:! palmed it off as an au­
t hen tic account or something which 
actually took place. 

"The second source was revealed 
in the L_ondon Times in August, 1921, 
by Pluhp Gr:n:es, its correspondent 
in Constantinople. It is a work called 
'Dialog in Hell Between Michiavelli 
and Montesquie,1,' written in French 
by Maurice Joly and printed in Brus­
sels in 1865. 

"This book ·.vas a. covert attack ~n 
Napoleon III, for which the author 
was later sentenced to prison for 
e1i::hteen months. Joly's book con­
tams no reference what~oever to the 
Jews. MichiavE'lli, or Napoleon III, 
1s _made to .. d..tend dictatorship 
against a sptnt of anarchism and 
revolution. 

Charge Pla&1•1'1 m. 
"Yet this br-olc chapter by chaptE'r, 

is plagiariz, . by the author of the 
•Protocols.' Words, phrases, sen• 
tences > and paragraphs are lifted I 
bodil"· No effort Is made to conceal 

i the t, t,'hciarism. 
' "The ,., thor simpl~· substitutes for 

I the word 'masses' in the 'Dialogues' 
the word 'goyism.' or 'gentiles,' in the 
'Protocols.' and for the name Michla­
Yelli the w •rd, 'King of Israel.' The 
book of Mu 1rke Joly was copied and 
converted into the so-called 'Proto­
cols' by agents of the Russian secret 
police in Paris. Their names are 
known. 

"Princess Catherine Radziwill de­
cla.red in 1921 that Golowinsky 
showed her the manuscript in Paris. 
She and her friends laughed at 
the whole affair, but Golowinsky was 
proud of his achievement. This 
manuscript later showed up in Serge 
Nilus' book as the 'Protocols.' 

"This literary forgery the Nazi~ 
have now made compulsory reading 
in the schools of Germany. Anti­
Semites everywhere are quoting it 
as authoritative. 

"The preposterous lie of a Jewish 
conspiracy is being exploited ener­
getically today by reactionary forces 
all over the world.'' 

Rabbi Abba Hillel Silver 
of Cleveland, considered the 
world's greatest Jewish ora­
tor, who will appear as prin­
cipal speaker at the All-Chi­
cago Chanukah f e st iv a 1 
Dec. 2 at the Auditorium ho­
tel.

trouble. ~t only Jews, but non-Jews as 
well have advised our people to fight back 
persecutions, to be valorous, to emulate 
the heroism of the Maccabean heroes who 
secured freedom for Judea and Jerusalem 
and cleansed the Temple after the Greeks 
had violated it. 

It is natural that the heroic deeds of the 
Maccabees should especially be pointed 
out to Jewry in tragic times like the pres­
ent. Again we are advised to fight. "Re­
member Gideon . . ." Rev. Cliarles E. 
Coughlin advised this writer in speaking 
of the situation in Germany. Be prepared 
to de!end yourselves, many Jews l\dvise us. 
. It 18 not only enraged youth that speaks 
ID terms of self-defense. Dr. Abba Hillel 
Sil~er, certainly a very responsible and 
eminent figure in America Jewry, recently 
urged Jews to be prepared with self­
defense units in this country. Rabbi Silver 
wrote: J.. 

America was not taken in by all the high­
powered propaganda emanating from the 
~ of'hbe's. the Goei:ings and the Hanfstaengls 
1n Germany. It 1s not being taken in by 
th4: stupid and •insolent propa~anda of the 
G .. 1ebls, the Srhnueh1 and the Zahnes here at 
home. America wu acqaainted with the 
disloyal and treasonable acts and attitudes 
of this element . during the World War and 
dealt with it then. It will know how to 
deal with it again. 

It is clear that the anti-Semitic propaganda 
of these alien and hyphenated Germans in the 
United States has only begun. It will be kept 
up as long as the Nazis remain in power in 
Germany. Some of these propagandists are 
outspoken pogrom-mongers. They are put­
ting their kinsmen in uniform and training 
them with rifles for some longed-for day of 
future reckoning. They talk with great relish 
about some great "purge" which will take 
place in the United States similar to Hitler's 
"purge" of last June. They have already 
become bold enough to break up a public 
bearing conducted by a committee appointed 
by the Congress of the United States. 

