z.o.A. LEADERS WARN MORGENTFAU THEY WILL NOT ACCEPT MONTOR IN UNITED JEWISH APPEAL 

NEW YORK, Jan. 11. (JTA) -- A s-tatf;ment declaring"' that "the overwhelming 
majority of American Zionists reject and will never accep·t" a cond.ition by Henry 
Morgenthau, Jr., which would provide for the re-employ:.nent of Henry Monter in the 
United Jewish Appeal, was issued here last night nnder the signatures of Dr. Abba 
Hillel Silver, Dr. Emanuel Neumann and a number of other leaders of the United Pales­
tine Appeal. The stateillent, issued in connection with a drive to have ~Ir. Morgenthau 
retain the general chairmanship of the United Jewish Appeal for 1949, reads: 

• "A movement has evidently been launched to draft Mr. Henry Morgenthau, Jr., 
as general chairman of the U.J.A. for 1949. What has not been revealed, however, is the intention to re-employ Henry Montor, formerly executive director of the U,P.A. 
and one of the executive vice-chairmen of the United Jewish Appeal, over the vehement 
opposition of American Zionists and the United Palestine Appeal. It is reliably re­
ported that Mr. Morgenthau would be willing to assume the general chairmanship of the 
U,J,A. only under certain conditions set by him, including the re-employment of Mr. 
Mentor. This is a condition which the over~helming majority of American Zionists re­
ject and will never accept, in view of ·the wrecking Job which Mr. Montor has done dur· 
ing the past few months and the pernicious tendencies he represents, 

"The Zionist leadership has, in recer..t weeks, gone to the greatest lengths 
to reach an agreement with t:he minority group known as the Cornm:lttee of Contributors 
and Workers, and most far-reaching concessions we~e made in order to ensure peace and 
cooperation in the UoP.Ao and U.J.A. An accord was reached and its terms made public. 
It was agreed from the beginning that the re-employmer.:t of Mr. Monter was not and 
would not be made an issue, and it was generally understood that he has made another 
connection. But this issue whi ch has been considered closed is now being re-opened 
under the guise of a 'Draft Mo~genthau' movement which is in effect also a 'Draft 
Mentor' movement. 

"The leaders of the UoP.A. have repeatedly urged Mr. Morgenthau to serve 
again and this invitation has had unanimous and universal support. But no man, how­
ever important and valuable his services, should attem~t to set conditions wholly un­
acceptable to a large segme~1t of -:,he comm.unity. Mu.ch less should anyone attempt to 
impose an official who has been repudiated and dispensed with for disloyal dcnduct 
toward the organization wnich employed himo Mr. Montor's return in a key position 
would inevitably plunge the U.J.A. into a most bitter internecine conflict. 

"The Zionists of America are proua of their achievements on behalf of the 
establishment of the State of Israel and of the services they have rendered as an or­
ganized movement to the U.J.Ao They are determined to continue to play their part 
and to make their maximum contribution for the good of the Jewish people and for the 
benefit of Israel. They will neither be brow-beaten nor intimidated nor swept aside 
as a major factor in this work, which is so largely their responsibility. 

"We would deeply deplore it if Mr. Morgenthau, for whom we have enterta~ned 
the highest regard and the "greatest respect, should lend himself to the machinations 
of a handful, avid for power and. ruthlessly determined to have their way at all co'ste 
We feel that the integrity and the very future of the Zionist movement is at stake . 
and are resolved to do everything in our power to prevent the imposition of a dicta­
torship run by a reckless ana. unscrupulous official, under whatever facade he may 
plan to operate. Ours ·· is a great democratic movement, representing the Jewish masses 
in this country. In the interest of the cause, and the future of Israel, the posi­
tion and prerogatives of the movement mus t and shall be maintained."

now seen that nothing n1ore than unea:-y truce was achie,·ed. N01· oould it be 
otherwise. ncspite the l'at'Cfully chosen \"erbiage, the clash was one. or principles, 
and theso eould not be etra('L-'d 01· o,e1-oome so easily. 

The conflict was between the Zionist 
Organisation of America as headed by 
Rabbi SilYer and Emanuel Neumann, and 
Mr. Henry Montor. The latter repre­
sents the powerful and influential circle 
of American Jews who wish to see in the 
establishment of the Jewish State an end 
of all organised Zionism in the Diaspora. 
For them the restoration of Israel means 
the cleavage between the Jews in the 
State and the Jews outside. They have 
in actuality accepted the terminology of 
the now defunct Hebrew Committee as 
led by Peter Bergson which divided the 
J ewish people into ·•Hebrews" who were 
members of the Jewish State, and 
"Jews" who were not. l•'or l\Ir, l\lontor, 
Jewry now consists of " Israelis" who 
are indentilicd with the State and Am­
erican Jews who arc not - except by 

of philanthropic support. 

