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EDITORIAL VIEWS OF THE NEWS 

THE BANKRUPTCY OF BEN-GURION

Unpleasant as it may be to face the blunt trut~ ~s that 
the policies of the Ben-Gurion governm nt ar dnvmg Is­
rael to the brink of disaster. The time has now pa sed when 
American Jewry, through a mistaken sen e of loyalty can 
afford to look the other way. 

The inevitability of this impending cata trophe was 
guaranteed shortly after the establishment of the infant 
state. The leadership then had its choice of two courses. 
On the one hand there was the pos ibility of de eloping a 
truly democratic state, genuinely representing the aims and 
aspirations of all segments of the population. On the ot?e:, 
it could utilize its political position for the opportumst1c 
purpose of entrenching itself in power. Ben-Gurion quickly 
made his choice. He immediately began flirting with the 
assimilationist oil magnates of the American Jewish Com­
mittee-most of whom had devoted their lives and fortunes 
to fighting the cause of Zionism. The president of the AJC 
for example though counsel for the Arabian-American Oil 
Company was referred to by Ben-Gurion as the "noble 
Joseph Proskauer, ' who had done "more than anyone else 
to bring the new State into being." At the same time, men 
who had spent 50 years in the Zionist mO\·ement were 

. scorned and rejected. As a matter of fact the Zionist Or­
ganization of America, whose funds and manpower played 
such a decisive role in mobilizing public opinion during 
the critical days of 1948 was itself officially castigated as 
a pariah. Ben-Gurion made it perfectly clear that as far 
as he was concerned American Jewry was good for one 
thing-and one thing only! We had access to the "gold" 
his government needed to retain itself in power. 

It mattered little to him that by making the anti-Zionist 
snobs of the American Jewish Committee his political 
henchmen he was destroying the democratic foundations 
of American Jewi h life. The huge fund drives for Israel 
were entrusted not to the Stephen Wi es and Dr. Silvers but 
to the Pro kauers and Blausteins, who had nothing even 
remotely in common with the average American Jew. 

But the men of the American Jewi h Committee are not 
the kind who gi e anything away without receiving ade­
quate compensation. They enacted iron clad guarantees in 
return for their services. More and more for all practical 
purpo es they began directing the policie of the State 
itself. Working behind the scene they w re quick to en­
snarl the infant tate in the quagmire of power politics in­
fecting the world. They made the promi e and on pain 
of "foreclo ing the mortgage " forced the Ben-Gurion gov­
ernment to live up to them. They even brought him to 
Washington to boast that "Israel's army was second only 
to Turkey in the Middle East." 

They in turn however are responsible to others. They 
have their ties and alliances with those in the State Depart­
ment to whom Israel is simply a pawn in the ruthless game 
of power politics. 

It is no secret that a key objective of American foreign 
policy is the remilitarization of Germany. The achieve­
ment of this goal has not been made easier by the moun­
tains and mountains of proof rising daily, that Germany 

is being renazified-not denazified. There is not a single ob­
server who will deny this fact. Nevertheless, Chancellor 
Adenauer s government must be made palatable to the 
American people if we are to accept him as an ally. The 
task is especially difficult insofar as convincing the Jewish 
people is concerned. We have not yet forgotten the six 
million slaughtered by the nazis. And, we know that the 
nazis are returning to full power in Germany today. 

That is why the Adenauer proposal calling for direct 
negotiations with Germany on the question of restitution 
has met with such overwhelming opposition in this coun­
try. That is why the decision of the Ben-Gurion government 
last week, to enter into direct negotiations with Adenauer, 
brought forth such widespread spontaneous demonstra­
tions of anger on the part of most Israelis. That is why, 
according to a JTA dispatch, the results of a "Gallup Poll" 
taken among ten thousand Israelis, showed over 80o/o ex­
pressing opposition to any negotiations. That is why For­
eign Minister Sharett categorically refused a challenge 
to allow a referendum on the question. 

It is of course ridiculous to assume that the Adenauer 
go ernm nt, which is encouraging the rebirth of nazism 
throughout Germany has any serious intention of paying 
restitution- ven if that were desirable. The maneuver, 
now the official policy of Israel, by the close vote of 61 to 
50 ( with 5 abstentions ) will simply serve to strengthen the 
hands of the inheritors of Hitlerism. It may pay some of 
Ben-Gurion s debts to his overlords but it will not help 
vindicate the honor of the Jewish people. It will only 
strengthen the hands of those bloody murderers who today, 
in Germany once again plan "Der Tag" while they sing 
"Wenn das Judenblut vom Messer spritzt." 

