Asked if he was encouraged by what he 

was told at the White House today, Dr. Silver said that such encouragement could on y be 

brought about by positive action. He emphasized that he would never be satisfied unt "l 

arms are actually provided. But, he said, he was satisfied the question is being trea ted 

in a serious, friendly, and urgent manner. 

Dr. Silver termed the discussion "frank and friendly. ' He said he described at c.:>n­

siderable length Israel's need for arms as a deterrent against aggression.

Or. Silver . Urges U. S. Jewry To 'Speak Up' 
Zionist Leader Tells Audience That Vocal 
Public Opinion Can Alter State Dept. Policy

Abba Hillel Silver assailed the 

press for what he termed "very 
calculated and very deliberate" 
anti-Israel propaganda emanating 
from a certain source and aimed 
at silencing American Jews. 

Abba Hillel Silver hailed UN Secretary General Dag Hammar­
skjold's mission to the Middle East but warned that it will have per­
manent value only if Israel is furnished wlth defensive arms. "A weak­
ened Israel is an inducement to Arab aggression," declared the Cleve­
land rabbi. He welcomed Soviet Russia's recent pronouncement of 
peace in the area because it served to "clip the wings of Nasser" and 
may have given the Egyptian dictator pause in his effort to unleash 
a "second round". 

TRIBUNE EDITORIAL 

He referred to the Chicago 
Tribune editorial of last Sunday, 
which read in part: "It is clear 
that the United States will never 
have a chance to make friends of 
the Arabs so long as it permit.s it.s 
policy in the middle east to be 
governed by domestic political 
considerations. It is not necessary 
to sacrifice Israel to the Arabs, 
even though some of the more 
fanatical of them will not be 
satisfied unless the new nation is 
wiped out. But it would be foolish, 
for the sake of placating voters 
in this country, to affront the 
Arab millions on whose friendship 
and resow·ces the fate of the free 
world may well depend." 

The world's foremost Zionist 
spokesman, who recently re­
turned from the 24th World 
Zionist Conrress in Jerusalem, 
told an overftowinl' crowd of 
1,500 in the Hotel Sherman 
Sunday, that the present State 
Department attitude will cban&"e 
when American public opinion 
- both Christian and Jewish, 
makes its voice beard in Wash­
in&"ton. "In a democracy", he 
reminded bis listeners, "It is 
one's right and duty to express 
opinion." When people agree 
with current State Department 
policy, be said it is "public 
opinion." When people disag-ree, 
it is called "political pressure." 
"It is our duty to speak up and 
let our voices be beard," Dr. 
Silver thundered. 

ISRAELIS ARE UN AFRAID 

After having visited Israel for 
the first time in five years, Silver 
assw·ed his audience that the peo­
ple were not afraid of the future. 
There is some concern however 
about the threat of Egypt's new 
jet bombers. Advocating a bilat­
eral treaty between America and 

Israel, he said "Israel needs a big 
brother." Taking note that the 
United States had given security 
pacts to some 40 nations, he al­
leged that some were not as de­
serving as Israel. The Jewish 
State's reliance was emphasized 
when Silver stated that it had 
not resorted to blackmailing one 
side against the other in order to 
wrest concessions from both. 

FRANCE SENDING JETS 

He noted that France had an­
nounced Sunday mominl", that 
it will send an additional 12 
Mystere jet planes to Israel. 
"Canada, Italy, and Britain will 
soon make their contribution to 
a restoration of the military 
balance which alone can main­
tain peace." Attackinl" the State 
Department, Silver said it was 
not "chivalrous or ethical" to 
refuse to sell arms while urg­
inl" other nations to do . so. 
Although he was confident the 
U .. would eventually acquiesce 
to arm Israel, he stressed that 
it would change quicker if pub­
lic opinion is heard in Washing­
ton, and called for the protec-

He spoke before one of the 
opening sessions of the fifty­
ninth annual convention of the 
Zionist Organization of Amer­
ica, which, .attended by 1,600 
delegates, will continue here 

. through Sunday. On that day it 
will be addressed by Vice-Presi­
dent Richard M. Nixon and his 
Democratic opponent, Sen. Estes 
Kefauver, Tenn. • 

"Events of the past few years 
cm the borders of Israel," Dr. 
Silver said, "have shown that 
these acts of premediated 
murder are not the result of 

guaranteeing the security of 

Israel.

Israeli were killed and wounded 
as a result of the mines placed 
there. 

' Calls It "Intolerable'' 
''The pre~ent military action 

is not aimed at the conquest of 
'.1ny Egyptian territory, nor is 
J! of the character of a preven• 
t1ve wai'. The government of 
lsrael has time and again stated 
tliat it is opposed to a preven­
tive war. It is to put an end 
lo an intolerable situation for 
which neither the UN nor any 
tther agency has offered a so­
lution. 

"The Egyptian as well as the 
neighboring Arab states have 
consistently violated the armis­
tice agreement and have created 
a :situation or' tension and 
danger which is intolerable. 

Hits Blockade 
"The Egyptian government 

has also illegally persisted in 
maintaining a blockade ;i.gainst 
lsrae.l shipping in the Suez 
Canal and in the Gulf of Apaba. 
:r.-;rasser has recently been most 
active in concluding a military 
alliance \vith Jordan and Syria 
and in putting their armies 
Under one military control 
aimed against Israel. 

He has acquired, as is well 
known, hundreds of millions of 
dolars of Communist arms 
which he has been readying 
against Israel. It is clear that 
the present situation in )he 
Near East cannot continue in­
definitely as it is, and the call 
for courageous statesmanship 
today is great. There is need 
for a completely new deal in 
that part of the world. Efforts 
must be made to bring ahout a 
just and permanent peace. 

