"We don't learn to rely on our­
selves,". Freedheim says. 

Single people face the problem of 
meeting their sexual needs. Society 
has solved the problem in part by tak­
ing a more liberal attitude toward sex 
outside marriage. But F,eedhewn 
bc'ieuN the change hasn't been all to 
the good. 

"Now people feel pressure to 
engage in sex," he ..,,,1. "With the 
demolition of the double standard, 
you're collapsing six months of 

acquaintance into six minutes. That 
makes relationships more tense. 
There are no longer cultural mores 
that say a relationship develops in 
formal stages. It used to be no dis­
grace to wait until the third date to 
kiss. That protected a person. After 
the second time, they could say 'No."' 

Some men find themselves uncom­
fortable with the sexual pressures of 
the singles' scene,-fr s &&)e, 
but he believes the situation is partic­
ularly bad for women.