If these gentlemen are really looking for 
trouble, the Jews of the United States should 
be prepared to give it to them. Policy and 
wisdom dictate that our American Jewish 
youth should be trained in self-defense. In 
unsettled times it is far more important that 
our youth should be receiving the necessary 
t'.: ining in athletic and sport groups than in 
debating societies .... In unsettled times, a 
Jewish governor or a Jewish president of the 
Board of Aldermen or influential friends in 
exalted places are of no help at all. But a 
trained and disciplined host of a hundred 
thousand Jews ready to respond to a quick 
emergency is a reasonable argument which 
even Yorkville can understand 

Training and preparedness rather than hys­
teria, protest meetings and linguistic tourna­
ments, are clearly indicated! 

And the boycott! 
Such physical preparedness aga\nst pogrom­

mongers will save the largest Jewish commun­
nity in the world from these freq~ent wav~s 
of hysteria which have been sweepmg over 1t 
in the last few months, and from such blun­
dering affairs as that of the "Black Hitler" 

We hope that we are justified in dis-
agreeing with Dr. Silver over the impend­
ing danger of extreme anti-Semitism in 
this country. We have faith that even if 
not a single spot on earth remained with­
out the stigma of bigotry, that this coun­
try would be the very last to follow the 
tactics of the Russia of the Czars and the 
Germany of Adolf Hitler.

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PUSH ON WITH NEW 
DEAL, SILVER SAYS 
Keep Faith, He Urges, Find­

ing Nazis, Soviets and 
Duce Fall Short. 

Since neither Communist Russia, 
Fascist Italy nor Nazi Germany has 
vindicated its program or justified 
its methods, advocates of the New 
Deal must not retreat, but must 
continue their faith in its principles 
as the democratic way of achieving 
a better society, Rabbi A. H. Silver 
asserted in his address at the Temple 
y-,sterday morning. 

"At the end of sixteen years Soviet 
Russia has carried through amazing 
projects of industrial expansion," he 
-said. "It has established many new 

ops, plants and factories. It has 
ncreased its industrial output. It 

has made gigantic effot·ts to over­
take and outstrip America. In the 
fields of education and health work 
it has made remarkable progress. 

"Nevertheless, poverty still is the 
norm in Russia. The standard of 
living of the masses is low. Food 
is poor and scarce. Housing condi• 
tions are primitive. Wages are not 
in ke;eping with the greatly increased 
cost .,of living. Life is terribly hard 

I 
andJli11 of deprivt<.tion. 

F'inds Inequality in Russia. 
"These deprivations might have 

been justified on the assumption that 
a. tt-uly classless society would ulti­
mately be established. Classes are 
arising. The leaders of Soviet Rus­
sia today ate actually preaching in­
equality and justifying it. 

"In view of these and other fea­
tures of the old-time capitalistic so­
ciety, such as military alliances with 
imperialistic countries and huge 
sta.nding armies, one is justified in 
asking whether the terrific cost paid 
for the revolution in terms of human 
tragedy and aacrifice, in terrorism, 
expropriation and the suppression of 
all human liberties wa.s warranted. 

"Italy's twelve years of dictator­
ship has resulted in mounting unem• 
ployment, in drastic reduction of 
wages and nation-wide econumic dis­
tress. Trains are running on time, 
to be sure, but bread riots are in­
crea,sing. 

"Germany's experience under its 
dictatorship has been no better. Un­
employment has been reduced some­
what under a labor creation pro­
gram, armament preparation, con­
script labor camps, the elimination 
from industry of women and all men 
under 25. 

"Wages have fallen. The cost of 
living has risen. The nation has 
defaulted on its private as well as 
its public debts, and its balance in 
trade has suffered by more than a 
billion m11rks in 1934. 

"It is clear that the economic 
achievements of dicta tors hips are 
such that they cannot be turned into 
convincing arguments against demo­
cra.tic society. Their failures may 
yet establish that democracy is the 
only way to national economic re­
demption. 

"But democracy needs courage­
the courage to experiment and to try 
new ways. It needs a moral pas­

ion to utilize its agencies and in­
trumentalities to achieve the fullest 

p,:ssible measure of social justice. 
"The philosophy of the New Deal 

is Mu,,d. It is the democratic way 
ur .t nieving a better society. But 
.ts advocates must not retreat, as 
they have shown a tendency to do in 
recent months, into relief and pallia.­
ti·,e measures, forgetting that the 
New Deal was a program of recon­
struction and reform, not a stop-gap 
or an emergency measure for a tern- t 
porary depression."