The Montor Group 
~lr. ~lontor's group ,;ees in the control 

of the t:nited Palestine Appeal the mat­
erial of personal prestige which should 
be tal,en away from the Zionist Organisa­
tion so that American Jewry might be 
weaned of political Zionism. They be­
lieYe that by this means the American 
Zionist Organisation "ould be depriY~_d 
of its influence, would be unable to ex­
tend its Organisation and thus. lead to a 
gract·ual decline of the process of the 
Zionisation of American Jewry. 

It is not surprising that' Rabbi Silver 
and Neumann have met l\Ir. l\Iontor's 
challenge. A few weeks ago it loolrnd as 
if Montor was defeated, but now his 
chances have been restored by a rather 
unfortunate intervention on the part of 
Dr.- ·weizmann, who invited Mr. Henry 
Morgenthau to head the Appeal. Mor­
genthau is a close associate of Montor 

d - as could have been anticipated -

he is now insisting on l\lontor's collabora­
tion being accepted. 

The immediate result is a really serious 
crisis in American Zionism. There is the 
added complication that the so-called 
Progressive Zionists and the Left who are 
opposed to Silver and Neumann are sup­
porting the non-Zionist group in the hope 
of thereby ridding themselves of their 
Zionist opponents. 

Against Silver 
'.l'he latest development in this situa­

tion is that a full meeting of the Jerusa­
lem and American Section of the Jewish 
Agency Executive has been convened in 
New Yori, for the first wee!, in February. 
The meeting is taking place, not on the 
initiative of Silver and Neumann, but of 
those who hope to secure a majority de­
cision which will give the required in­
fluence to l\Iorgenthau and Montor, and 
thus prepare the ground for the possible 
defeat of the present American Zionist 
leaders at the next Convention.

Council Rejects Si er Plea For End Of Fight

RELEASE ON RECEIPI' 

AT STAKE - THE FUTURE OF THE MOVEMENT 

Under the above heading, the following editorial appeared in the current 

issue of "The New Palestine," official publication of the Zionist Oreanization 

of America: 

• "Let there be no mistake about it. Great and vital principles affecting 

the very future of the Zionist movement in this country are now at stake. The 

attempt to foist Mr. Monter upon the Zionist movement by re-engaging him in the 

highest position of trust within the UJ. after be has forfeited the trust and 

confidence of the movement involves far more than personal issues. Some of his 

associates are playing the part of willing pawns in a move designed to wreck the 

ZOA . They are acting as a "front" for a group of forces which seeks through 

devious and subtle ways to displace the ZO. and with it the entire Zionist move­

ment from the position which it has held in American Jewish life for over half a 

century. 

"The pattern has now become all too :lear. The cat has been let out of the 

bag by the "front man" himself . Addressing a group of Reform rabbis in New York 

recently on the subject of Zionist funds, Mr . Mentor coolly announced that the 

"immediate objective" was to reduce Zionist representation on the funds to 

cent and the ultimate objective was to eliminate completely the Zionist 

tion from the picture of organized fund raising for Israel. 

Short-Sighted Politics 

"It is unfortunate that some well -meaning Zionists and some non-Zionists, 

out of partisan blindness, have lent themselves as partners to these maneuvers . 

The support which Mr. Mentor and his associates have enlisted on the part of the 

Peale Zion, who conduct their own fund raising campaign independent of the UJA, 

as well as from certain members within the Jewish Agency Executive, stems from 

their bitter opposition to General Zionism and the program of the ZOA Administra­

tion. Politics makes strange bed-fellows. Politics is often unscrupulous and 

frequently short-sighted. What these party men do not seem to realize is that 

the present campaign, which is primarily directed against the ZOA, would also 

drag into the mire the entire Zionist movement in this country. The undermining 

of the ZOA structure will also loosen the foundations not only of the Poale Zion, 

but of Hadassah and Mizrachi as well .

'What is actually being p~oposed? The ZOA, with a rich and glorious record 

of eX!)erience and achievement in every field of human and Zionist endeavor on 

behal_ of t he Jewish people and Jewish Palestine, is to be removed from its 

position in the fund raising bodies, the Keren Hayesod and Jewish National Fund. 