Up to now the disasterous policies of Ben-Gurion, which 
have led the little state from one crisis into another, have 
been trictly Israel's own affair. The latest blunder, how­
ever is filled with evil portent for the entire Jewish people. 
I Ben-Gurion prepared to guarantee who the victims of a 
revived nazism will be? Can he guarantee that Germany 
will not repeat 1939 and et out to conquer the world? 

Rabbis in numerous synagogues throughout Israel, 
preached against negotiations with Germany while a mass 
service against such appeasement was held at Mt. Zion 
in the "Cave of the Exterminated." Rabbi Judah L. Maim­
on former Minister for Religious Affairs published an 
article in a Tel Aviv newspaper strongly opposing the 
governments action. 

It is_ unthinkable t~at the freedom loving pioneers of Is­
rael will now turn aside the fresh memories of the crema­
torias and gas chambers to grasp the blood stained hand 
of the new nazis. Ben-Gurion many have forgotten-but 
we can rest assured the people of Israel have not-. 

It is extremely doubtful that they will allow this Elebaclc 
to oyertake their country. The time is over-ripe for the 
oustm~ of the present leadership and establishing a repre­
sentative gov~rnment based upon popular support. 

Once the issues are made clear, we are confident our 
Israeli brothers will know how to act.

Repetitive em asis on the importance of the Hebrew lan­
guage to Jewish existence may appear useless. Yet, even minor 
gains from frequent references to the subject are valuable. As a 

matter of fact, the constancy o( the plea for Hebrew ls a vital 
factor in Jewry's existence. Dr. Abba Hlllel Silver indicated it at 
the recent 35th anniversary celebration o! Histadruth Ivrith, 
when he asserted: "Failure to teach the Hebrew language in our 

schools is consigning the future American Jewish community, I 

am afraid, to cultural sterility. No Jewish community ever con­

tributed culturally or scholasticall11 to Jewish ltfe which did not 

foster the Hebrew language and literature. No Jewish communit11 

ever survived for long which ignored Hebrew. Thi, is an ineluc­

table fact of our experience." 
Dr. Silver did not overlook the fact that Jews have employed 

Greek, Arabic, Aramaic and European languages for their religious 
cultural expressions. However, he uttered a reminder, "the lan­
guage of prayer, poetry, ethics and Jewish law was nearly always 
1n the Hebrew ... The genius of our people poured its wine inLo 
many goblets, but the Kiddush Cup, the Holy Chalice of O"Qr 
apirlt, was the Hebrew language." 

Thus, whHe there were those who wrot Hebr w off as a dead 
language, "like the Jewish people itself, it refused to die." 

Will it be difficult for American Jews to fulfill their share of 
responsibility as the carriers of the banner of leadership and a~ 
the retainers of Hebrew as a major idea in Jewish life? Dr. -Silver 
is optimistic: 

"Given devoted and purposeful leadership and adequate 

religious educational agencies, we ma11 look to the future of 

the American Jewish community, barring disastrous revolu­

tiona111 changes in the structure of the American government 

and society, with a good measure of confident hope. 'As soon 

as a child can speak, his father should teach him the Shma, 

Torah and the sacred tongue." Extended to all age levels, here 

is the formula not only for survival, J:,ut for a creative and 

satisfying life for the American Jewish community of tomorrow." 

This is a formula that has been tested by time. The power of 
Hebrew, too, has been tested by time. Pursue this rule with dig­
nity, devotion and courage, and Israel's status is guaranteed unto 

eternity. • 
labbi Silver and Partisanship 

Dr. Silver is a master in the fie' i of raising the cultural stand­
ards of Jewry. He was unexcelled :n the fight for Israel's libera­
tion. His plea for Hebrew shows h J W he can rise tp great heights 
in developing the theme in support of our Hebraic ideals. Unfor­
tunately, he blunders the moment he is affected by partisan 
politics. 

In Florida, last week, In an Interview he granted Leo Mindlin 
ot the Jewish Floridian on the question of German reparations, ne 
spoke of "Hasty experience in Knesset, the ringing of fire around 
Parliament, the swinging of clubs and the hurling of gas bombs 
u the British had previously done. Partisanship in Israel is too 

strong; unity as an end 'therefore stands sacrificed ... The govern­
ment and the people are wrong. They act as if Bonn representa­
tives stood on their doorstep with check in hand ... How can Ben­
Gurion presume to force his will against such obvious opposition? 
It is ridiculous in an infant state." 