"To decla;:e Israel the ag;::res­
sor against the background of 
all that has hapened in the last 
eight years- Israel asking for 
peace and the Arab states con­
tE:mptuously brushing it aside­
would ,be both unrealistic and 
to a degree also cynical."

Dr. Silver Speaks 

The keynote address of the evening 
was delivered by Dr. Abba Hillel Silver; 
and Dr. Silver, as he rose to his feet, 
was greeted by thunderous ~pplause, 
echoing the reception accorded hun as he 
enlered the hall. 

Dr. Silver, in a warning to the Western 
nations, described Egypt's strong m:in 
Nasser as "a dictator whose sympathies 
are clearly with Moscow and Peiping 
and whose techniques are exactly those 
which Hitler found useful in his rise to 
power," adding that any and -~H at~empts 
to achieve peace and stab1hty rn the 
Middle East without including Israel "a3 
a focal point in any peace strategy" would 
be doomed to failure. 

He urged the security for Israel of a 
binding military pact with the free world 
as being "far more important than ar~s." 
The "commendable efforts" of the Umted. 
Nations in negotiating agreements to ob­
serve the truce between Israel and her 
Arab neighbors he characteriz~d as "un­
realistic in the extreme" and m no way 
able to take the place of a peace settle­
ment. "Nations which do not want peace 
will · not long observe a truce," he said. 

Emphasizing that "Israel has nev_er 
been the aggressor against any of its 
Arab neig·hbors," Dr. Silver declare.d that 
'it serves no purpose at all to brand 
every act of self-defense on the par~ of 
the Israelis an act of reprisal." 

"Just what is expected of the people 
of Israel?" he demanded. "ls it expected 
of th~m that they should sit there f)U the 
borders as clay pigeons to be shot at at 
will bv • Arab terrorists and then to haye 
the f;milies of the slain . and wounded 
Cf)tnforted by the fact that a representa­
ti.-e of the United Nations has rebuked 
the nation to which the assailant belongs!

"We have allowed this Hitler 
on the Nile to grow stronger and 
stronger," said Dr. Silver, ref~r,. 
ring to Egyptian Premier asser.

A mere return to the status

The raising of $1,250,000 in Is­

rael Bond investment funds in a 
special campaign conducted by 
the metropolitan Regions of the 
ZOA in honor of Dr. Abba Hillel 
Silver was announced at the Sil­
ver testimonial dinner held on 
Monday evening, December 17, 
in the Hotel Waldorf-Astoria, 
New York. 

Some 1,000 persons-Zionist 
leaders and key-workers-from 
the metropolitan area attended 
the dinner in tribute to Dr. Sil­
ver's 50 historic years of Zionist 
devotion, held under the joint 
sponsorship of the metropolitan 
ZOA Regions and the Israel Bond 
Organization. 

In his address, Dr. Silver call­
ed upon the U. S. Government 
to take "forthright leadership" 
in the United Nations to achieve 
a prominent peace settlement in 
the Middle East. Dr. Silver, an 
honorary president of the ZOA, 
who is chairman of the Board 
of Governors of the Israel Bond 
Organization, asserted: 

"Our government should not 
wait until there is armed aggres­
sion or until that 'innocent' vic­
tim of aggression, Nasser, has 
had time to rebuild his badly 
shattered military establishment, 
or until Syria has had time to 
build p a vast arsenal of tanks, 
planes and guns provided by the 
Soviet Union. It should press 
most energetically in the United 
Nations for action which will 
bring the representatives of the 
governments of the Near East 
together around a conference 
table for the settlement of all the 
outstanding issues." 

Rabbi Irving Miller, chairman 
of the Amerit:an Zionist Council, 
presided at the dinner. An­
nouncing the total amount of

cated service and inspirational 
leadership in the cause of Zion­
ism and a free and independent 
State of Israel," said: 

"Dr. Silver now stands upon 
an eminence that is beyond the 
praise of his admirers or the 
criticism of his detractors. He 
looms before us as a towering 
historical figure, one of the great­
est statesmen in Zionist history. 
Two names will be inscribed im­
perishably on the pages of our 
history, those of the two men who 
on two different fronts were 
jointly responsible for the estab­
lishment of the State of Israel 
and who are its principal archi­
tects: the one is the present 
Prime Minister of Israel, David 
Ben-Gurion; the other is our 
guest of honor, Dr. Abba Hillel 
Silver. 

"Israel and Zionism have need 
of Dr. Silver today more than 
ever-have need of his wisdom, 
his sagacity, his brilliant leader­
ship, his force and strength of 
character and above all, his in­
domitable courage.

Rabbi Abba Hillel Silver 
of the Temple, E. 105th St. 
and Ansel Rd., isn't too opti­
mistic about national and in­
ternational accomplishments 
in 1956. 

He said so yesterday in his 
annual review sermon en­
titled "Taking Stock of 1956." 
Rabbi Silver described the 
past 12 months as ones of 

efeat for the United States 
·n for1ign policy and dip­
omatic relations. 

Commenting on the United 
ations, he said': "As for the 
nited Nations, 1956 was not 
good year, for despite a dis­
lay of activity and an ap­
arent increase in authority, 
he U was not at?le to stop 

the at~acks on the Israeli bor­
der." 

He ' criticized t h e UN 
cease-fire resolution ,in re­
spect to the conflict between 
Arabs and Israel. He de­
clared it was approved only 
by the free nations which 
respect public opinion and 
moral suasion. 

He pointed out there is a 
ray of hope in 1957 U for­
eign policy of the United 
States and the world as·sumes , 
real stature. • 

Discussing the November 
election, Rabbi Silver as­
serted President Eisenhower 
was more popular than his 
party, which failed to win a 
majority in the Congress.