To the historic rolls of the mystic 
bands the world has seen flare anct 
fade-the Molly Maguires, the Ja­
cobins, the Know Nothings, the 
Mafii, the Caribinieri, the Sinn 
Feins, the Fascisti, the Silver Shirts 
and the Ku Klux Klan-today was 
added another: the Secret Seven of 
Cleveland. 

For flve years moving as silently 
as ever moved the dread Gay­
Pay-Oo of Mo.s<:ow, even the exist­
ence of this organization, born in 
the walnut-paneled conference rooms 
of the Chamber of Commerce, was 
not generally known until toc,iay. 

It wa.~ revealed to a startled pub­
lic through issuance of a report 
which outlined the Secret Seven·s 
aims. These briefly, are: 

TO COUNTERACT, by "a pub­
lic educational campaign," the 
"subversive influences" of rad­
ical propaganda and reteach the 
old truths of •·self-respect. hon­
est work and self-sacrificing 
thrift." 

TO SEEK to suppress the rad­
ical utterances of "intellectual 
pmks'' dissatisfied with the "ex­
isting order" by prosecuting them 
u~der the Ohio criminal ,yn­
d1calfsm law, which it plc~ges 
every effort to keep in ~e 
statutes. 

TO OUTLAW Communism by 
seeking legislat10n prohibiting 
entry of Communists Into this 
country, by prohibiting tho e al­
ready in from becoming citizens, 
by proscribing their newspapers 
and literature from the mails 
by i m pr i so n i n g its civilia~ 
agitators among the Army 
and Navy and by enlarging the 
Department of Justice into a su­
per-detective agency to track 
down the "red menace."

and will not be known, the repor 
a serts. From this report and sub 
sequent questions concerning it on!· 
three names arise: 

Munson Havens, executive secre 
tary of the chamber; William F 
Long, manager of the Associated In­
dustries, and Col. Hayden Eames. 
eng,neer. 

Of these three, only Col. Eames 
would comment today. He said he 
had appeared three times before the 
Secret Seven, had told them of his 
expenences in Russia during the 
revolution; that he knew the iden­
tity of the members but would not 
rrveal it. 

When Clevelanders Jearnf'd to­

Makes Speech to Walls 
Mr. Long, whose secretaries cx­

pre0sed ignorance of his where­
abouts. was found to be delivering, 
with only the walls of his office for 
audience, the speech he had pre­

On New Zionist 
District .Plan

Silence today enveloped what­
ever dispute exists in the ranks of 
Cleveland Zionists. 

This follower revelation that 
Rabbi A. H. Silver of the Temple 
was forming a new Zionist district 
in Cleveland and had called for 
leading members of the Jewish 
community to attend a meeting for 
that purpose Tuesday night in 
Mahler hall of the Temple. 

The meeting, he said, would be 
entirely non-controversial, and add­
ed that there is room in the city 
for several Zionist districts.

These changes in attitude have 
meant important changes in his 
plans for leading his congregation 
and in his goal of accomplishments 
generally. 
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"Historically, these last 20 years 
have been a seething caldron," he 
said. "Having lived through the 
events of the past two decades, not 
as a disinterested onlooker but as 
one who was vitally Involved both 
intellectually and emotionally in all 
that was going on, I have learned a 
few things and have had to un­
learn many others. 

"Whereas, as a young man, I was 
inclined to attribute all social evils 
to human perversity and to the 
greed and wickedness of individuala, 
I have come through the years to 
understand some of the mass imper­
sonal forces which operate and I 
have come to understand systems 
in which even good men with the 
best intentions frequently work in­
iquity."

"Viewing the twenty years since 

the World War, anyone attempting 
to prophesy must be chary," said 
Rabbi Silver. "View the world from 
1885, when the ideals of democracy 
seemed destined to be accepted 
everywhere, and now view it, 50 
years later, with democracy C?l­
lapsed in half of the world and dic­
tatorships ar1smg. In 1885 we 
thought the contests of race and 
religion and rights of man were over 
and done with." 

After expres,.ing the belief that 
the tempo of the next 50 years wo•1ld 
be more rapid, Dr. Silver gave as 
his opinion: 

No CollapMe of Civilization. 
"There will be no collapse of civil­

ization as phophets of doom have 
torecast-civilization is too "{Ide• 
spread. I think we may expect 
something akin to that adjustment 
of ideas which were let loose by the 
French Revolution. Then wars fol­
lowed and finally a compromise with 
idea~ of the old order. I believe the 
Russian Revolution may do the same 
and it may take the world 50 years 
to adjust to new ideas of socialized 
life. 