Moreover, step by step, these two fund raising bodies a~e to be liquidated, to­

gether wit h the UPA. Finally, when this is achieved, Zionist influence will have 

been eliminat ed altogether from the UJA, which in turn is to be converted into 

another type of fund raising body purged of every vestige of Zionist partici~a­

tion in its councils. 

Thts Machiavellian scheme was the motivation behind the persistent drive 

to reinstate Mr. Montor through a back door, by resorting to the use of the 

name of Henrv Morgenthau who may not be fully aware of the purpose of these 

machinations and what they imply .

Dr. Emanuel Neumann, presi­

Contact With Government 

Assailing the committee's charge 
that the Zionist Organization had 
lost contact with the Government 
of the United States, Dr. Neumann 
declared that "on the contrary our 
movement has always maintained 
such contact both officially and 
unofficially through the most ap­
propriate and effective channels." 

Dr. Neume.nn asserted that his 
group "is essentially and more 
firmly united behind its leadership 
than ever before." He contended 
that the organization "has con­
sistently re-elected opposition Jead­

ies and every opportunity has been 
given them through democratic 
processes of our organization to 
express their views before the

The assault on the Zionist Organization of 
America and its Silver-Neumann administra­
tion comes from two disparate factions that 
yet have one thing in common-they want 
their way whether it means the destruction 
of the Jewish community organization or 
not.

The Zionists. whlle agreeing 
that Israel is an autonomous state, 
argued that as contributors their 
views should be considered and 
respected, particularly since the 
state of Israel is being built for 
hundreds of thou ands of persons 
not yet there, as well as for the 
Israelis. 

Mr. Locker, in announcing the 
resignation, said the Executive 
voted not to accept the resigna­
tions and to appeal to Dr. Silver 
and Dr. Neumann to return.

Dr. Silver and Dr. Neumann 
gave no hint that they would re­
consider their resignations, but 
said, "We intend to continue to 
work in the future, as in the past. 
for the good of thte (Zionist) 
movement and the welfare of Is­
rael." 

Dr. Silver, in a statement in be­
half of himself and Dr. Neumann, 
said that the new plan, "approved 
by the Executive under pre ure 
spells and overwhelming concen­

newed his attack on Mr. Montor 
and Mr. Morgenthau, stating: 

"The plan now approved by the 
Executive under pressure spells 
an overwhelming concentration of 
powers in Mr. Morgenthau and Mr. 
Montor-chiefly the latter, who is 
to be given even greater authority 
and a higher status than he ever 
had in the past. It is painful but 
necessary to point out that such 
concentration of power last year 
led to a most serious and flagrant 
abuse of that power with disas­
trous consequences. 

"The wretched controversy from 
which we are still suffering was 
organized and directed by Mr. 
Montor while occupying key posi­
tions. No sense of responsibility 
or loyalty deterred him from _at­
tempting to launch a new rival 
fund, splittin~ the community and 
threatening the very organizations 
which employed him. He spread 
scandalous rumors and accusations 
which the Agency Executive has 
unanimously declared to be false 
and which Mr. Montor himself 
belatedly retracted.

A 
heated discussion sprang up in the 
Jewish press, both Yiddish and Eng­
lish, with the usual passion, accusa­
tions and recriminations, which usual­
ly precede a cold propaganda war. 

To add to the complications, Henry 
Morgenthau, the highly respected 
chairman of the UJA announced that 
he would not accept the chairman-
hip unle s Montor is reinstated. It 

is understood that he did that not 
b cau of any party or ideological 
r ason . He is interested only in the 
suce ss of the campaign of 1949 and 
he believes that Montor could con­
tribute to it. Th Zionist leaders, on 
the other hand, argued that they would 
not have Montor back under any 
circumstances. Within the Zionist 
mov ment, too, dissension sprang up. 
Th strong and influential Zionist 
Women's organization, Hadassah 
came out for Montor. So did the La.~ 
bor Zionists. It looked as if the en­
tire Zionist movement in the United 
States was splitting and would break 
up exactly at the moment of its great­
est victory. What is more, it looked 
as if the break-up would bury in its 
c! bris also th entire United Jewish 
A pp al Fund and this at a time when 
ils aid is neces ary more than ever to 
help in the upbuilding of Israel and 
in financing the huge immigration 
now going on from Europe to the 
Jewish State. 
• • 

It was at this stage that the Jewish 
Agency for Palestine stepped in and 

took a hand in the controversy. The 
entire executive Committee of the 
Agency came from Jerusalem and 
Jield sessions throughout the week 
with the result that a settlement of 
the quarrel seems to have been reach­
ed. At the time of writing no official 
statement has been issued yet. But 
a semi-official forecast of the 9ettle­
ment which is quite reliable, is al­
ready known. It provides the follow­
ing chief points: 

1. Henry Morgenthau is to be un­
animously re-appointed chairman of 
lhe UJA campaign for 1949. 

2. Three vice-chairmen are to be 
&.ppointed ; one to represent the Zion­
ists to take the place of Montor; one 
to represent the Joint Distribution 
Committee and the non-Zionists; and 
one to represent Morgenthau person­
ally, and this is to be Montor. 