Rabbi Silver sho'Wl be the last man to speak of partisanship 
1n this instance. Only one vote- that of Agudath Israel-was 
registered at the conference of world Jewish leaders 3gainst nego­
tiating with Germany. Adenauer expressed a desire for such talks. 
The Herut-the innocent lambs who threatened the lives of gov­
ernment leaders and the very existence of the Knesset-stand 
alone in their introduction of mob action at a time when a respon­
sible Parliament acted on an important issue. True, the Mapam 
pro-Soviet delegates also are against 13en-Gurion's stand. Natur­

ally, all parliamentary action is partisan. That does not reduce 
Dr. Silver's own partisanship. Once again, as in the days when he 
condoned the Irgun tacitly, Dr. Silver is wrong in a political mat­

ter-acting the partisan who ls out of power.

President Truman, we remarked in the t\rst 

stages of his present campaign tours, had gone 
beyond the limits of partisanship in his per onal 
attacks on General Eisenhower. In the later 
stages, it must unfortunately be added, he has 
gone beyond the limits of decency.

great detail by cable. 

H4ABETZ, independent, carries a continuous news column, 1 Isra.el 1 a Affairs in 

the Election Campaign of the United States, 11 reporting on the smallest detr,il 
concerning Jews and Israel in the campaign. Its correspondent in New York reports, 

1n a cable dated October 16, on the political attitude of the various Zionist 

groups and the American Zionist Council as follows: 

1 Zionist political activities in both parties, conducted through the American 

Zionist Council, suffer from lack of strong leadership and direction. Poal~ion, 

as a Zionist party, came out in the open and even conducted a comprehensive electial 

campaign for Mr. Adlai Stevenson, thus departing from the old tradition that the 

Zionist movement and Zionist parties have to maintain neutrality, even though 

their individual members are free to carry on activities b~th among the Democrats 

and Republicans. '!his step, which is considered in Jewish circles as a scandal 
of the first order, has been renounced by all Zionist elements, including the 

Zionist Council. It is apt to cause serious damage, although it is well known 

that this party is of no consequence and that even the Pioneer Women refrained 

from being represented in this move." 

In a later cabled report to HAARETZ (October 20) about Dr. Silver's visit to 

General Eisenhower, the same correspondent says: 

1The meeting of Abba Hillel Silver with General Eisenhower was considered of 

sufficient importance to be publicised. today on the firat ea of the American 

press. The meeting was arranged on the initiative of General Eisenhower and 

through Mr. Thomas Dewey, who joined Rabbi Silver in the meeting. 

1 There is no other .American. Jewish leader who could have received such honor 

and publicity. and because he doesn't occupy all1' special position in the Jewish 

community or in the Zionist movement at present, it is proof that he ia still 
recognized here as the foremost Jewish leader. 

"Rabbi Silver's unwillingness to attach himself to the Republicans or to 

support General Eisenhower is particularly interesting in the light of hie past 

relations w1 th this party. 

"It is known that for some time pre1sure was brought to bear on h1m from 
various quarters to come out in the open tor General Eisenhower, but he refused 

to submit to it until he would succeed in clarifying the General I e attitude towards 

Israel. He, therefore, sent hie well-known letter to General Eisenhower, and 

although the General 1a answer was a positive one, it contained an idea that there 

is a necessity of returning a certain number of Arab refr..geea to Israel - this 
was under the influence of Dorothy Tho1Dl)aon 1 s group.

I was very pleased to receive your letter. I 
know, of course, of your profound interest in 
everything which concerns the State of Israel 
and of the unforgettable contribution which you 
made towards its establishment. 

I should wish you and all Americans to know 
that I am in complete and hearty accord with 
the statement on Israel in the Republican plat­
form. This, as you well know, was not a new 
departure, politically motivated, but one which 
represented a consistently friendly and coop­
erative attitude on the part of the Republican 
party over a period of many years. You will 
recall how vigorously and effectively Republi­
can Senators and Congressmen, Governors and 
State Legislators supported the cause which 
was never viewed by them as a partisan issue, 
but as one which commended itself to all right­
thinking people because of its inherent justice 
and as the right solution for one of mankind's 
grave and pressing problems. 

As Commander of the Allied Armies during 
the last war, I had the fullest opportunity to 
observe closely the tragic conditions of the war 
ravaged and Nazi decimated Jewish communi­
ties of Europe.

hardihood of its pioneers and the 
vision and quality of the work of 
resettlement and reclamation which 
they are o energetically prosecut­
ing.