"Second, In the next ha.If century 
the trend to social control will in­
crease, rather than decrease. 

"Third, government will concern 
lttelf more and more with the eco­
ncmic status of its cltzens. Govern­
ment wlll see that the economic for­
tune~ of the people a.re protected as 
of economic and social necessity. 
Hence, our present federal security 
program ls in direct keeping with 
the authentic trends of life today. 
It aims to see that men who work 
are protected In their jobs. Our de­
pression is due to a breakdown of 
thb industrial system which never 
made provisions to care for men. 

"Fourth, we shall probably cease 
relief-it seems that in 50 years 
there will be no need for public re­
lief with security of jobs and un­
employment insurance, both of which 
will make it unnecessary for men to 
consume their savings until they be­
come pauperized. We shall have 
pensions so those in old age need 
not suffer the Indignity of poverty. 

"Fifth, we shall protect childhood 
further by protecting parenthood, by 
extension of mothers' pensions and 
maternal health care. 

Private Agencies • ·eeded. 
"Unless some unforeseen catastro­

phe intervenes, these will come to 
pass but not to such an extent that 
private agencies such as the Asso­
ciated Charities will not be p.eeded, 
because there will be no complete 
socialization of our economic system 
-the Russian experiment will teach 
the world, perhaps, not to surrender 
all to government control. So pri­
vate agencies still can serve bene­
tlciently and well. Children will 
need care, family troubles will need 
straightening out, and so there will 
be need for Intelligent man-to-man 
service. In fact, there may be 
greater need for private agencies 
because the trend toward socializa­
tion brings the peril that the In• 
dividual ma ' be victimized." 

URGES SOLDIERS TO 
AID PEACE CAUSE 
Silve~fn1 ~Jrri~'> Day 

Talk, Says Moral Law 
Binds Nations, Too. 

f.D· 
In an address at the Temple yes­

terday morning, Rabbi .A. H. Silver 
asserted that the signiftcance of Me­
morial Day lay in the lesson that 
moral law operates tn the life of 
nations aa well as that of 1ndlv1du­
als. Both 110\dlers and civilians had 
obllga.tions 1n searching thourhta of 
peace, Rabbi Silver sa.id, 

He predicted that Memorial Daya 
would some time be devoted to trib• 
utes to those who bad died tn the 
creation of values for the good of 
all and the hurt of none-In labora­
tories, class rooms, legislative halls, 
shops and factories-as well a.a to 
those who served In war. 

"Our nation can do no lea• than 
pay honor to the brave dead and to 
the lut ■urvlvora of those armies 
which clashed In th• great Civil 
War, a war which might have been 
averted If greater wisdom and a 
higher sense of justice had pre­
vailed," he said, 

"For 250 years our people were 
content to tolerate the institution of 
slavery, to grow rich and to build 
up a fine culture on the backs of 
hundreds of thousands of slaves. 

Penalty for Broken Law, 
"But the eternal moral law can­

not be violated with impunity, White 
men killed white men for the sin■ 
white men committed against black 
men. .An outraged moral law took 
its toll in a bloody civil war. 

"Individual heroism on the battla-
11.eld justly evokes our respect and 
admiration, for mankind will a.lway■ 
value acts of courage and ■acrl­
ftcial loyalty. But the collective 
urge to war, the very fact of war 
itself, the sheer stupidity ot nations 
resorting to machine guns, poison 
gas and murder, to solve interna­
tional issues, Is tragic evidence of 
how little we have advanced be­
yond the jungle stage. 

"No Intelligent veteran who saw 
war with his own eyes, with its 
awful waste of human life and re­
sources, can be anything but the re­
lentless foe of the whole war sys­
tem. All that the western world 
suffers today because of Fascism, 
Bolshevism, Na.zilsm, unemployment, 
depression, fear and insecurity, ts 
directly traceable to the last war. 
Yet there are nations today who are 
again glorifying war and befuddling 
their youth with 11hameless war 
romanticism. 

"War veterans should be In the 
vanguard of those who fight for 
peace, of those who labor for the 
strengthening of international insti­
tutions for peaceful settlement of 
disputes and for the faithful ob­
servance of the international cov­
enant to outlaw war. 

"They should be on the alert to 
guard their felow citizens against 
the stam ede to arms."