3. The dissident Committee of Con­
tributors and Workers which was the 
chief threat to the UJA and obstacle 
tc; peace, is to be liquidated. 

4. Montor is to apologize publicly 
to the Zionist leadership and to with­
draw all his charges. 

5. The Jewish Agency will also re­
pudiate Montor's charges and express 
its full confidence in and approval of 
the ZOA leadership. The settlement is 
a victory for ~he Zionist leadership . 

• 
The settlement will be greeted with 

satisfaction also by non-Zionist Jews 
because it does away with a grave 
danger to the greatest institution 
American Jews have produced in the 
last generation - the United Jewish 
Appeal. It will also serve as a warn­
ing to ambitious officials that they 
cannot, even if they are able and 
have powerful support, stand out 
against the will of the majority of the 
1J ople. There is unfortunately, a tend­
ency now in a number of big Jewish 
philanthropic organizations for able 
officials and executives to assume too 
mu~h power and to treat the organi­
zations they are serving, as if they 
w r their own property. The rebuke 
to one of the ablest of these men, will 
erve as a warning to others. It will 

also serve as a curb on those rich 
J ~ws who a sume that because they 
give generously to J wish charities 
they are 'democratically' entitled t~ 
direct their fortunes. Democracy ts 
not count d by dollars, but by men, 
by the majority. This majority may, 
and often does, make mistakes. But 
b tter a thousand milrtakes by the 
masses of small people, than brilliant 
rule by a few whose virtue and power 
is derived from big money.

ontor 1s letter of September 10th which made unsubstantiated charges 

against the z.o,A. and asked for its retraction. 1!e are glad to announce 
that Mr• on tor has •1r it ten a letter retracting his charges and withdraw­
ing his original letter. 

From our otn observations and from the reports of those 
deeply involved in he U,J.A. campaign, e are convinced that r.

We regard the attempt to supplant _this 
i ime-bo"lo :-ed American Fund, which has raised 
hundreds of mil lions of dollars for Palestine, by 
the incorporation on the part of the Jewish 
Agency a s a substitute body to take over the 
func io s of the UPA as distinctly harmf I to 
the eel se of the fund-raising effort and it may 
contribute to the disintegration of the Zionist 
movement in the United States ..• 'N_e were 
astounded to read in the press this morning that 
the Jewish Agency has repcrtedly signed a'"I 

• aqreement with the other beneficiaries of . the 
UPA in soite of the fact that the Board of Di­
rectors of the- UPA had not yet had an Qppor­
tunity to take a position on this matter. 

"Because we were thus confronted wi h a 
lamentable fait accompli, we had no other r:­
coun-e then fo advise our ,friends to refram 
from voting at the Board me~ting.

The group voted a.ccept a de-
cision of the Exec ive of the Jew-
ish Agency to ilJV Mr. Morgen-
thau to contim1 serve as gen-
eral chairman o the United Jew­
ish Appeal with Mr. Montor to 
conduct the campaign under his 
leadership. The United Palestine 
Appeal is one of the three major 
agencies for which the United 
Jewish Appeal raises money. The 
Palestine Appeal funds are used 
for immigration and resettlement 
of Jews in Palestine.

Resign From World Zionist · Executive 

By a decisive majority of twelve to two, with five abstentions, 

the Jewish Agency Executive drafted Henry Morgenthau, Jr. to lead 

the 1949 campaign of the United Jewi h Appeal. It was understood 

that fr. Morgenthau will invite tr. Henry Montor to conduct the 
day by day detail of the campaign. 

Among the majority wa Eliezer Kaplan, Minister of Finance 
in the I raeli Go ernment. The majority included the representa­
tive of Mapai, Mapam, Hada ah and three of the General Zionists. 

Two of the three ZOA representatives on the Executive-Dr. 
Abba Hillel Silver and Dr. Emanuel Neumann-cast the opposing 
vote . Among the five abstainer were the representatives of the 
Mizrachi and Revisionists, who declared after the vote that they ac­
cepted the decision of the majority as binding on tbe whole Execu­
tive, and that they are prepared to put themselves entirely at the, 
disposal of the campaign. 