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Through a Glass Darkly 
There is still an extraordinary 

amount of obscurity with respect to 
the genesis and source of the recent 
coups d'etat in Egypt and Leba­
non. The most divergent explana­
tions are given. A lengthy articl 
in the UN World for October, for 
instance, ascribes General Naguib 's 
revolution in Egypt to his pro­
German inclinations, basing this 
on ''informants'' from the Nile 
area. The UN W or"ld claims that 
General aguib intends to restor<> 
the Germans to their former in­
fluential position in his countr)· 
and thus facilitate their reintro­
duction to international politics in 
the Middle East. 

According to UN World, during 
World War II General aguil, 
himself sided with the then Pre­
mier Ali Maher, whom the British 
forced out of office. Lt. Col. An­
war Sadat, '' soul of the July re­
volt,'' was so violently pro- azi 
that he had to be deported. A 
former member of the regenc-:v 
triumvirate, Col. Mehenna, who 
has only recently been deposed by 
Naguib, was a close friend of the 
ex-Mufti of Jerusalem and of some 
of those who spent the war years 
in Germany as ''guests'' of Adolf 
Hitler. 

There are supposedly 500 Ger­
man military experts and techni­
cians on the ile now, according 
to UN World, and aguib has an­
nounced that he plans to increase 
this number considerably. On tlte 
civilian front, a new steel plant i 
being built at the foot of the pyra­
mids by German industrial firms, 

grate themselves in the neighbor­
ing Arab countries wherever their 
reabsorption in Israel is either not 
feasible or practical. 

The State of Israel has given 
every indication of being a pro­
gressive democracy which is de­
sirous of cooperating with the free 
world in defense of human free­
dom and against totalitarian ag­
gression. It is in the interest of the 

nited States and of all peace 
loving nations that political and 
economic aid to establish their own 
security should be extended to Is­
rael and to all countries in the 
Middle East which are similarly 
intentioned, to an extent consistent 
with a sound overall mutual aid 
program.

that they all suit the aims of the

According to Davar, the pre. ent 
activitie. of American diplomat. 
are dictated by disillusionment 
with the former Arab ruling cla . -
<.>. . "It has become obviou to 
American participants in the ·e 
revolutions that the pasha will not 
move a finger to prevent an almost 
automatic Communist triumph in 
the Middle East, but simply desire 
to play around in t,vpicall~• 
Oriental bargainin~ fa. hion at thP 
expense of the cold war. The~· want 
to be rewarded for their role a 
onlookers from the sidelines, ridi­
culing the naivete of the Ameri­
cans and Russians alike." 

Davar distinguishes between the 
British ''imperialists'' and the 
'' young American imperialists.''

Our forces saved 
the remnant of the Jewish people of Europe for a new life and a new 
hope in the reborn land of Israel.

Along with all men of good will, I salute the young state and wish 
it well. I know what great things it has accomplished. I admire the 
hardihood of its pioneers and the vision and quality of the work of reset­
tlement and reclamation which they are so energetically prosecuting. I 
also know something of their besetting difficulties and of the problems, 
both political and economic, which confront them. Foremost among these 
is that of establishing peace with the Arab world. Such a peace would 
be a boon both to Israel and to the Arab states. Such peace in the Middle 
East is es~ential to the free world. Every encouragement should be given 
to facilitate direct negotiations between the State of Israel and its Arab 
neighbors whose independence, freedom a nd p rospe rity are equally the 
hope and wish of the American people.

In my judgment, both statesmanship and humanity 
dictate that these unfortunate refugees should, as rapidly as possible, be 
assisted with adequate means honorably to reintegrate themselves in the 
neighboring Arab countries whenever their reabsorption in Israel is either 
not feasible or practical. 

The State of Israel has given every indication of being a progressive 
democracy w hich is desi rous of cooperating with the free world in defense 
of human freedom and aga inst tota litarian agg ression. It is in the interest 
of the United States and of all peace loving nations that pol itical and eco• 
nomic aid to establish their own security should be extended to Israel 
and to all countries in the Middle East which are similarly intentioned, 
to an extent consistent with a sound overall mutual aid program.

'Too Early' 
Commenting on the purge 

trial, Rabbi Silver said "It was 
too early to brand any coun­
try anti-semitic." 

"But lt ls hard to believe 
that Czechoslovakia, our best 
friend, and the Soviet, the first 
to speak up ln the United Na­
tions for a state of Israel, are 
becoming anti-Zionist and antt­
Israel,'' he declared. 

To Bid Leaders 
"I do not understand it," he 

told the Zionist members of the 
audience . Before the dinner, 
Rabbi Silver said he thought 
the purge "m:ght be an excuse 
to get rid of Communist lead­
ers the Soviet wanted to. " 

Calling on the ZOA for conti­
nued and more intense aid to 
Israel, he said "freedom ts 
never given, nor won in debate.