Silver and Neumann Resign 
With Statement Harming UJA 

The two ZOA leaders refu ed to follow this example. Discipline 
to .the will of the majority is something that the ZOA administration 
expect of others, not of themselve . With their long history of 
ruthle s over-ruling of all oppo ition in the ZOA, they seem unable 
to adjust themselves to the role of a minority, and resigned from 
the Jewish Agency with a public blast against Messrs. Morgenthau 
and Montor which can only serve to harm the UJA drive. 

In announcing the Agency decision to the press Berl Locker, 
chairman of the Executive, dtscribed the crying need for fund for 
the absorption of hundred of thou a.nd of immigrants and the 
deep anxiety of the member of the Jerusalem Executive which 
forced them to leave I rael at this hi toric moment in the life of 
the new tate. 

Their only intere t Mr. Locker told the press, was to find a 
olution which would insure the succes of the campaign and give 

I rael the money to provide home and job for the tens of thou. 
and of concentration camp survivor who are now again living un• 

der canvas in reception camp in Israel. Mr. Locker added:

Mr. Locker scotched rumors that the ZOA leader~ intended to 
use the UPA machinery for a separate campaign outs_1de the UJA. 
He said that despite their differences with the Executive they were 
all Zionists. 

It was noted that a salient point in the decision is the guarantee 
by the Jewish Agency of the imple~entation _of the agreement for 
the reorganization of the UPA, which was signed on December 5 
but never put into force. On the strength of the Jewish AgencY. 

guarantee the Committee ' of Contributor and Workers agreed to 
di olve, a it function ha been completed. 

Other point in the Jewish Agency decision are that alt Zionist 
taff members of the UJA shalt refrain from' contr9versial" Zionist 

political activity and that all Zioni t group should refrain from in­
volving the UPA and the national fund in any controversial politi­
cal discu sion. 

The Jewi h A0 ency worked for two weeks in a vain attempt to 
achieve a compromi e solution which would in ure the success of 
the campaign and ati fy the ZOA dis idents. A suggestion that 
Mr. Morgenthau and Mr. Mon tor be a ked to come back to the UJA 
on an equal footing with repre entatives of the JDC and UPA was 
a reed to by the ZOA leaders. But Mr. Morgenthau pointed out 
that a ucces ful fund-rai ing campaign mu t have one directing 
head and not three. For him elf he a ked for the same power that 
he had in previou campaign , and all except the ZOA leader saw 

~the logic of his reque t. 

The J ew1 h Agenc de ision gi e him the same authorit he exer­
ci ed in previou campaign and quot the minute of the UJA admini -
trative m eting of Decemb r, 1946 which aid: "The g neral chairman 
should b vested with the fulle t power of function and responsible au­
thorit .'

Ho._,.ever, Weisman emphaBized that he is opposed to giving MoIJ.tor top 11uthor i 
ty under Morgenthau, who ie to lend the U,J,A, drive . 

A meeting of the board of directors of the u.P.A., sch8duled to take place to­
morrow, is expected to reach a final i 0cisicn on th~ U,P .

Dr, Abba Hillel Silver issued a statement last night decl aring that ho ho.a not 
authorized the use of his name as one of the directors of ihe Jewish Agency corpora­
tion, although his name appeared on tbe papers filed in Al~anyo He emphasized that 
he resigned from the Jewish Agency executive on Fob. 16 and warned ·that the action of 
the Agoncy in incorpo-ating in N1:;w York state "will further exe.c&rbate the unfortunate 
controversy and will increase the hurt to the United Jewish Appeal co.mpni . 

"It is an ill-advised move on the p&rt of the executive of the Jewish Agency 
which iij aimed to aide-step the l egally-constituted Zionist agencies in the United 
States, 11 Dr. Silver said in his st~:cement,, 11It is en unwo.rro.nted threat to their ex­
istence and might bring about the disint0g3.~ation of the Zionist movement in the 
United States." 

Weisman similarly criticized the inco~poration of the Jewish Agency ns a fund­
raising organization in this cou~try. He asserted in a st ntement that the move will 
prejudice the success of the U.J.A. campai@l., W~isman ala0 ma.de public the text of 
a telesram which he sent yesterday to Morgenthau in w~ich he declared that he was not 
in a ''position to bind the U.PvAo" 

"It is my opinion that for you as general chairman to r equest Mr. Mentor to