The General .Zionists Orga­
nization in Israel has started 
work on a project close to its 
heart: The establishment of a 
Youth Village and Agricultu­
ral School, to be named after 
,Dr. Abba Hillel Silver in re­
cognition of his outstanding 
Zionist leadership. 

Preparations are proceeding 
at a furious speed ; topogra­
phical maps are drawn up, 
soil tests are made; the leading 
agronomists of the country 
are engaged in working out 
plans for the location of the 
various cultures ; a water 
distribution system is being 
designed to suit local needs. 

A new settlement is being 
built, where young people, 
trorn Israel and from over­
seas, will learn how to turn 
the desert into fertile land. 

The farm 

will be established on an area 
of 1600 dunams allocated for 
the purpose by the Govern­
ment. In view of the possibi­
lities of the area and the na­
ture of the soil, the plan is to 
be that of a mixed farming 
unit. The first probes have 
shown that water is available 
in sufficient quantities. It is 
intended to experiment 

The Agricultural School 

will accomodate 300 students 
bet ween the ages of 14-1 7, 
partly from youth Aliya and 
partly from Israel. The length 
of the course will be 3 years. 
The aim of the school is to 
train farmers in all fields of 
agriculture in the country ; 
all efforts will be made to 
provide the student with a 
sound theoretical and practi­
cal knowledge of agriculture 
under Israel conditions. 

The lack of an agricultural 
school which provides not on­
ly professional teaching, but 
also an education in national 
values, has often been felt. 
'Ihrough an appropriate selec­
tion of teachers, and a pro~ 
gramme of studies not devot­
ed to specific professional 
subjects alone, "Kfar Silver·• 
intends to fill this lacuna. It 
will aim at producing good 
citizens as well as good far­
mers. 

According to plan, the first 
buildings are to be completed 
in time to enable the school 
to open for the 1953/54 school 
year. The General Zionists in 
Israel will spare no efforts 
to this end, though much will 
of necessity depend on friends

Rabbi Says Parley Could

Rabbi Abba Hillel Silver yester­

day described 1952 as a year of 
prosperity for Americans, but a 
year in which "American leader­
ship in world affairs did not yield 
much gain," in his annual year­
end review at the Temple. 

He also took the opportunity to 
peer into the future as he called 
on President-elect Dwight D. Ei­
senhower to meet with Joseph 
Stalin in an effort to ease world 
tensions. 

The rabbi reviewed the national 
election, saying that, without 
purges, executions, or firing 
squads, 20 years of administration 
was turned out by majority opin­
ion with the vanquished congratu­
lating the victors. 

He took up world affairs as he 
outlined NATO resistance to ful­
filling quotas agreed upon at Lis­
bon and said: "The tempo of re­
armament of the free world has 
been slowed down." 

Rabbi Silver termed Korean de­
velopments as "a stalemate while 
casualties continue" and saw little 
hope for a solution in the United 
Nations, where, he said, negotia­
tions have broken down into vitu­
peration and recrimination. 

Hopes for Fresh Start 
In calling for the Eisenhower­

Stalin meeting the rabbi saw it 
as a "key which might open the 
door to a fresh start and new 
hope." ' 

"No opportunity should be over­
looked and no chance brushed 
aside," he said. 

He pointed out that Americans 
need not be naive or abandon 
caution and circumspection, add­
ing that Eisenhower was not a 
novice at dealing with world fig­
ures and woulrl not be hoodwinked 
easily. 

"Eisenhower formerly took cal­
culated risks to win the war. Why 
not take one now to win the 
peace?" he asked. 

Dr. Silver said many nations 
in the free world had come to 
doubt our willingness for peace. 

He urged that British Prime 
Minister Winston Churchill join 
the Eisenhower-Stalin talks. 

"Wave of Future" 
The rabbi pointed to the con­

tinued nationalism in Asi_a and the 
Middle East in 1952 as part of a 
chain of incidents which, he said, 
belonged to the wave of the fu­
ture. He said American leaders 
would do well to align themselves 
with peoples seeking their inde­
pendence. 

Turning to the recent Commu­
nist trials in Prague, he drew an 
analogy between them and the 
Moscow purge trials of the '30s. 
Pointing out that Israel was at­
tacked in the trials, presumably 
for its friendship with the West, 
he emphasized that it was "not 
late for Communist policy makers 
to reconsider the new and po­
tentially dangerous line they have 
assumed." 

He concluded his sermon by 
gaying: "God is giving us a new 
leai, a new start for the New 
Yea~. Let us use it wisely for the
